DISAVOWED BF HUERTA

Disavowal Did Much to Re-
lieve the Tension at Wash-
ington—Envoy Lind Is Still
Parleying With Huerta.

"Washington August 19 —Hopeful,
though &om*-what puzzled bj the days
developments, administration officials
anxiously awaited tontght the receipt
of the Huerta government s complete
reply to the American communication
presented bv John L*nd. personal rep-
resentatHe of President Wilson In
Mexico

President Wilson and Secretary Bry-
an had receiv ed during the past 24
hours

A bummary from Mr Llnd giving
bi ief I> the Huerta gov ernment's rejec-
tion of the American proposals

About 1 000 words of the text of the
Huerta reply, reported to be 7 000
words long

A message from Mr Llnd stating
that he had been In conference at an
early horn today with Pro\ Isional
President Huerta, that the tnter\ lew
had been cordial and was brought
about at the suggestion of Huerta
himself.

A denial from Charge O Shaughnes-
ey, authorized by Provisional Presi-
dent Huerta, declaring there was no
truth In the report of an ultimatum
demanding recognition by the United
States.

Situation Difficult to Understand.
This Information coming In discon-

nected cipher messages which admin-
istration officials themselves confessed
some difficulty In understanding, was
grtven to members of the senate com-
mittee on foreign relations, republi-
cans as well as democrats, and had
the effect of staving1 off debate on the
Mexican nuestl^n, following sensational
reports of a threatened severance of
relations by the Huerta government

Officials, though sorne-w hat skeptical
ot the outcome of the p-reaent negotia-
tions, took the view that nothing1 ,
eo"uld be done by the United States, at!

' least, until Mr Llnd actually con- .
c)uded his parleys with, Huerta, and his j
cabinet with whom the American envoy i
lias established pleasant unofficial re-
lations

One thing- which confused the situa-
tion today was the fact that only the
first Dart of the Huerta note reject-
ing the American proposal had been
received This was couched in cor-
dial te*-ms, setting forth the reasons
why mediation or c-utslcie intorf* rence
is impossible of acceptance by the
Huerta administration. It cited par-
ticularly that the pride oJ the Mex-
ican people could not brook the settle-
ment of in International controversy
at foreign hands but the principal ar-
gument was not reached In this I/tstal-
ment of the document

Feeling ot Hope Inspired-

Thaw
will be deported from Canada under
the present plans of the Canadian Im-
migration department, because within
the meaning of the Canaclfan Immigra-
tion act he Is regarded as a "prohibit-

person" If custom Is followed, he
will be sent back to New Hampshire,
from which state he entered the domto-
lon

It was late thla afternoon -when tho
department was officially notified of
Thaw's apprehension and Immediately
Inspectors I> H Reynolds and F. "E
Whillans were despatched to Sher-
sroolte with Instructions to watch the
case and institute proceedings to the

The act seems plain in regard to

Thaw's case There are certain classes
«ho, under section 40, are not eligible
to enter Canada, or Tvho if they suc-
ceed In doing so, are not permitted, to

* hile criminals shall not enter the
countrv, and if they succeed in elud-
.ng Immigration officers they shall be
deported forthwith.

o bear from every part of the state and •
specially from the women of Georgia.

When the fact is taken into considera-
on that an appropriation for $20,000 rep-
esents a tax valuation of $4,000,000 it will
e seen that the step taken by the gen-
ral assembly, and now approved by the
overnor, in authorizing the establishment
f this Institution is a very important one.

Of course, as the institution grows and
emonstrates its usefulness it will cost the
tate more and more, but the initial ap-
ropriation will no doubt stand at least
ntil the meeting of the new general as-
embly, which assembles two years hence,
n the present status of Its finances the
tate has taken an exceedingly commen-
[atory step in committing itself to the
lolicy of establishing any new institution,
>ut the worthiness of this appeal has been
uch as to fully Justify the exception
ade by the general assembly.

Had
he state's finances warranted it he would

e been glad to have approved a bill
containing an appropriation two or three
imes as large as that carried by the bill
signed by him. But manifestly such an
appropriation would have been unwar-
ranted at this time.

Not only the good women, but the good
men of Georgia, are back of this measure
and it may be confidently predicted that
within the next two years this institution
will be established on such a firm basis as
to "abundantly justify its creation and the

Mr. Baaett-Jones Is an Englishman, who
has lived many years In the United States,
and Is familiar with all sections of our
country. "Father Bazett," as his friends call
him. says:

"Since the civil war the south is working
out Its own salvation. The new south Is
made by southerners, comparatively few
coming'in from other portions of the United
States and not many Immigrants from abroad.
Capital has been Invested there so exten-
sively that It has made a new country of
it and at that they haven't really begun to
develop the vast fields of coal. Iron and
mineral wealth, there still being mountains
of it to which no railroads have yet been
run.

'The south has awakened with a new
pirlt. It was a g~ood thing that slavery was

abolished, but the 'prevalent northern idea
oncerningr slavery is all wrong. Uncle Tom's
abin was ridiculous. Slave owners did not
>eat or ill-treat their slaves, if for no other
eason than that they were much too valua-

"We have no active race problem there;
n fact, we have more of it here, from what

Hebrew and the 'Isms.' I think Booker
Washington has the right idea in teaching
them farming and the trades and the girla
o cook and to sew and to enable them

to make their own way in life and become
good, citizens.

"Politics and the tariff cut some figure
with ua, but like other communities the
ountry over, graft Is being eliminated, and

we are getting nearer to a representative
rovernment.

"Under the plantation system that was
universal before the war almost all the aid
estates were heavily mortgaged. The plant-
ers were too proud to work. They got
eady money by marketing cotton and to-

bacco, which was always as good as cash,
and If they needed more money slapped on
another mortgage. When the war devas-
tated that country those who rented had to
adapt themselves to entirely changed condi-
tions and to go to work. They did so, de-
veloping the country until now our southern
cities are full of active, energetic, up-to-
date business men, making a living and
gaining wealth from the development of the
natural resources of the country. It Is true
that this has all been done with the aid
of northern capital, but it has not been a
work of philanthropy or a g-ift enterprise.
Idle money sought profitable Investment and
found it here. The new south Is a new, won-
derful reality and the southerners who are
making It are great, big, warm-hearted,
brainy men, the finest type of Americans."

The World's Mysteries
WAS THERE A *»U>T TO ASSASSINATE LINCOLN?

For more tjion fifty yeara countless stor-
ies have appeared of an attempt to assassin-
ate President-elect IJncola In Baltimore
while he was en roula from bis home In
Springfield, III., to Washington to Become the
head of the nation. These stories have been
quite conflicting and perhaps were founded
upon real evidence or perhaps were merely
worked out of an Imagination that such a
thtaB might happen. That It was well to
take the precaution that was taken In order
that no risks were run in getting Lincoln to
the Capital City there Is no doubt, and that
Baltimore, like many other border cities,
and Indeed cities In the north, contained an
element that might have wished for hla
destruction Is also true, but waa there really
a conspiracy that was of such a character
that It would nava been possible to succeed
In Baltimore?

Many articles have been printed on this
subject, and many chapters In history and
biography have related graphically the
plans that had been formulated by the con-
spirators, but even those of the most recent
date or from the pen of persons who should
be thoroughly conversant with how much of
a conspiracy exls'ted. If any at all. has left
the subject to grave doubt because of the
very meager details that they have been
able to give.

In a recent long article, a prominent
magazine published Allan Plnkerton's hither-
to unpublished tale of what had been oc-
curring In Baltimore from the time It be-
came known that Lincoln was to pass
through that city. Plnkerton hints at a
great conspiracy. He accuses the Baltimore
police as being entirely In the hands of the
Secession element, whose leader was George
P. Kane. He says the plan of the conspira-
tors was skillfully laid, and that "one of tha
leading spirits in the plot was a barber,
whose name I do not recall." From his
statements you would be led to Infer that a
band of cutthroats controlled Baltimore.

All this was hardly proved by later
events, even though a mob of ruffians did
fire upon a body of Massachusetts troops as
they passed through the Baltimore streets a.
short time thereafter. Mr. Plnkerton claim-
ed to have mingled with the would-be assas-
sins and added that no one's life was safe

In their hands. If such conditions actually
existed, why, when Lincoln had been smug-
Bled through Baltimore ana gotten safely to
"Washington, d'd not the detective force or
the Secret Service Department return to Bal-
timore w'th the evidence they had and bring
the conspirators to justice? Thousands of
union officers and eminent statesmen in
sympathy with the north passed through- Bal-
timore during the rebellion and were never
molested. "What became of Che big conspir-
acy that had been hatched. If It actually ex-
isted?

All these questions are asked by those
•who take a broad view of the supposed at-
tempt that was to be made upon the life of
L'nooln. And why was such an attempt to be
made In the station at Baltimore? As th«
president was passing through the station,
the story goes, and was about to enter his
carriage, the conspirators were to start a
free-for-all fight, and in the midst of the ex-
citement the assassin was to shoot Lincoln.

This would seem like a bungling plot and
one that waa not likely to be successfully
carried Into effect for the reason that In
every city. In those excited times, the presi-
dent was so carefully guarded that it was not
likely that anyone could have got near
enough to his carriage to fulfill the design,
from the mere fact everyone was watching
with the closest suspicion.

Losslng. the historian, states "it was al-
leged that statesmen, bankers, merchants and
others were engaged In the conspiracy, and
they were meeting secretly in a private room
In Taylor's building, on Fayette street near
Calvert." Who were these "statesmen, bank-
ers, merchants?" No names were ever men-
tioned. If the detective force of the United
States knew of such meetings and knew who
the men were, why were they allowed to go
on with their plans, unmolested?

There may have been threats, there may
have been a plot in Baltimore. Lincoln
might have met with foul play. But ail
these things are problematical, for there has
never been any evidence produced to show
that the threats were more than (die gos-
sip, the plot of any great Importance, surely
not Involving "statesmen, bankers, mer-
chants, etc, " nor any real connected conspir-
acy of any kind.

South Pole Relics.
(From The Indianapolis News.)

There are now on view in London, at the
Earl's court exhibition, a number of relics
of the South pole which were brought back
to civilization by the Terra Nova—the ant-
arctic exploring1 ship. Among the articles
are a big1 plain cooking1 pot, •whose Interior
has been scraped clean and bare by men
at the point of death by starvation; an
empty provision bag-, a sledging shovel, the
Inner lining- of the tent in which the bodies
of Captain Scott and his companions were
found by the search pa#ty and a shabby
novel. The book Is a mucfi-thumbed "6-penny
edition" of Mary Johnston's story of old
Virginia, "By Order of the Company." Curi-
ously enougrh. says The London Tit-Bits, the
book, when picked up In Captain Scott's tent,
was open at the chapter headed, "We Go
Out Into the Night"—a sad recollection of
the sacrifice of one of the men who "walked
out into the night," sacrificing1 himself, a
dying man. in order to give others a chance.

It is a pathetic and Impressive collection,
and not the least Interesting feature Is an
exact model In section of the Igloo, or cave,
dug In the snow by the members of- the
northern party of the expedition, who were
forced to winter in -Terra Nova bay owing
to the ship being unable to pick them up.
For seven months the party lived In the
cave of snow and ice, on rations sufficient
for only one month. There were, six men
altogether, under Lieutenant Campbell, and
they used blubber for everything—-food, light
and fuel. When found, their ice cave was
as black as a coal mine with carbon, and
go were the men. When Lieutenant Camp-
bell visited the exhibition, he remarked to
Lord Cheylesmor that he "shivered" when he
looked upon the realistic reproduction of the
igloo which brought back to hla mind so
vividly those terrible seven months.

Among other relics might be mentioned
tbe theodolite which fixed the position of
the South pole, the camera with which pho-
tographs of the pole were taken, sledging
thermometer and compass, a repair bag, a
lamp made from an empty tin to burn a
mixture of vaseline and spirits, a typewriter,
several sleeping bags, skis of Captain Scott,
Lieutenant Bowers and Dr. Wilson, and an
instrument box which Captain Scott and his
party used on the return journey from the
pole. The tent of death Is perhaps the most
striking of the relics. It Is the Inner lining
only, the outer covering1 having1 been used
as a pall for the bodies—a tiny structure
hardly, to all appearances, fit shelter against
the antarctic blizzard.

Section hands works for $1.40 a day and
travel to and from their job on private cars.
The section hand's private car has four
•wheels and a double action hand motor.
When the section hand takes off his coat

and works hard he can travel 13 miles an
hour on his fiery steed.

When times are hard and the owner of

a railroad finds that he can't afford to keep

his private yacht in commission he cute
the pay of the section hand to ¥1.10 a day and
the latter says nothing, not having learned
the English language as a rule. Section
hands have saved hundreds of American rail-
roads from bankruptcy by getting their pay
cut to $1.10 a day.

Section hands are so called because they
work with their hands and let the roadmas-
ter do the worrying. The section hand wears
a shovel all day and takes It to bed w'th him
at night. When he lays aside his shovel it
is a, sign that he Is ill and unless something
Is done for him soon he will fade away. No
one has ever seen a section hand ia a hurry.
If the section hand should hurry he would be
so much work that the president of the

Every frequenter of the motion picture
th,eaters must have been struck, at some time
or another, by the luxurlousness of the stage
setting of most of the society dramas—-the
magnificence of the decorations, the richness
of the furnishing:, and the costliness of the
dresses worn by the performers.

Few, however, have any real conception
of the huge cost of these things, or appre-
ciate the pains taken by the big film pro-
ducing companies to get the best of every-
thing.

Take, for instance, the costumes of the
principal actresses. The capitals of Europe
are ransacked for the latest "creations" In
millinery and modes. "When Miss Miriam
Nesblt and Miss Mary Fuller were las;, over
hero with the Edison company, they paid a
visit to Paris for the purpose of purchas-
ing a stock of such things for future Edison
productions, and in two days' shopping they
spent more than $15,000.

Miss Lottie Briscoe. the Lubln star actress,
recently played In a film which necessitated
no fewer than fourteen changes of costumes,
each costing on an average about §75, and
She needs, when on tour, twenty trunks for
her wardrobe.

Tax returns for Fulton county for
the year 1913 were announced yester-
day by Tax Receiver T. M. Armlstead.
They show a gain for the year vt
$10.823,080 over the year 3912,

The total property valuations of the
county are 5122,198.115. as compared
with $111.375.035 for 1912. The total
returns for the state last year were
$842,358.3-1 2. Allowing1 for an increase
of $20,000,000 in the tax returns this
year, which is probably a liberal esti-
mate, the returns for 1913 will bo
?S62,000,000 in round numbers.

It will thus be seen that Fulton
county alone returns 14.2 per cent, or
nearly one seventh of all the taxes
of the state. The Increase for Ful-
ton county Is nearly 33,000,000 in exces^
of the net Increase from all the-other
337 counties &f the state so far heard
from.
