New York, March 1—A northeast 
storm, swerving to the northwest, 
which first brought rain, then snow, 
raged over New York and vicinity to- 
day, cutting the city almost complete- 
ly off from telegraph and telephone 
communication. Reports: showed its 
effects to be widespread. 

Three deaths due to the storm oc- 
Jcurred here. two together when = roof 
{collapsed under the weight of .wet 
snow, crushing a man ‘and a boy. An- 
other man, blinded by snow, was 
killed by a train. Several persons were 
overcome by exposure, and a number 
were injured in street accidents. 

Trains for the most part left the 
railroad terminals on time, but, with 
wires down, quickly were lost track 
of. Nothing could be learned con- 
cerning incoming | trains except as 
they arrived, late on all lines. - 

Wire Poles Go Dows. 
Wet snow snapped telegraph and 

telephone wires, and, with 9 gale 
Blowing 72 miles an hour at times, 
many poles toppled over. On some 
lines the poles fell across ratirqad 
tracks blocking traffic.

ALL SHIPPING LINES 
OPERATE BY POOLS 

House Committee Finds 
Dissolution ‘of Combina- 

tions Would Cripple 

Trade—Strict Supervision 

Is Favored. 

Washington, March 1—Foreign and 
domestic shipping of the United States 
is so combined by agreements, pools 
and conference arrangements that an 
attempt to dissolve the combinations 
would cripple trade. This is the con- 
clusion reached by the house merchant, 
marine and fisheries committee in a 
final report of the so-called shipping 
trust investigation, made public today. 
The committee, after two years of ex- 
haustive inquiry, recommends that both 
foreign and domestic shipping com- 
binations be placed under the strict 
control of the interstate commerce 
commission and that if necessary the 
commission be enlarged to care for the 
additional work 

The final recommendations 
committee, embodied in the fourteenth 
volume of its report, just compiled, sets 
forth that shipping lines in virtually 

ery trade route from or to United 
Statea ports are operated by agree- 
ment or conference to restrain compe- 
tition. The report declares that the ad- 

vantages accruing to both shipper and 
ship lines through these agreements 
are so great that combinations should 
be allowed to continue, under the su- 
pervision of the interstate commerce 
commission as to rates, classification, 
rebates and discrimination. It would 
be futile. the committee sta: 
tempt to restore competition 
ing agreements terminated. 

Findings of Committee. 

The report deals with 800 foreign 
and domestic navigation companies and 
200 railroad Mnes. 

In a statement summarizing the com- 
mittee’s findings and recommendations, 
Chairman Alexander said: 

“Relative to the foreign trade, the 
report shows that it is the almost unl- 
versal practice for steamship lines, 
both on the inbound and outbound 
voyage, to operate under agreements 
and conference arrangements which 
have for their purpose the control of 
competition between the conference 
lines. or between them and non-con- 
ference lines. Eighty agreements or 
understandings, involving nearly all the 
resular nes operating on nearly ry 
American foreign trade route are in 
effect, dealing — reepectively with the 
traffic to and from Europe, Afri:

HE SPEN1 FROM CONVICTION. 
There died in Philadelphia a few days 

ago a man, Joseph Fels, who, next to Henry 

George, has probably done more to promote 

the single tax theory than any worker for 

that cause in history. 

Fels was a millionaire. Several years 

ago he visited Atlanta, and in an interview 

with The Constitution said very calmly that 

were he minded he still could keep on piling 

millions. 

But acquisition pure and simple was not 
his creed. He wanted to be of service to his 
age. And he conceived that he could meet 

that end in no manner more effectual than 
by spreading the propaganda bf tlie single 
tax. 

The single tax may or may not be a 
panacea. As yet, like every other revoln- 
tionary system, it has been found faulty in 
practice. 

But the point is that America is growing 

men who are willing to spend, and. spend 

lavishly, for unselfish ideas, And Fels gave 
way thousands each year to the materializa- 

tion of the dream he kept ever before his 
vision. 

The ideas he sowed will undoubtedly go 
marching on. To what extent is subject for 

surmise only. But the seed so persistently 
and widely planted must yield a harvest. 

And for better or worse, it will be a harvest 
of no mean dimensions. : 

It is significant, also, that Fels was a 
Jew and proud of it. Jews have been trafl- 
Diazers before in history. Who can tell 
that this little man with the soft voice and 

the hurried manner may not go down to 
posterity as an evangel of a new economic 
order? 

NOT EVEN THE COLONEL. 
Congressman Caleb Powers, of Kentucky, 

told the City club of Boston the other night 
that the one way to forestall democratic 

‘ victory in the approaching presidential cam- 
paign was for the republicans to nominate 
Roosevelt. 

We have, as must needs be, a wholesome 
and right hearty respect for the political 
prowess of the Colonel, and any man who 
underestimates the force with which he ap- 
peals to the American imagination is a poor 
politician. 

But the Colonel or any one else will, to 

quote the vernacular, have to “go some” to 

defeat Woodrow Wilson and the militant. 

democracy in the next presidential election. 
Of course, much may happen between 

now and 1916. 
The democrats may register mistakes, 

Wilson's health may fail, his present un- 
doubted popularity may undergo decline. 

But judging from present indications, the 
administration is going to be well-nigh in- 
vincible. . 

Certainly it has left few loopholes 
through which the Colonel might creep. 

The Colonel is pre-eminently successful 

as a crusader. That is where he makes his 
one big-impression with the American peo- 
ple. Wilson is not «0 strong in that regard. 

But his strongest role undoubtedly is in the 
line of executive’achievement. 

If a contest were here today between the 
two there would be little doubt of the out- 
come. Wilson would sweep the field. 

In the meantime, the president is playing 
@ safe game, His one source of peril is the 
Mexican situation, and there is every proba- 
bility that even with trouble in that republic 
the country would rally solidly to Wilson, 
remembering how the man has sought to 
avoid a crisis. 

Altogether, the outlook is bright for de- 

mocracy. Prophecy at present is hazardous,

PATIERSON A BUILDER. 
John “H. Patterson, of Dayton. Ohio, one 

of the big mem of America, spent several 
days in Atlanta during the past week. Mr. 
Patterson's errand was oge of business, but 
he found time to inspect the city and take 
stock of its civic assets and liabilities. 

Mr. Patterson's was the personality that 
stepped into the breach when the flood 

came at Dayton, ~ 
‘Men were searching right and left for a 

solution to the problem of chaos. 
Solid and seemingly permanent institu- 

tions were tumbled in the dust. 
Initiative and resource appeared para- 

lyzed. 
Patterson came to the rescue. 
He organized relief corps. 
He found a way out of the immediate 

destitution. 
And his work set Dayton on its feet. He 

fathered the form of municipal government 
that is a combination of business manage- 
ment and commission rule. 

Mr. Patterson's conception of municipal 
government is that @ city should be run 
like a business. 

Arguing from that premise, he prevailed 
on the leaders of Dayton to retain = business 
man of proved high ability as 2 city man- 
ager. 

They agreed to pay him salary enough to 
make his endeavors worth while. 

They gave him authority, but also hedged 
him with an advisory beard, which can 
roughly be construed as an adaptation of 
commission government. 

Mr. Pattergon says the plan is succeed- 

ing in Dayton. 
If it does there is no reason why it 

should not succeed elsewhere, but making 
allowance for difference in size, the prob- 

lems of -all cities are very much of the 
same texture. 

Mr. Patterson is a type of man of which 
America has a tolerably big supply. They 
are the ones who blaze trails out of predica- 
ments and hearten the despondent in time 
of crisis. 

ABOUT WATER POWER. 
President Wilson and his cabinet have 

been busily considering the policy of the 

administration in the matter of federal con- 

trol of water power on the public domain 
and on navigable streams. = 

So far it appears that the decision is to 

lease sites to private corporations, the prop- 
erty to revert to the government’ after a. 
specified term of years. 

This program is not inflexible. It is put 

forward simply as a tentative step and is 
subject to revision. 

Doubt has been expressed if private capi- 
tal would proceed to expensive develop- 

ments upon the basis outlined. With federal 
regulation of rates and eventual federal 
ownership, the tenure would have to stretch 
over a considerable term of years to make 
the investment profitable. ‘ 

It is- well that the president and 

advisers are receptive and not dogmatic in 
this matter. 

What is now done may fix a precedent 
for many years. And considering the para 

mount bearing water power is to have on 
the industrial development of the country, 
the subject looms large in importance. The 
political feature must also be remembered 
Conservation of water power is one of the 
issues foremost in the public mind, and any 
technical or real blunder is likely quickly 
to be seized upon by the opposition. 

Fortunately, there are clearheaded men 
in the house and senate, as well as in the 
cabinet, who will not lét the situation get 
too far out of hand, and who will not en 
courage radicalism or anything approaching 
fanaticism. 

For the water power of the country to be 
tied up by onerous exactions would be a 
calamity. 

Hardly less disastrous would be a meth- 
od of handling that turned over these great 
national assets to conscienceless private 
greed. y 

Congress faces a dilemma that will re- 
quire all its statesmanship, not forgetting 
that we must expect to see injected the 
ancient and somewhat unprofitable contro- 
versy between state rights and the suprem- 
acy of the central government.

then consumed in the mills of the country.

total export trade of the United States in 1860. 

The south expended last year upon the 
maintenance of its public schools $90,000,000, 
or $12,000,000 more than the United States 
With 4ts 50,000,000 people expendedupon pub- 
lic education in 1880. . 

Comparisons of this kind showing how 
far ahead the south is In many respects of 
the United States in 1880 could be given al- 
most without limit ‘These are sufficient to 
indicate the general situation. It is a Mttle 
difficult for us sometimes to quite the 
fact that in bank deposits, in industrial pur- 
suits and in agriculture, as well as in public 
education, the south of today ranks so far 
ahead of the United States in 1880. The 
Total wealth of the south of today is less 
than that of the United States in 1880, be- 
caaise the south has not yet had time to aoc- 
cumulate vast wealth out of its achievements 
in industry and agriculture of recent years. 
It is, however, rapidly pHing up wealth 
which, within the next few years, will amaze 
the country by its magnitude. 

Ih studying the future of the south and 
planning for financial and railroad opera- 
tions in connection therewith, {t would be 
Well for these facts to be borne in mind. But 
these statistics, amazing as they are, are not 
half so interesting for the story they tell of 
what has been done as for the light they 
throw upon the future. Every careful student 
of the material resources and development 
of the south knows that this section, not- 
withstanding the progress made, has scarcely 
begun its development when compared with 
the groyth which will be seen within the 
next ten or fifteen years. AN that has been 
done has been really merely the clearing of 
the lana and the sowing of the seed for the 
great harvest which this section is now pre- 
paring to reap. 

The south has only begun to utilize its 
raw materials. It has only here and there 
opened up its coal. mines, its marble and 
sranite quarzjes, and its iron-makin, 
sources. It has only commenced within the 
last few years to get back to that agricul- 
tural condition which existed prior to the 
war, when there was a well-rounded agri- 
cultural @iversity. It ia only within the last 
‘ew years that the central south, from 

land to the Mississippi river, haw been Tals. 
ing as much corn and live stock as it did in 
1869, when the population of this section 
was only one-third of what it now is. 

For forty years or more the south was 
passing through a wilderness, Its people had 
lost by virtue of the war the ability to carry 
on the well-rounded diversified agriculture 
which existed prior to 1860, The capital was 
lacking for reviving the industrial activities 
which between 1850 and 1860 caused @ more 
rapid percentage of growth in every line of 
manufacturing in the south than in the rest 
of the country. The amazing agricultural 
and industrial progress of the decade ended 
with 1860 is indicated in the fact that during 
that period the increase in the wealth of the 
south exceeded by more than one billion dol- 
lars the aggregate increase of 

The engineering and industrial traits, 
which from colonial days down to the time 
when the invention of the cotton gin fast- 
ened slavery around the necks of the People 
of the south, were beginning to reassert 
themselves between 1859 and 1860. This in- 
dustrial and engineering trend of the peopte 
of the south has again, during the last 
twenty-five years, been reasserting itself, 
and it is to the rabirth of this inherited trait 
of character that the tremendous momentum 
of this section is due. 

The statement sometimes heard that the 
great development of the last twenty-five 
years is mainly due to an Infusion of outside 
blood and capital seriously misrepresents the 
facts. No man who has that impression can 
rightly forecast the progress of the coming 
years, because he is viewing the situation 
from ‘an erroneous standpoint. 

Since 18€5 the eentral south has sent be- 
yond its borders by emigration into other 
sections, more than 3,500,000 of Its white peo- 
ple and more than 1,500,000 into Texas and 

Oklahoma. The comparatively few persons 
from other sections who have come into th 
south, when given the fullest measure of 
credit for what they have achieved, cannot 
in the smallest degres offset the tremendous 
loss of energy and power of the 5,006,000 
people that went out of the central south by 
reason of the poverty of opportunity follow- 
lng the war and the days of reconstruction. 

Now the trend is back to the south. Men 
who have made a success in other ns 
are hearing the “come-home” call of ‘their 
native land and many of them are returning: 
Many from other sections are beginning thelr 
southward march in order to share in the 
amazing development which they see is to 
come about dm this section. They want to be 
a part and parcel of it and to reap some 
of the harvest. Thus the whole condition has 
completely changed. And instead of having 
to make s heroic effort to keep Ka own 
people at home and to draw men and money 
from other sections, as was the case for 
twenty-five or thirty years, the south now 
finds abundant employment at home for its 
own people.

The promoter 
secking capital for a new enterprise no long- 
er has to argue with. the capitalist that the 
south is a good place in which to invest 
money, All that he has to do is to prove 
that his own particular enterprise im a good 
one. The outside capitalist fa fully Impressed 
with the fact that this is the most richly

THE TRIAL OF 

ADOLPH LUETGRET. 

On the night of May 1, 1897, there dis- 
eppoared from her home, at Hermitage ave- 
pue and Diversey Boulevard, Chicago, Mra 
Adolph Luetgert. the wife of a enteage 
manufactorer-of that city. It was one of 
those mysterious cases which had baffled 
‘the most expert police end detectives in its 
eclution, The husband was arrested for the 
murder. It waa a long and a difficult effort 
on his part to save himself from execution, 
for many things seemed to point to his guilt 
Bleven jurymen wanted to hang him for the 
orime efter hearing all the evidence, but the 
verdict finally decided upon was tmprison- 
ment for life. 

‘The task that was set for the prosecu- 
tion was not an easy one. Mrs. Luetgert’s 
bedy, it wes established almost beyond 
question, had been almost entirely consumed 
in dissolved potash in one of the coloring 
vats of her husband's sausage factory. 

In reducing the body of his victim the 
murderer had Overlooked four vitally incrim- 
inating details; two gold rings worn by his 

“wife, the complete removal of the fragments 
of the Dody, a dit of peculiarly shaped por- 
eelain tooth, and failure to notify the police 
of the women's disappearance. = 

The rings were identified as the property 
of the wife, the family dentist identified 
the tooth, expert osteologists were able to 
place the bones that were discovered, but 
of course with no conclusive proof that they 
were those of the murdered woman. 

Luetgert and his wife had not lived hap- 
pily together. It was his second wife and 
she had been employed in the family when 
the firet wife was living. It was claimed 
that he was tired of her and desired a young- 
er and more attractive woman. 

‘When it came to the trial of the husband, 
the task set for Chicago District Attor- 
ney Deneen was a most difficult one, The 
dody of the victim had deen practically con 
sumed, and yet it was absolutely necess: 
not only to prove that she was dead, Out that 
ebe had met her death at the hands of her 
husband, as charged in the indictment. 

‘The firet trial resulted in a disagreement. 
During {ts progress Diedrich Ticknese, a 
brother of Mrs. Luctgert, testified that he 
had searched for days for a clew as to his 
sister's whereabouts, but had found none. 
One week after the commission of the crime 
he notified the police, and they summoned 
Luetgert and questioned Bim. “She disap- 
peared,” the sausage maker replied, “and I 
expected her (o return and had wished to 
avoid the disgrace that must attend the dis- 
closure of the facts” 

It wae Frank Bialk who gave the most 
damaging testimony as to bow he made 
several trips at the request of the prisoner 
to a drug store on the night of May 1, and 
each time upon his return Luctgert would 
take the package he brought and would bar- 
Ticade the door to the main factory and busy 
himself in the engine room,

Birds Taught to Sing. 
(From 8t. Nicholas:) 

Many scientists have studied the 
manner in which birds may be taught 
to imitate the songs of other ‘birds, 
Tt is said by some that birds’ songs are 
largely, If not entirely, a matter of 
Imitation, though other sclentists de 
not accept this suggestion as even 
probable. Edward Conradi, Ph. D., has 
extensively investigated not only the 
songs of English sparrows, but of sev 
eral other Dirds, and in an interesting 
Pamphiet tells “us the results of his Own Investigations and those of other 
ornithologists GA. Witehell finds that “imitation 
is very prominent in bird song. Birds 
in r wild state not only imitate 
other birds, but also insects, quadru- 
peds and sounds prodvced by’ the el~ 
Inente,” A few of his iMustrations: will 
make his point clear: the voices of the { 
owis simulate the moaning of the wind 
in hollow trees, sch ag these birdy frequent; the #Wee ree of the comman 
swift is similar to the swish of hin 
wings as he skims through the air; the 
Voices of mallards. pelicans, flamingos 
and herons resemble the croaking of 
frogs and toads. In British Columbia 
he heard a w Imitating perfectly 
the trickling of water. Moreover, many 
of the warbling birds build their nests 
not far from water, probubly on ac- 
count of. the insect supply. and are 
thus often within hearing of the in- tricate music of babbling brooks. He 
thinks that such birds as the robin. 
wren, hedgesparrow, blackbird and 
Blackeap, which sing mellow tones and 
intervals of pitch rather than  Imita- 
tions of other sounds, may have ac- 
quired this music partly through the 
Influence of the murmurs and gurgles 
of. rippling streams. The common 
call-note of the brown wren rese 
bles the chirp of the cricket—this bird 
Is generally found-along hedge row: 
where crickets abound, and thus hears _ 
the cricket's chirp by day and by 
Bight The song of the grasshopper 
warble Is exactly ke the persistent 
song of the green field cricket. The 
cry of the ostrich resembles the roar 
of the lion, and the shrill note of the 
redheaded ‘woodpecker that of a spe- 
cies of tree frog which frequents the 
game trees. In the latter case. the re- 
semblance {x so great that, the cries 
ean hardly be distinguished. The squir- 
Tel and the stake reprodtice in thelr 
Blarm-cries the screams made by these 
Snimals during rapid retreat—the 
squirrel the swish of a long twig, and 
the snake the rustling of dry grass 
as she glides through It.

1D. it is strictly an annual plant, 
Fy sensitive to cold, and is grown 
clusively for green-soiling (cutting 

and feeding green) and hay, mainly 
for the latter. It is a grass. feeder and 
may well be called an exhausting crop, 
and responds well to liberal applica- 
tions of quickly soluble fertilizers, 
such as are suitable to corn. It is 
common to sow German millet seed 
immediately following small grain. at 
the rate of 2 to & pecks of seed per 
acre, preferably put in with a seed 
drill, but they may be disked in. If 
you like, you may prepare unoccupled 
jand and sow about the last ‘of March 
er as late as July. Cut for hay when 
in bloom and before the seeds form, and 
handle as you would any,gtass.

mence operations to kill bermuda 
is at the beginning of winter or late 
fall, At that time the sod should be 
turned over by means of a two-horse 
turn plow running just deep enough 
to wet beneath the roots, the aim be- 
ing to exposo the jointed roots to frost 
and sunshige with as little dirt as 
possible. As soon as practicable after 
the first hard freeze a cutaway or plain 
disk harrow should be run over the 
field in order to cut the inverted sod 
into pieces so as to further expose the 
roots to freezing and thawing. ‘This 
harrowing may be repeated after each 
hard freeze, the effect of the freezing 
being to kill the roots. 

The past winter, however, has not 
been severe enough to accomplish much 
in freezing and, of course, it is too 
late to rely on that method, You will 
now have to resort to thorough plow- 
ing and harrowing. repeated as often 
as may put the upper soil in fine, dis- 
Integrated condition, plant your’ corn 
and cultivate every ‘ten days, so as to 
keep the grass from taking fresh root. 
If not too wet during the epring 2nd 
early summer, you will conquer the 
rass.

J. W- Stembridge, Milledgeville, 

Ga—What is your opinion of animal 
tankage 4s a source of ammonia in 
commrecial fertilizers? Have you 
ever made any actual comparative 
field tests of animal tankage with 
meal or other suurce of ammonia? Are 
fertilizers with this ammoniate as apt 
to leach out as other fertillzers? 
Amswer—I have never made any 

tests in the field. or otherwise, to 
ascertain the relative availability of 
tankage, cotton seed meal, blood, ni- 
trate of soda and sulphate ammonia, 
But such tests have been made and the 
results indicate that the relative avail- 
ability of several of these substances, 
taking nitrate of soda as the standard 
of comparison, is about as follows: 

Nitrate of soda, 100; dried blood and 
tteon sced meal each 70; ground fish, 

tankage, 60..None of these are 
liable to leach out of the soil except- 
ing nitrate, and therefore nitrate 
should not’ be applied except to a 
growing crop. 

To be accurate, it should be remem- 
bered none of these substances con- 
tains any ammonia but nitrogen only— 
the active element of ammonia In a 
Popular sense, however, they are all 
falled “ammoniates.” One should not 
buy any of them except on the basis 
of their content of nitrogen.

In conge- 
quence of these apparently adverse ele- 
ments, house buying did not expand to 
the dezree expected. Yet the past few 
days of sunshine brought out numer- 
ous visiting buyers in the principal 
centers, and as a result business shows 
a relatively good expansion. Though 
out-of-town buyers are acting in a 
conservative way, especially in the 
southwest, where'the results of last 
summer’s.crop loss are now being felt, they’ nevertheless soem imbued 
with optimistic sentiments as to the 
future’ Buying is largely to filll near- 
by or spring requirements, but at the 
same time business in fall and winter 
soods is not lacking Road orders are 
of favorable proportions, though cut 
down somewhat by the poor conditions 
for traveling.

Say Financial Reports 
Interruption to the General 

Trade Retarded Distribu- 

tion, Says Dun in Weekly 

Review. 

Dun's report says: 
Severe storms restrieted new buol- 

ness in many sections of the country 
this week and caused delay in making 
deliveries on old orders. The intense 
cold and heary snowfall stimulated ac- 
tvicity in seasonable merchandise at 
retall, but the interruption to general 
trade Was sufficient to retgrd distribu- 
tion considerably. Traffic blockades 
hampered freight movements, and re- 
duced recetpts resulted In higher prices 
for various food products. The upward 
trend of the commodity markets, how- 
ever, was not pronounced, as there were 
20 advances and 19 declines in the 310 
quotations compiled by Dun's Review, 
whereas a year ago losses were slisht- 
ly In the majority. Advices regarding 
the domestic winter wheat crop indi- 
cated that the ground ts well covered 
with snow and previous excellent pros- 
pects apparently are maintained, but 
dispatches from abroad were somewhat 
jess favorable, and exports from this 
side Were a feature. 

Reports Optimixtic. 
While weather conditions had a ten- 

dency ‘to check progress in commercial 
and industrial channels, reports frag 
the leading centers continue optimist 
in tenor. Best. news emanated from 
those Ines benefiting by the low tem- 
peratures, notably heavywelght ap- 
parel, footwear and fuel. The retail 
demand for shoes and rubber goods has 
broadened materially and operations al 
the factories are expected to enlarge 
in consequence. On the other hand, 
urchases of leather are confined matn- 
iy to immediate needs and trading in 
hides has diminished somewhat. Val- 
ues on both, however. are firmly held.

LAST GINNING. REPORT 
AND MARCH POSITION 

Chief Points of Interest for 
the Cotton Traders During 

This Week. 

New Orleans. March 1.—Cotton trad- 
ers this week will be more or less in- 
terested in the final ginning report of 
the season. but the main interest, 
Probably will be in the March position. 
It is generally assumed that there is 
@ large short interest in March, both 
in spots and futures, and bulls claim 
that shorts will have a difficult ume 
in covering, particularly those shorts 
who have been contracted for the de- 
livery of. better grades. 
Very litle is.coming from the dear 

side regarding the March situation. 
As a rule bears have contented them- 
selves with denying that any unusual, 
or unwieldy interest exists in either 
the spot or tne future department. 
‘The large amount of cotton on snip- 
board, 48,648 bales in this port Fri- 
day night against only 22,860 a year 
ago, is taken by many that shorts have 
been anticipating their wants. Bulls. 
however, believe that many shorts wili 
hold off until the latest possible mo- 
ment in March before covering und o: 
this the ordinary predict a good de- 
mand during the month to come. 

‘The pending ginning report will car- 
ry the crop down to the end of Feb- 
ruary, but will not be issued until 
March 20. It isnot at all unlikely 
that preliminary estimates of tha num- 
Der of bales to be returned by the. 
census bureau will be put out in the 
near future. This is one of the im- 
portant reports of the season and 
will go a long way toward clinching 
or disproving estimates of the com- 
meréial crop. as it practically will 
count the crop grown this year, be- 
ing subject to only slight corrections. 
As the situation now stands. the bulls 
do not expect the figures to point te 
@ commercia: crop in excess of 14

Getting the News. 
The Associated Press is to be con- 
walated upon the attacks made on 

FE“ Gaiy a few weeks ago it was li- 
beled by The Masses, for which the ed- 
itors are to answer In court; and today 
it is The Sun that has carried out its 
oft-rumored intention of asking for & 
Prosecution under the Sherman anti- 
trust law. it has so long been the 
habit of irresponsible congressmen to 
aasail the Associated Press upon the 
ground that it is a news trust. or mo- 
nopoly, that, as a member of the Asso- 
clated Press, The Evening Post heartily 
welcomes a review of its activities bi 
the law officers of the government. We 
do not know of a single member of 
this association who would wittingly 
violate the law of the land, or who 
would not be glad to be informed of 
anything done in contravention of the 
Statutes, If by these attacks the in- 
tegrity of its news service and its 
faithful observance of the law can be 
established in the minds of in agi- 
fators and Ubellers, a great gain will 
have resulted, If only by reassuring the 
Dublic as to & chief source of Its news 
mupply. 

So far as The Sun's complaint is con- 
cerned, it does not seem to us worth 
the paper upon which it is written. 
‘Many of the facts and letters it prints 
today relate to a totally diafferent or- 
Sanization—an Illinois _ corporation 
which has not been In existence since 
1900, The present Associated Press, 
left it be said once more, is a mem- 
Dership corporation, comprised of cor~ 
tain papers banded together for mutual 
co-operation, It 1s not a profit-making 
concern, for it secks and makes no 
profits; It has no stock upon which to 
Day dividends. and does not pay inter- 
est on the bonds. which are held by cer- 
tain participating newspapers. It does 
Not even sell news, but delivers its 
news at cost to members and. sub- 
scribers, No one can buy ite news over 
the counter; The Sun tried it, and was 
informed that it must etek momber- 
ship, That it has not applied for such 
membership is a point of obvious in- 
terest in connection with its present 
application to the, attorney, general. 
The Arsociated Press officials are 
responsible to the membership of more 
than 800. newspapers, from them is 
drawn the news of the country. 
The Masses charged, the Associated 
Press Is merely & sower into which are 
poured lies, falsifications and misrep- 
resentations of conditions among the 
working people of this country, then 
the indictment lles against the $00 as- 
sociated newspapers. As a matter of 
fact, it is to the interest of every ono 
of them to Keep the service accurate 
and fair. 

As for The Sun's complaint that tho 
Aptociated Press is a. monopoly, the 
simple answer Is that it has keen and 
effective competition by the United 
Press, to which many Associated Press 
newspapers subscribe in addition to 
carrying the Associated Pregs news. 
There are other services to which a 
newspaper owner may turn for news, 
much as The Sun, or Laffan, and the 
Hearst services. ‘But The ‘Sun also 
complains that it and others are un- 
justly excluded from the Associated 
Press. they are, it is plainly not a 
complete monopoly; but should all 
those not members be taken in, as The 
Sun seems to desire. {t could ‘then be 
attacked as the perfect monopoly 
which The Sun is so anxious to pre- 
vent As @ matter of fact, news Is free, 
and-can be obtained by one one or any 
xroup of newspapers with the means 
to seek it, Who could monopolize the 
sending of news trom London or Paris 
to New York? The thing is unthinka- 
ble so long as cable companies are pub- 
ie service corporations. compelled to 
accept any decent telegrams offered 
to them, 

Should the courts hold that 2 mem- 
bership corporation must admit to its 
ranks any one seeking entrance, there 
would be an end to all clubs, co-opera- 
‘tive and mutual benefit associations. 
Tt may be that the right of a local veto, 
which keeps some applicants out of the 
Associated Press. has been too rigidly 
adhered to: but in.such case there is 
possible an appeal to the whole mem- 
bership at its annual meeting in April, 
nd this appeal has frequently been re- 
orted to. Tt is hard to see how the 
Sherman anti-trust law applies in thes 
premises. Not only can all who so de- 
aire organize competition against the 
Associated. Press, but if they do so they 
can get telegraph facilities from the 
companies at the same rates as the 
Associated Press, into the same towns 
and cities. through the same territory. 
Moreover, anybody can withdraw from 
the association on six months’ notice, 
and the public may be sure that there 
would be withdrawals in numbers if 
one-quarter of the allegations against 
The Associated Press were true Again, 
any newspaper which offends against 
accuracy and truth by imposing false- 
hoods upon the Associated Press can be 
expelled from the association, or sus: 
pended: the right to fine for breach ‘of confidence in the releasing of news is 
kept in use. In fact. the Associated 
Press can live only as it is efficient and 
honest in its service to its members.

Fashion in “Specs.” 
(From The Journal of American Medi- 

cal Association.) 
‘What were suppose to be the earliest 

known pair of spectacles were those 
Delonging to Willibald Pirkhelmer, in 
the Wartburg, - recently found | by 
Greeff, of Berlin. Greeff has described 
@ still earlier pair, however, probably 
made before the year 1500, which were 
Drought to his attention by Sudhoff, of 
Leipsic. These were found in an old 
volume of incunabula by the well- 
known antiquarian bookseller, J: ues 
Rosenthal, and were presented by -him 
to the Germanic National museum at 
Nuremberg. where they are now to be 
zeen in the sections devoted to cos. 
tumes and personal ornaments. The 
frame is of tanned blackened leather, 
of obvious Nuremberg make, and, like 
the Pirkhelmer spectacles, of the old 
traditional “nese-rider™ shape, but thoy 
are clumsier and thicker than the 
Pirlhelmer pattern of 1520-1680. The 
lenses are lacking. In view of thes 
characteristics and of the fact that 
they were found in an old fifteentd 
century folio, Greeff and Sudbotf seem 
to have no doubt that they were made 
before 1900. 

Greefi also traces the svolution of 
the true modern spectacles from the 
old nose-riders (the originals of the 
pince-nez), and describes the binocles, 
which came into fashion in 1796, con- 

ing of two lenses mounted on a 
scissor-shaped handle. the original of 
the modern lorgnette. The earliest 
form of the true spectacle glasses was 
invented and introduced by Monsieur 
Thom: id were essentially “temple 
spectacle,” the shanks extending 10 
further than the temples, There were 
two kinds, one with a small end- 
platelet, which was ropresented in a 
portrait by Pelham, an English painter 
of the eighteenth century, of which a 
copper plate was made by J. Clark: 
the other, which is to be seen in Graff's 
portrait of Chodowieck! (1796), with a 
charactertistic large circular fastener 
at the end of the shank, which held the 
spectacles against the temple 

‘The next stage was-that of the “ear 
speotacios,”” which at first had crude, 
heavy, clumsy shanks, jointed at the 
end, like those in the Beethoven ho! 
jat Bonn, which were further improved 
ly slitting the ends or by means of an 
jolive-shaped fastener, ‘The next im- 
provement, consisting/of a jointed ap 
pendage to the shank was mace in 1702 

yy the London optician, J. Ayscough. A 
later variant of this point passed 
downward and backward underneath 
the ear. Still another variety of this 
joint w so arranged that it could 
be bent back when the glasses were 
|not in use. These were called exten- 
sion spectacles. Up to the beginning 
of the eighteenth century the lenses 
were still very large and round; but 
after that time they began to be oc- 
tagonal, square, rectangular and final- 
ly oval About the same time the 
bridges began to change in shape, first 
assuming the form of  K placed side- 
wise. x 

‘The origin of the present fashion of 
large circular lenses set in delicate 
tortoise shell mounts is a pastel por- 
trait of the painter Chardin in the 
jLouvre, executed by himself in 1760, 
|the spectacles in which were copied 
|with great success by recent French 
jopticians und are known in Paris as 
Chardin spectacles. The same type is 
{familiar to us in @ well-known portrait 
jof Benjamin Franklin. Four or five 

ears ago, says Greeff. & young woman 
or lady of fashion would have been 
horrified at the notion of wearing 
spectacles of such an unsightly type. 
Today she would regard it as not only 
chic, but the height of elegance. Plenty 
of people in America are inclined, no 
doubt, to revive the traditions of “old 
Ben Franklin's days” for similar rea- 
sons, although the optical advantages 
land the comfort of these large lenses 
are obvious.
