When Tarr saw 
a denial in Memphis papers that the 
woman who married Newman was 
Senator Lea's sister, he went to the 
Memphis Paint and Glass company, of 
which Newman is proprietor, to se- 
cure Information.

TAFT ATTACKS 
WILSON POLY 

INPHLLPPES 
Ex-President Says . Presi- 

dent’s Course Is Too Pro- 

gressive and Will Cause 

Disturbanceg in Islands. 

FILIPINOS NOT READY : 

FOR SELF-GOVERNMENT 

Taft Asserts That Wilson’s 

Promises Cannot Be Ful- 

filled and He Fears Strong 

Hand Will Again Be 

Necessary. 

‘New York. November 19.—Speaking 

on the subject “Holding the Philip- 
pines.” before the Brooklyn Institute 
of Arte and Sciences tonight, ex-Presi- 
dent William H. Taft attacked the 

policy of the Wilson administration 

as demonstrated in the acta of Gov 
ernor General Francis Burton Harri- 
son, since he took over the reins of 
government of the islands early last 
month, 

Mr, Taft spoke at length on the his- 
tory of the American occupation with 
which he had been connected as gov- 
ernor general, secretary of war and 
as president, almost continuously from 
1900 to March, 1913, ending this part 
of his discourse with the statement 

that in his belief the great mass of 
the Filipinos, the uneducated majority, 
which must be protected, was not 
ready for self government and would 
not be ready for another generation, 
In all probability. 

Wilson Action Too Progressive. 

In taking exceptions to the policies 
of President Wilson in granting more 
powers in the government and legisla- 
tion to the Filipino “politicians,” Mr, 
|Taft declared this action to be far in 
advance of the time of even the ap- 
Proach to self-government. 

“Are we to let these islands go and 
turn them over to an oligarchy of elo- 
quent and attractive orators who real- 
ly believe in aristocracy and who have 
no real conception of civil and indi- 
vidual liberty and certainly no ca- 
pacity by training and education for 
successful popular government?" Mr. 
Taft asked. Continuing, he declared 
that “the minute the strong back- 
ground of a powerful government is 
withdrawn the difficulties between 
the Moros, who are mutinous and 
have no sympathy with the Filipinos 
and have a racial hatred for them, 
will at gnee develop. The Moros have 
notified us that they will not stand 
Filipino government and the Filipinos 
say they cannot take over the islands 
unless they take over all of them. 

Taft Says He Knows Filipinos. 
Saying he believed he could discuss 

the Philippine question with impartial 

judgment, with very considerable 

knowledge and experience and in no 
spirit of carping criticism, Mr. Taft 

he felt that he knew so 
much more about the problem and its 

lifficulties than any persons in the 
present administration that he had a 

to venture to call to their at-

WITH MEXIG REBELS 
Carranza Refuses to Answer 

Certain Questions Put by 

President. Wilson—Hale 

Leaves--Rebels Chagrined 

Nogales. Sonora, Mexico, November 
19.—Conferences between William 
Bayard Hale, personal representative 
lof President Wilson, and the Mexican 
jconstitutionalist chiefs were termi- 
nated abruptly because General Car- 
ranza refused to answer certain ques- 
tions propounded by President Witson 
and not as a result of the Mexicans 
demand that Mr. Hale present his for- 
mal credentials. 

Rebels Attempted Coup. 
This fact concerning the negotia- 

tions became known late today when 
It also was made clear that the con- 
stitutionalists had attempted a diplo- 
matic coup which ended in utter col- 
lapse. General Carranza's special train 
to Hermosillo was scheduled to leave 
at noon, but it was 3:45 p. m. before 
it finally drew out and then Escudero 
and Bonillas, Carranza’s chief advjsers 
and members of the constitutionalist 
cabinet, were not on board. 

It developed that the insurgents had 
confidently expected a message from 
the American representative, making 
concessions.

General Carranza, it is said, was con- 
fident the Amertcan envoy would re- 
cede from his attitude and made plans 
for his departure today in the expecta- 
tion of hastening this outcome. 

It was learned tonight that General 
Carranza had tried to place the Ameri- 
can envoy in the attitude of formally 
recognizing his provisional govern- 
ment. When the first meeting was ar- 
ranged, the constitutionalists planned 
to receive the envoy in state, with all 
the formality due an ambassador. Mr. 
Hale vetoed this program and insisted 
that the conferences should be entirely 
of an informal nature.

Association Over Iodine. 

Pellagra Discussed. 

Lexington, Ky., November 19.—Dr. 
J. A. Crisler, of Memphis, Tenn., creat- 
eda stair among the surgeons attending 
today’s session of the surgical section 
when he advocated the use of iodine 
In abdominal operations, Vigorous ex- 
ception was taken to his recommenda- 
tion. Dr. Stuart McGuire. of Richmond, 
Va., was especially positive. 

“I would shoot any surgeon who 
stood over my sister, operating upon 
her stomach and offering to pour 
iodine into the cavity, if I could not 
stop him any other way," Dr. McGuire 
declared. 

Dr. Joseph Graham, of Durham, N.C, 
characterized Dr. Crisler’s theory as 
revolutionary, saying it should “first be 
tried on the dog." Dr. Louis Frank, of | 
Louisville, Ky., challenged several of 

'Dr. Crisler's conclusions. 
Dr, Duncan Bye, professor of surg- 

jerty in Vanderbilt university, came to 
Dr. Crisler's support, citing a case in 
which jodine was of great Denefit when 

|so_used. 
Dr. Crisler _ghve a record of cases 

in which he had used odine in opera. 
tions in the stomach, saying that its 
effect was to destroy bacteria, to ster- 
ilize the unaffected parts and to ab- 
sorb the toxines entirely. 

‘Treatment of Malaria. 
Malaria and its treatment occuplied 

| the attention of the medical section of 
the Southern Medical congress a lange 
part of Its session today. Dr. C. 0 
Bass, of New Orleans, an authority on 

‘the treatment of the disease, in a lead- 

and Cure of Malaria,” dealt extensively 
with the subject. Dr H. H. Booth, of 
Drew, Miss.; Dr. R. H. Von Ezdort, of 
Mobile, and Dr. H. H. Shculders, of 
Nashville, Tenn., also contributed pa. 
pers on Various phases of the disease. 

In the discussion that followed, de- 
bate centered on the manner of ad- 
ministering quinine to those dil of 
malaria. Preponderarce of opinion fa- 
vered its administration by mouth, Dr. 
Bass surporting this contention. Oth- 
ers expressed their preference for ad- 
ministering it in hypodermic Injections. 

The use of creosote and collargol im 
the treatment of pneumonia and bron- 
chitis was discussed by Dr. 1. L. 
Zandt, of Fort Worth, Texas. Dr. W. 
W. Harper, of Selma, Ala., predicted 
favorable results from the use of a new 
German drug that {s-soon to be placed 
on the American market. 

Pellagra Parasitic Infection. 
One of thé Interesting statements 

made before the medical section came 
from Dr. W. A. Dearman, of Long 
Beach, Miss, He said that extensive 
experiments had convinced him that 
pellagra is a parasitic infection and 
that its prevalence in many households 
is chargeable to those lowly twins, tho | 
bed bug and the flea. When monkeys 
and rabbits are inoculated with the 
virus of pellagra, he said, they exhibit 
symptoms similar to those that indi- 
cate the presence of the disease in man. 
In pursuance of his experiments he has 
examined dogs, cats, monkeys, rabbits 
and various insect ‘pests and he ex- 
pressed his determination to continue 
his research until he discovers the 
parasite itself. After that, if he should 
find a specific, he said- he would give 
it to his brethrén of the profession. 

Dr. Seale Harris, of Mobile, Ala., sec- 
retary-treasurer of the association and 
editor-in-chief of the Southern Medical 
Journal, in discussing the digestive 
symptoms of pellagra said that the 
elimination of milk from the diet for 
several days at a time appeared to have 
good effect and that taking the pa- 
flents' ‘mind off his malady appeared to 
expedite improvement. Change of en- 
vironment also had proved beneficial. 
He sald further that the theory that 
corn or its products had anything to 
do with the origin of pellagra had been 
exploded and he referred to the num- 
erous experiments being carried out in 
following up the general belief that the

At the lasfanalysts, therefore, it appears 
that the sweepfag changes in the world of

A JUST DECISION, 
The public generally, no less than the 

commercial travelers of Georgia, have rea- 

son for gratification over the decision of the 

state supreme court in the matter of the use 

of mileage books on trains. The court has 

reversed the order of the lower court against 

the “pulling” of mileage coupons upon trains. 
It rules that the railroads must accept cou- 
pons upon trains, as against the present 

arbitrary, inconvenient and burdensome 

method of requiring that coupons be ex- 

changed for tickets at stations before the 

departure of trains. 
The: refjroad: ‘elafm ‘that the use of 

milesge coupons on trains was impractical 
is made farcical by the practices of western 
and eastern railroads, aud of railroads in 
other southern states. Lifting of mileage 
upon trains is common in other sections, 
and it is done with no loss of time, without 
inconventence in auditing and, incidentally, 
without loss to the railroads. 

It is not, of course, probable that, in view 
6f the interstate commerce decision adverse 
to the principlé indorsed oy Georgia's su- 

preme court, it will be possible to apply the 
reform in interstate travel. But there is no 

good reason why ft should not obtain in 

intrastate travel.

If Priscilla 
really imported that recipe it. would have 
been a good thing had the May(lower never 
reached these shores. 

The only good mince meat ts made by & 
few large manufacturers, who have studied 
the matter by the midnight oll.

People who have never been married do not 
realize how husbands suffer and endure in 
silence, rather than sce the tears gather in 
theeyes of their wives. 

“There is nothing finer in this world than 
the peaches put up by the big canning fac- 
tories. Those canners know how to embalm 
a peach without making it look like a dis- 
eased toadstool. Merely talking about it 
makes my mouth water for canned peaches, 
and I could eat eighteen cans at ‘this mo- 
ment. 

“Once in a while I'd buy 
peaches at the grocery store, and take it 
home, explaining to my wife that I just 
wanted to sample the grocery brand for a 
change, 80 I'd have a higher and more sub- 
tle appreciation of her own exqui. 
But this bluff never worked, My 
cloud up and begin to rain 
was extremely jealous about such things;

To Relieve Congestion 

On Main Thoroughfares 

Editor Constitution: Your editorial in 
today’s Constitution referring to the relief 
of the traffic conditions on Whitehall street 
is very timely, and it is true that the rapid 
growth of the city and increase of traffic on 
this street is a serious matter and should 
rectlye the earnest attention of the city offi- 
clals and te retail merchants 

Of course, the best thing that could be 
done would be to widen Whitehall street. 
This is an impossibility, but how about tak- 
ing up the double tracks on Peachtree and 
Whitehall from Five Points to the junction 
of Forsyth and Whitehall streets and then 
opening Broad street from West Mitchell 
street to the junction of Whitehall and 
South Forsyth street and putting In a sin- 

gle track on both streets? 
All cars on the Peachtree-West End 

route and South Pryor-West Peachtree, and, 
in fact. all cars running on Whitehall could 
be routed north on Whitehall street and 
South on Broad street. This would have the 
same effect as if Whitehall street were wid- 

ened 10 feet or more, and the same with 

reference to Broad street, Broad street be- 
ing a half a block from Whitehall would in 
effect become a part of Whitehall, from the 
junction of Broad and Peachtree to the 
junction of Broad, Forsyth and Whitehall 
streets. 

At the present time a great many of the 
stores front on both streets and with the 
removal of the produce houses to the new 
location contemplated’ on Central avenue, 

new retail district wauld be opened up and 
Atlanta would cease ‘to be a one-street city, 
as it is practically now. 

What could’ be better than a street as 
wide as the distance from the east side of 
Whitehall to the west side of Broad street 

with a space In the middle for business 
houses and cara runping morth on one side 
and sough’on the other side, jug the same 
as the pop wide streets Of other cities, 
with theoexc ation that Instead of a park 
running dows e middle there would be the 
present busifl houses, 

This is im.eMect what we would have by 
adopting the above plan, and it would be 
interesting to know the opinion of the city 
officlals ang others as to the feasibility of 
the plan. This change could be made now 
at a less, expense than later, and this is a 
good Ume to @iscuss it, and If possible adopt 
It, for conditions _are -gétling worse and 
the retail @isttlet:should be widened and not 
lengthened...

HEAT, FUEL, FOOD. 

“Heat travels with Nght fremythe sun,” 
says our’ physical geography, but experience 
teaches us that we get it by vital powers, 

by percussion, chemical 
and clectficet action. It 
is stored If our food 
and in the earth, In coal 
and plants, but it is al- 
ways connected with 
motion “of isome kind 

for Mstance, can 
made@ to produce 

heat by friction simi- 
larly to flint and steel. 

Chemical action pro- 
duces the vital power 
that we call antmal 
heat and without it 
Affe ceases. This animal 
heat is not very hot, 
only 94 to 104 degrees, 
yet it wastes away ev- 
ery muscle, nerve and 
organ of our bodies and 
they must be constant- 
ly renewed by being fed 
those ingredients that 
make fuel. for combus- 
tion. 

When the right kind of food is not sup- 
plied, the body shrinks and is actually wast- 
ing in the fire; the fat goes first, then the 
muscles and we say, “he starved to death.” 
The oxygen-in the air keeps us alive, too, 
by keeping. up the animal heat and giving 
vitality to the’ blood. We breathe it Into 
our lungs where It mixes with our blood and 
turns it to a bright red color, Blood, be- 
tore it reaches our ogygen-filled lungs, is 
a dark purple color. This explains why 
families who have plenty of fresh, pure alr 
have bright rosy complexions and it accounts 
for the pale cheeks and colorless lips of 
those persons who breathe stale air. 

Now, Mother Nature is a great believer 
in reciprocity and she has linked her plant 
and animal life together in a golden chain by 
making plants require carbonic acid gas, 
found in impure ajr, for thelr nourishment 
Just this letle hint should show the mother 
of a family how a few “green things Krow- 
ing" in the house will help to purify the alr. 
By all means have a few growing plants in 
every room In your house, for the} help to 
feed the flame of lite. 

In cold weather 
foods are required, because they contain 
more carbon and hydrogen and heat our 
blood more quickly than other fuods, 

The correct temperature of living rooms 
in winter is 68 degrees; if you eat properly 
and exercise sufficiently, you will find this 
most comfortable, but elderly persons and 
those of sluggish habits require the ther- 
mometer to register 72 before they feel 
warm, 

The air in the house should not be al- 
lowed to grow hot and dry, to prevent this 
in houses heated with hot air hang a bucket 
of water on the pipe beneath the floor, rex- 
ister and refill {t with fresh cold water as 
often as {t evaporates. Flumbers and work- 
men will tell you that this is a fallacy, but 
as a two-quart pail needs to be refilled every 
thirty-six hours, we know the water enters 
the rooms through the hot air rushing 
over It 

Very dainty copper kettles are made to 
set on steam radiators or hang before gas 
grates and these are all excellent devices, 
for I am often told that without them it is 
Impossible to keep potted plants or birds or 
gold fish in good health, 

Ihave a simple recipe to prevent win- 
dows clouding over with steam and frosting 
in vold weather that I will send to anyone 
who writes to me for it and incloses a 
stamped, addressed envelope.

Put over the 
fire one pint of water, two heaping table- 
spoonfuls of butter and haif a teaspoonful 
of salt: heat to the boiling powmt, pour in 
a teacup of the milk and let it come to a 
boil. Heat the remainder of the milk ta 
boiling, stir In a teaspoonful of butter in 
which has been creamed a heaping table- 
spoontu! of flout and a little salt. é 

Place a pan of milk and water over the 
fire, and as it boils, dip each s'lc» of bread 
in and out, placing them in a deep platter 
and over each layer pour some of the thick- 
ened milk, pouring over the fitied up dish 
any ndlk that 4s left.

Thomas Otway is ranked among the 
Sreatest of English dramatists, His familiar 
“Venice Preserved,” although not acted in our 
day, is recognised as one of the finest tragic 
dramas since Shakespeare. This play was 
translated into almost every modern: lan- 
Buage. 

Dramatic authorship, even in its way to 
prosperity in Otway’s day. Like a true 
poet, he let others reap the profit of. his 
work. He kept on struggling against hi 
malign fate, His infatuation for the popu- 
lar actress, Elisabeth Barry, helped to drag 

him down, for she spurned all his attentions, 
but the more she spurned the more desper- 
ate and despondent he grew until he finally 
died, on April 16, 1685, when he was only 
33 years of age. 

There has been much mystery as to the 
cause of hig death. The earliest account 
{s supplied by ‘Anthony w Wood, who says 
that “he made his last exit in an house In 
Tower Hilt, called the Bull, as I have heard.” 
According to Oldys the Bull was a spong- 
ing house. Giles Jacob describes it as a 
public house. 

Dennis, the critic, asserts that Otway 
“languished in adversity unpitied, and dy'd 
in an alehouse unlamented.” Dennis is also 
credited with the statement that Otw 
an intimate friend. “one Blackstone, who 
was shot. The murderer fled towards Dover 
and Otway pursued him. In his return he 
drank water when violently heated. and so 
ot a fever which was the death of him.” 

According fo the well-known story which 
first appeared In the “Lives of the Poets,” 
assigned to Theophilus Cibber, Otway's end 
was more sensational. Cibber agregs with 
his predecessors in stating that, to avold 
the importunity of creditors, Otway had re- 
Ured in his last days to a public house on 
Tower Hill. But, he adds, “it is reported" 
that, after suffering the torments of starva- 
tlon, the dramatist begged a shilling of a 
gentleman in a neighboring coffee house on 
April 14, 1685 The gentleman gave him a 
guinea, thereupon Otway bought a roll and 
was choked by the first mouthful 

The authenticity of these details ma; well 

be questioned: they rest on no contempor- 
ary testimony, and did not find admission 
in Otway's biography until sixty-elght years 

Wood and Langbaine both 
state that he was writing verse up to the 
time of his death, 

Charles W, Collins, in a recently-pub- 
lished book, "Great Love Stories of the Thea 

thus comments of ‘the-last’ yéars of 
his life: “Three years of squalor followed 
‘Venice Preserved’ for him,’and then he 
dled, morg forlornly, it seems, than Chat- 
terton. He hid himself away in the shims 
of London to escape his creditors, borrow- 
ing’ enough money from his one-time friends 
to keep himself in a state of alcoholic for- 
getfulness. He wrote one more play, and 
brought out a poem of royal flattery after 
the death of Charles Il, but these efforts 
aid not help nis plight. 

“A sordid inn, called the ‘Sign of the 
Bull,” was his place of refuge, from’ which 
he would make furtive excursions for alms, 
in deadly fear of the bailiff. One night 
starv! and almost naked, he accosted a 
passerby, begging a shilling with which to 
buy. food. ‘I am Otway, the poet’ he 
whined, ‘ 

"The man, an admirer of his works, was 
horror-stricken at this apparition of a genius 
in the gutter, and gave him a guinea for 
hie immediate relief, promising more when- 
ever he needed it. Otway rushed to the 
nearest bakery shop for bread, and set his 
teeth Into the loaf, raventrig like a wolf. 
But he had been without f00d too long; the 
first mouthful choked him, and the rest was 
silence.” 

It is doubtful whether any of these con- 
Micting stories are ¢ ct truth, but his 
death must have been of some sort of tragic 
character, for tragedy marked his writ- 
ings, and almost the entire second half of 
his life. In his own day Otway’s plays were 
popular: 

“There was a time when Otway charnred the 
stage; 

Otway, the hope,’ the sorrow of his age; 
When the full pitt with pleased attention 

hung, 
Wrapped with each accent from ‘Castalio’ 

tongue: 
With what a laughter was his ‘Soldier’ read, 
How mourned they when his ‘Faffler’ struck 

and bled!” 

Otway was buried in the churchyard of 
St. Clement Danes. A mural tablet, with 
a long Latin inscription, was placed in the 
last century in the church at Trotton, his 
birthplace. Thompson, the poet, ranked the 
parts of “Monimia" and Ividera” of his 
plays with those of “Hamlet” and "Othello," 
and many of the greatest actresses owed to 
these roles the leading triumphs in their 
career

THOMAS A. EDISON. 
iy GEORGE FITCH,

Thomas A. Edison 1s one of America’s 

greatest men. He was not elected to this 
position nor did he obtain it by guessing 
which way the prominent rallway stock 
might jump, Other American giants may 
fail,to receive a majority and shrink into 
common tax payers; they may absorb one 
railway too many and retire to obloquy a 
few jumps ahead of the grand jury. But 
Edison goes placidly on increasing hig size 
each year; and he will continue to do so as 
long as electricity enjoys the popularity 
which it does at the present time. 

Edison started life selling peanuts on the 
Grand Trunk rallway at the age of 12, in 
1859, from which, with the aid of mathe- 
matics in its present highly perfected state, 
we may easily deduce the fact that he is 
now 66 years of age. He published a news- 
paper at the age of 15 and learned telegra- 
phy a year later, ‘but lost many jobs beca 
of his fondness for reading while some op- 
efator at the other end of the line was fran- 
tically pounding away in an effort to ate 
tract his attention.

This was the most perilous point in Edi- 
son's career. But he passed safely through 
it, He did not buy an automobile, go to 
Europe or establish his family in society. 
He did not buy a carload of assorted mining 
stock omgo to New York and try to put a 
permanent crimp in Wall “street. Instead, 
hé took his $40,000 and went to New Jersey, 
which at that time was Infested with noth- 
ing worse than mosquitoes. There he built 
a laboratory and began to work up an in- 
timate acquaintance with electricity, which 
was then almost a stranger in our midst. 

Edison has remained in New Jersey ever 
since. He has made $00 inventions, including 
the phonograph, the telephone transmitt 
the aerophone, the megaphone, the incal 
descent lamp, the moving picture and the 
long distance storage battery. He has be- 
come very rich, indeed, but this is not often 
mentioned. He is more interesting than his 
bank account. 

Edison was never elected to any office, 
Nobody knows what clubs he belongs to. 
He does not play golf. and few people have

THE GEORGIA GAME LAWS 

Act August 21, 1911, as Amended by Act August 19, 1912. 

Game Birds and Animals Named.—Sec. 11 The 

following shall be deemed game birds and ani- 
mals: Qualls, commonly known as Bob White 
partridges. doves, snipe. woode s and curlews, 

Wild turkeys, grouse, pheasants, deer, 
and marsh hens 

Transportation Forbidden.—Sec. 13 Any person 

who shall transport or ship, or offer to transport 

or ship, any of the game birds or animals mention- 
ed in Section 11 without the limits of the state, or 
from the county in which the gume was killed 
nto another county in thie state, shall be guilty 

of a misdemeanor, provided, it shall be lawful 
for any person duly autho¢ized to hunt to per- 
sonally transport, openly 
killed by him from the
