There was no dispute about the il­
literacy. Most of the words were mis­
spelled, the writing was extremely 
poor and looked as if it might have 
been the work cf a wholly unschooled 
person.

Letter Poorly Written.
Here it is, with many of the words

St. Augustine, Fla., 
February 20, 1909.

Mr. Croffard:
Dear Friend—I will write to 

you to Inform you of the plot that 
is laid for you In regard to Mrs.

BALTIMORE. Dec. 5.—Lieutenant 
Colonel David B. Gaillard. member of 
the Panama Canal Commission, died 
at the Phipps clinic of the Johns 
Hopkins Hospital this morning. He 
had been ill for a long time.

Colonel Gaillard was one of the 
three Southerners who have won 
fame by their work in building the 
canal, the others being Sibert and 
Gorgas, of Alabama. Gaillard was 
from Charleston, a member of one of 
the most prominent families in South 
Carolina.

Arsonettes Avenge 
Pankhurst’s Arrest

Special Cable to The Atlanta Georgian.
GLASGOW, SCOTLAND, Dec. 5.— 

Militant suffragettes to-day began 
taking their revenge for the arrest 
of Mrs. Emmeline Pankhurst. Kelly 
House, an untenanted mansion, at 
Memyss Bay on the Firth of Clyde, 
was fired, with $100,000 loss.

Upon the lawn a number of cards, 
bearing suffrage inscriptions, were 
scattered. One of them said: “No 
peace or truce until Mrs. Pankhurst 
is free.”

"All the good people of any city 
have to do is to stand together and 
the gates of hell will not prevail 
against them—the good people of At­
lanta would never tolerate a return 
to old conditions under any circum­
stances.”

This declaration as to the moral 
status of Atlanta is made by Police 
Chief James L. Beavers in a special 
signed article in The Detective, of 
Chicago, which has devoted an entire 
section of its December number to a 
history of the Atlanta police depart­
ment.

As to the importance of activity on 
the part of the good people in crush­
ing vice, the chief says:

“Our* cities of to-day are going 
through a cleaning and renovating 
that has long been needed, and the 
officers whose duty it is to do this 
work are going at this in some way 
in most every city in the country. 
But some of them are more back­
ward about it than others, and I 
think the cause of this is largely due 
to the attitude of the citizens in the 
community toward these reforms.

Two Kinds of Cowards.
“There are very few officers but 

who will do their duty if they know’ 
that the people and the officers over 
them tn ill back them up in these re­
forms. But where there is doubt in 
the officer’s mind about this, he nat- 
i/^lly will hesitate, especially when 
he thinks that his Job is at stake. It 
is hard for him to do a thing that 
would deprive him of his position— 
but when we fail to do what we 
know to be our duty on this account, 
we are nothing less than cowards.

“There are two kinds of cowards: 
the moral and the physical coward. 
Everybody would say that a coward 
was not fit for a police officer. The 
physical coward runs when he sees 
that he is in danger of being shot. 
The moral coward Joins in with and 
consents to things that his con­
science tells him are wrong when he 
sees an opportunity to get money and 
position thereby.

“The only trouble with our cities 
is that the criminal class and their 
sympathizers are always awake to 
their interests. They try to make 
politicians brieve that they can not 
be elected without they get their 
support, and with decent people in­
different and taking no interest in 
their community's welfare, it is about

The feline was discovered in the 
middle of the street late Thursday 
afternoon, a small ball of fire, doing 
gyrations in the air and emitting 
piercing cries. Mrs. Stansell, who 
saw the sight from her bedroom win­
dow, recognized the blaze as her pet, 
and, rushing downstairs, put it out 
of its misery with the aid of a broom.

Then she charged Chomsky with 
the deed.

In court Mrs. Stansell declared she

had conferred with the merchant as 
to the best method to rid her pet of 
insects. Chomsky, she said, had ad­
vised saturating the kitten with kero­
sene.

Mrs. Stansell purchased a quantity 
of kerosene and gave the kitten a 
bath. An hour afterward the little 
animal strolled into Chomsky’s store, 
its fur still wet with the oil. A few 
minutes later pedestrians saw the cat 
rushing madly out of the store, its 
coat a mass of fire.

Chomsky explained the origin of 
the blaze in this manner: He said he 
was lighting a cigar as the kitten 
came strolling in: that as he threw 
the flaming match to the floor the 
playful cat pounced upon it, and its 
oily fur caught the flames.

Compilation of Data.

WASHINGTON, D ,C., Dee. 5. 
Demanding a prompt investiga­
tion of the affairs at the Federal 
Penitentiary in Atlanta, Con­
gressman William Schley How­
ard held a long conference this 
afternoon with Assistant Attor­
ney General Graham, under 
whose department comes the 
Federal penal institutions.

The Assistant Attorney Gen- 
e r a 1 requested Congressman 
Howard to present the Depart­
ment immediately with all the 
evidence in his possession regard­
ing conditions at the peniten. 
tiary.

Mr. Howard began a compilation of 
this data to-day. He la willing to 
give the Department of Justice an op­
portunity to take the Initiative In an 
Investigation, but unless ft acts he 
will seek a Congressional probe.

United States Wants Facts.
Although It Is known that the de­

partment has done little toward In­
vestigating the prison, and seems dis­
inclined to do so. Mr. Graham told 
Congressman Howard to-day that tho 
department wanted the facts, and 
would Institute an Inquiry if It 1* 
warranted. He suggested that It la 
unnecessary for the House to act lit 
the premises, as the Department of 
Justice stands ready to consider any 
evidence laid before It, and to give 
It genuine and Impartial considera­
tion.

Under this promise Mr. Howard 
will withhold for the present his res­
olution to have Congress look Intel 
prison affairs as administered unde* 
Warden Moyer. Mr. Howard said 
to-day:

To Let Department Proceed.
"I have had a long talk with As­

sistant Ai -.;ey General Graham, and 
am to supply him with all the data In 
my possession. He assures me that 
If there Is anything wrong at the At­
lanta prison the Department of Jus­
tice wants to know it and Is capably 
of handling the situation. In .view of 
such a statement, I regard It as fat* 
to give the department a chance and 
shall soon present the charges for­
mally to Mr. Graham.

"In the event the department should 
decide not to go Into the matter, I 
should deem It my duty finally to ask 
action from Congress, as there un­
doubtedly should be a probe.”

Park Also for Probe.
Congressman Park, the new mem­

ber from the Second Georgia District, 
told The Georgian correspondent to­
day that he Is considering the Intro­
duction of a resolution similar to that 
suggested by Congressman Howard. 
Mr. Park, former Judge of the Albany 
Circuit, said he had read the Haw­
thorne charges and had determined 
to write the author, who served a 
term In the prison, for a definite 
statement of his allegations.

Congressman Howard is aware 
that present officials of the depart­
ments seem rather averse to starttn# 
an Investigation, but he was more en, 
couraged after the talk with Assist­
ant Attorney General Graham.

Dr Elmo Hallew, one of the politi­
cal “war horse*’’ of grand old Gor­
don County, is attending the boys’ 
corn show in Atlanta.

It looks a little ns if the pressure 
brought to bear upon President Wil­
son in the matter of Judson C. Clem­
ents’ proposed retirement from the 
Interstate Commerce Commission 
may bear fruit. The friends of Judge 
Clement* have taken hope of late, 
and now believe that there is at least 
an even chance that things may fall 
his way, and reappointment be ten­
dered.

There seems to be a feeling 
throughout all Washington, not only 
in Congress, but in the various de­
partments. that failure to reappoint 
the Georgian now would work irrep­
arable injury to the Commission 
He is the one members of the' body 
whose experience is long and who 
knows the ins and outs of the Com­
mission’s work thoroughly. To drop 
him now would be to leave the Com­
mission without one member there­
on who is ultimately qualified for the 
position. Moreover, there has been 
much resentment manifested here, 
and there that Clements seemingly 
was considered for the discards most­
ly in order that a nice, comfortable 
berth might be supplied to former 
Governor Glenn, of North Carolina.

The reappointment of /Judson C. 
Clements to the Interstate Commerce 
Commission apparently will be highly 
gratifying to Georgia, and in the same 
ratio would his turning down likely 
be heartily protested and resented.

Byron Williams, of Meriwether, 
spoken of frequently and favorably 
of late as a member of the next Sen­
ate, Is in Atlanta. Few men are bet­
ter known throughout Georgia, and 
if he runs for the office stated, there 
is no doubt whatever that he will be 
a most formidable candidate.

Moreover, he hails fropj one of 
Georgia’s star counties, politically 
speaking—the county that has fur­
nished Georgia with a ^number of 
Governors and other Statehouse of­
ficers. The present Governor was 
born in Meriwether, and several more 
came from that same vicinity of the 
vineyard.

Important Witnesses Are Heard in 
Trial of Dean Craig at 

Shelbyville.

8HEL.BYVILLB, IND., Dec-. 5.— 
Neatly tailored in brown, with her 
auburn locks carefully braided about 
her head, Katherine McPherson, Dr. 
Knabe’a office girl, who found the 
body of the physician, told her story 
first-hand at the Craig trial here this 
afternoon. ®

After a brief description of the in­
cidents following her first acquaint­
ance with Dr. Knabe, Miss McPher­
son reached the meat of her story. 
She spoke in a feeble voice and was 
pale. Hhe said she had known both 
Dr. Knabe and Dr. Craig two or three 
years before the mysterious death.

A picture of Dr. Craig and his 
daughter was introduced in evidence 
and identified by the witness as one 
that belonged to Dr. Knabe. Miss 
McPherson said she last saw Dr. 
Knabe alive at 6 p. m. the evening 
before the body was found, when 
she was Instructed by her employer 
to stop at a Massachusetts avenue 
shop the next morning and get a 
pair of shoes left there by Miss 
Knabe.

The witness said she reached Dr. 
Knabe’s apartments at 8:15 the fol­
lowing morning and said the front 
door opened easier than usual. She 
inserted her key into the Yale lock, 
but could not state whether the door 
was locked. When she entered her 
attention was attracted by the drawn 
window shades, the dark living room, 
the light in the death chamber which 
was still burning and the subsequent 
ghastly discovery.

Mrs. Samuel T. Marshall, who lives 
on Delaware street between the Del­
aware Flats and Dr. Craig’s resi­
dence, stated she heard a man run­
ning along the pavement, in front of 
her home between 2 and 3 a. m. the 
morning the body was found. She 
said she was ill and was sitting up in 
her living room. She said Dr. Craig 
lives just one block north of her. She 
was positive the rapid footsteps were 
those of a man.

The bank is seven years old. and 
has had several reversals, but recently 
was supposed to be doing better.

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GEORGIA CORN CLUB BOYS' EXHIBITS TO BE 
DISPLAYED AT THE DALLAS NATIONAL SHOW

Group of Georgia Corn Club Boys who took part in great annual parade through Atlanta streets.

Federal Soldiers and Civilians, 
Starving and Dying, at 

Goal of Safety.

PRESIDIO, TEXAS, VIA MARFA. 
Dee. 5—Couriers traveling In advance 
Ilf the caravan of refugees from Chi­
huahua rode Into Presidio to-day 
with tragic stories of hardship and 
distress. They said that the main 
body of the fugitives would reach the 
border late this afternoon. The flee­
ing Federal soldiers seized whole 
families along the way as hostages to 
prevent any attack by the Constitu­
tionalists.

For more than a week the refugees, 
soldiers and civilians (men, women 
and children), have plodded over the 
180 miles of Mexican desert and 

mountain land lying between Chihua­
hua and the border.

Exhausted men and children, foot­
sore and worn out by hardships and 
lack of water and food, were left by 
the wayside to die slowly of thirst 
and hunger.

Treasure Left in Flight.
Some of the rich members of the 

fleeing army—for there are a number 
of wealthy Mexican families among 
the refueees—were compelled by 
General Mercado’s soldiers to kill 
their horses and mules for food. Even 
the pack animals carrying a treasure 
in bullion and plate owned by the 
Terrazas and other rich Mexican fam­
ilies were slain for food.

Straggling bands of soldiers flauiked 
the caravan and acted as advance and 
rear guard to prevent any attack by 
bandits.

When the flight started, many of 
the wanderers threw away arms, pro­
visions and clothing in panic. When 
the mountain country was struck, 
the weather became very cold and 
exposure added to the distress of the 
fugitives.

U. S. to Aid Refugees.
Examples of noble sacrifice among 

the civilians were common. Fathers 
and mothers discarded their own 
clothing that thetr children might be 
warm.

The United States military and 
civil authorities are co-operating lo 
care for the hungry and penniless 
refugees. An emergency camp has 
been established by Captain Going, 
of Troop E, Fifteenth United States 
Cavalry.

Throughout the night a number of 
Mexican residents of Ojinaga crossed 
the border of Presidio because of re­
ports that Constitutionalists were ad­
vancing upon the town to attack the 
Federal soldiers.

WASHINGTON, Dec. 6.—"We are 
sorry President Wilson is 111, but if 
he can not see us, he may hear from 
us without granting us a reception 
at the White House.”

This was the veiled threat made 
to-day by Dr. Anna Howard Shaw, 
president of the National Woman’s 
Suffrage Association, when she 
learned that the White House phy­
sician had ordered the President to 
stay in bed.

Following a report from Mrs. Mc­
Cormick, it was unanimously voted to 
appoint a committee of 55 women to 
remain in Washington to await the 
recovery of President Wilsorf and 
such time as he will receive them to 
hear their arguments for the "cause.”

Mrs. McCormick in proposing the 
appointment of the committee said: 
"I have just learned at the White 
House that the President Is still ill, 
not able to leave his room, and will 
probably not see anyone until Mon­
day. I therefore propose the follow­
ing resolution:

"Since President Wilson’s Illness 
makes it Impossible for him to leave 
his room or to see us, be it

"Resolved by this convention, That 
a committee of 55 women be appoint­
ed to await the pleasure of the 
President and his recovery from ill­
ness, and then to call upon him, im­
press upon him the importance of 
woman suffrage and urge him to 
make woman suffrage an administra­
tion measure.”

The resolution went through amid 
the cheers of the delegates.

Attack Mrs. Catt in 
Fight Against ‘Votes.’

WASHINGTON, Dec. 6.—Attacking 
Mrs. Carrie Chapman Catt, who, she 
declared, had said that the conven­
tion should be torn up as it does not 
fit the necessities of the day, Mrs. 
William F. Scott, of New York, to­
day appeared before the House Rules 
Committee to protest on behalf of the 
anti-suffragists against the proposal 
to create a special committee on wom­
an suffrage. Mrs. Scott declared that 
this showed to what extremes the 
suffragists would go.

"We are quite clear,” she said, “that 
there is no need of a committee on 
woman suffrage unless Congress can 
exercise the power to determine the 
qualifications of State electors. The 
question for determination is really 
the right of noncompetents to assume 
control of government."

14,149,500 Bales for 
1913, Says Authority

NEW YORK, Dec. 5.—Miss Giles is­
sued her final estimate of the cotton 
crop to-day, giving the yield an esti­
mate of 14,149,500 bales, including 1 int- 
ers, or about 193 pounds to the acre.

The Newr Orleans Tlmes-Democrat 
says: “Frost and freezing weather put 
an end to the making of cotton on Octo­
ber 22, and any adverse climatic circum­
stance since then could have had no 
other effect than either to reduce the 
yield through losses, or to lower the 
grade, thereby reducing the spinning 
value of the crop. Nevertheless, within 
the past few days some Texas esti­
mates have been raised radically hy a 
few people whose outturn ideas in no 
way chime in with those of most peo­
ple w’ho have had occasion to Investi­
gate the crop promise.

“Recently Europe has complained of 
the abnormal waste of this* year’s re­
ceipts in many cases amounting to as 
much as 60 and 70 pounds a bale. Sec­
retary Hester reports the average 
weight of hales this year as materially 
less than last year.

“Since Sunday extraordinary rains 
and floods in portions of Texas have 
further greatly damaged such cotton as 
remains to be picked there, and have 
not helped cotton stored in bales out in 
the weather around houses and on rail­
road platforms.

"On December 8 the Census Bureau 
will report the quantity of cotton ginned 
to December 1. and fear that the fig­
ures will be large has checked specu­
lative support. The trade, however, 
seems impressed by the low spinning

Corn Crop Estimated 
At 2,368,000,000 Bus,

B. W. Snow’s report for December
says:

“Husking largely completed, but shows 
no material chawge in estimated rate of 
yield. After allowing for acreage on 
which no corn in any shape was pro­
duced the total crop is estimated at 2,- 
368,000,000 bushels. Quality of the crop 
has been further reduced by excessive 
moistur^during the past six weeks and 
complaint of moldy and rotten corn 
and corn down in the mud is wide­
spread.

“In answer to a question, ‘Are the 
farmers willing to sell corn at present 
prices?’ local agents return an emphatic 
‘No.’

“Renters and producers involved in 
debt are reported as being forced to 
se'l regardless of price, but the bulk of 
producers are reported as intending to 
hold for later markets and largely for 
local demand.

Preliminary estimate of area seeded to 
wheat 34.971,000 acres, or 2.400.000 more 
than last year, an increase of 7.4 per 
cent. Acreage mainly increased in the 
districts of corn failure. Soil was well 
prepared and growth began early; pres­
ent condition of crop 95 per cent.

“The long period of wet. mild weather 
extending far beyond the period of usual 
fall growth has resulted in abnormal 
plant development above ground and 
corresponding deficiency in deop root 
growth. The plant has failed to receive 
its usual gradual hardening in prepara­
tion for winter. Under such conditions 
it is rank, sappy, tender and overgrown 
and not satisfactory condition to with­
stand wintry vicissitudes should the 
coming season prove severe.”

FOR vivid vista® of places and 
performances In our na­
tional history, I recommend 

you to Hubert Howe Bancroft’s 
"Retrospection,” an analytical re­
view of the nineteenth century. 
Now that everybody is out upon 
the splendid roads of the land, 
consider this outline of the be­
ginning of the great roads of 
the nation:

“Looking over the first half of 
the last century, times may seem 
dull, methods crude and progress 

' . But in truth, great as were
the works of the second half, the 
works ofv the first half were rel­
atively giWater. For it was then 
that was conceived and brought 
forth bv the American people cer­
tain Industrial achievements, to 
say nothing of politics and so­
ciety, which exerted a powerful 
Influence upon the advancement 
of the country In peace and pros­
perity. and which, considering the 
time and place, and the result of 
human effort with the resources 
at command, may be likened to 
work on the pyramids of Egypt 
or the great wall of China.

“These enterprises were the 
construction, during the years 
1806 to 1838, of a national turn­
pike 834 miles in length, from 
Fort Cumberland on the Potomac 
through Ohio, Indiana and Illlnoiis 
to Jefferson City, Missouri; the 
Erie Canal, in 1817-25, from the 
Hudson River to Lake Erie, with 
other important toll roads and 
canals, and the opening of rivers 
and lakes to steam navigation.

“Already at the opening of the 
century the waterway* of western 
expansion had been sought out 
and proved, and the Ohio, the 
Mississippi and the Missouri be­
came the great highways of emi­
gration. And then the Cumber­
land turnpike, the first national 
road, using In its construction 
whatever was available from the

Washington and Braddock routes. 
Tolls were collected over the 
greater part of the road.

“Over this thoroughfare poured 
a stream of population, thou­
sands from Europe as well as 
those from the Atlantic States, 
which, percolating through the 
minor channels of intercommuni­
cation. multiplied the midcontinent 
Inhabitants and overspreading the 
plains beyond, crossed the moun­
tains and deserts. Anally debouch­
ing upon the golden shores of the 
Paciflc.

“The Erie Canal, then the larg­
est In the world, and of which 
Governor (Minton, of New York, 
was father, stimulated progress 
at the East and in the Lake re­
gion by bringing the Atlantic Into 
water communication with the 
great Inland seas. The effect on 
New York was marvelous, causing 
.it to shoot forward rapidly in 
copulation and pass Philadelphia.

“A thousand flatboats and 
barges floated down the Ohio, 
carrying empire to the prairie 
lands beyond the Mississippi. 
These were followed by the 
steamboat, which marked an era 
in midcontinental progress."

“Atlanta is now in the center of that section of the United 
States which is generally conceded to-day to be more pros­
perous than any other section of the country. The city is 
growing rapidly. Bank clearings have increased 400 per cent 
in the past ten years The deposits have increased very largely.

“The deposits of the entire State are large and we think 
there is a sufficient number of national banks in the Southeast 
1o warrant the establishment of a regional bank in Atlanta.

“The regional reserve bank’s capital is to be a minimum 
of $3,000,000 subscribed. In the States adjoining Georgia— 
Tennessee, Alabama, North Carolina, South Carolina and Flor­
ida—there is a capital and surplus in the national banks ap­
proximately of $100,000,000.

“The subscription is to be 6 per cent of the capital and 
surplus, so that if only half of the national banks in these 
States come into a regional reserve bank located in Atlanta 
we will have the minimum amount required. That does not in­

clude any State banks or trust companies, a large number of 
which will come in, of course, if a large number of national 
banks subscribe.

‘ ‘ By drawing a radius of 300 miles around Atlanta, which is 
a reasonable distance, figuring on the time required for mail to 
leave one city after the close of business to arrive in the re­
gional reserve city by the opening of business the following 
morning, such a circle will include the States of Georgia, Ala­
bama, Tennessee, Florida and a part of Mississippi.

“In that circle is a population of 10,000,000 people. It 
takes in a section growing 6,500,000 bales of cotton, with ap­
proximately $400,000,000 deposits. Atlanta, by virtue of hav­
ing fourteen independent lines of railways radiating from it 
to practically every point of the compass, becomes the logi­
cal center for the business of that section in respect to the es­
tablishment of the proposed regional bank.’’—Former Mayor 
Robert F. Maddox in interview in New York.

Japanese Enterprise and American Apathy

THE opening of the Panama 
Canal has inspired the 
Japanese to prompt and 

vigorous action.
That energetic nation is pre­

paring to meet the opportunity 
of Panama with a merchant ma­
rine service around the world. 
The Osaka Mercantile Steamship 
Company will establish service 
from the Orient to New York via 
Honolulu. Los Angeles. Panama. 
Galveston and New Orleans to 
New York, and the present Yoko­
hama-Tacoma steamships operat­
ing to Europe via the Suez Canal 
will be continued aero as the At­
lantic to meet the new line In 
New York, and so girdle the 
world with the enterprise of Ja­
pan. Two new 10.000-ton mer­
chant ships are building every 
vear for this great enterprise.

And what are we doing 1n 
America? What is the nation 
that built the canal doing to 
utilize it?

We are throttlinsr the one thing 
In our new boasted tariff bill that 
would have given an impetus to 
building any ships at all. An as­
tonishing Administration and 
compliant Attorney General are 
going out of their way with tech­
nical objections to kill the 5 per 
cent preferential In favor of 
American shipping that would 
have meant the rebirth of the 
American merchant marine.

It is amazing that the vast pow- 
er of a Democratic administration 
of the American Government

all.

This on the theory that after a 
poseur has posed 1 g enough, the 
pose becomes natural, and he is 
therefore not a poseur.

In metaphysics fakery flour­
ishes.

The metaphysician is a man 
who believes ten times a~ much 
as he can prove, and proves ten 
times as much as anyone else will 
believe.

He is so profound that he con­
ceals his opinions even from him­
self.

He evolves a lingo before he 
learns to think.

This lingo his disciples accept 
and take on, each one thinking 
that he, in time, will grow to a 
point where he understands what 
it means.

The lingo of frats, of secret so­
cieties, of cults and religious de­
nominations Is all flavored with 
fakery.

In art the faker has always 
abounded. The man who dogma­
tizes about art puts his reason 
on the slide.

Just now there is what is called 
"The Art of the Futurist.” It is 
symbolic, cryptic, poetic, impres­
sionistic.

The perpetrators pretend to 
know what they mean. The fact 
is they do not. They smile com­
placently at the lack of imagina­
tion possessed by hoi polloi.

In the meantime they have 
hypnotized themselves Into the 
belief that they mean something, 
and they are waiting for some 
messlah to come and tell them 
what it is.

Founders of religion are poets 
who are taken seriously.

Then the question comes: Can

a man be an unconscious faker? 
And the answer is: He most cer­
tainly can.

Having once espoused a cause, 
we are bound to maintain It. 
Even when new light comes we 
will fight against change.

So with the theological and 
medical faker went the sartorial 
faker, and we spoke feelingly and 
with pride of “my tailor.” We 
made excuses for not attending 
this or that meeting, because we 
had an engagement with “my 
tailor.”

I can well remember how my 
heart was filled with pride when 
I stood on a platform—a kind of 
improvised throne—and a tailor 
took off his coat and made ready 
for a great and serious opera­
tion.

With a tape measure around 
his neck and an adviser standing 
by he went at me. And way back 
in the dim recesses of the store, 
at a desk, sat a man with pencil 
in hand.

The call was given: "All right." 
and then the tape measure was 
put over my manly anatomy.

It was pleasing to my sense ol 
approbation to be thus ministered 
to. The man measuring me a,nd 
the man looking on consulted 
from time to time.

They called off the measure­
ments thus: “Thirty-two and a 
half, twenty-one and three-quar­
ters, sixteen and a half.” Then 
the tape measure was applied the 
second time, and the call was 
given: “Make that sixteen and
seven-eighths,” and the man in 
the dark recesses of the store 
echoed back the numbers. These 
were repeated, to see that they 
were all down correctly.

This means truth in business. 
Quality and fit are guaranteed. 
And, behold, now, clothes ready 
to wear represent, in a business 
way, the very acme of honesty, 
directness, simplicity and' right 
Intent.

The End of the Inquisition

IT was 105 years ago that Na­
poleon gave the order which 
abolished the Spanish In­

quisition, thus ending at one fell 
swoop the agony of more than 
three centuries’ duration.

It was in 1480 that the Spanish 
Inquisition was established by 
Ferdinand and Isabella. The 
Queen was a mdst excellent wom­
an, was remarkably kind-hearted, 
and would never of herself have 
launched the infernal institution, 
but, being ignorant in most ways, 
and notoriously superstitious, she 
proved to be but so much putty 
in the hands of the men who 
wanted the Inquisition estab­
lished.

Those men, having duly out­
lined the dread tribunal and se­
cured as its manager that para­

gon of kindness and mercy named 
Torquemada, proceeded to carry 
out the object of their new en­
terprise. That object was to keep 
the people of Spain from think­
ing. The institution was called 
the Inquisition from the fact that 
it was designed to make inquiry 
into people’s beliefs.

Not satisfied with its flourish 
ing retail business, it finally went 
into wholesale, and during the 
administration of Alva sentenced 
to death the entire population of 
the Dutch Netherlands.

Nobody will ever know the full 
amount of misery that, the In­
quisition caused among men dur­
ing its existence of 320 years— 
the number it burned at the stake, 
broke on the wheel, crushed in 
the iron boots, paralyzed and 
crazed with its fear and terror.
