WASHINGTON, Dec. 12.— 
Georgia’s cotton crop this season 
will be 2,275,000 bales, according 
to the official estimate issued by 
the Department of Agriculture at 
noon.

This puts Georgia second only 
to Texas as a producer of cotton. 
Last year Georgia was in third 
place, being outstripped by Okla­
homa.

The total crop of the United States 

this season will be 13,677,000 bales, 
compared to 14.076,430 last year and 
15,692,701 in the record year, 1911.

Western States Fall Off.
These figures are exclusive of lint - 

ers and repacks. The commercial 
crop, therefore, will be about 14,- 
277,000 bales, allowing 600,000 bales 
for these grade?.

The most interesting feature of the 
figures is the remarkable falling off 
in the Western States’ vield. Texas 
will get but 3,930.000 bales this sea­
son, as against 5,120.252 last, and 
Oklahoma drops from the 1912 mark 
>f 1.974,149 to 820,000 bales this year, 

a slump of 1.000,000 bales and more.
Georgia’s gain is 426,000 bales over 

last season. No other State made 
anything like such a gain. Missis­
sippi is nearest with 100,000 bales 
gain.

"One of the most serious evils re­
sulting from ‘big business' is ascrlb- 
able to the overcapitalization of in­
dustrial corporations, which results in 
the enhanced cost of their products 
to the consumer, since the cost of 
production is based not only upon the 

tual cash invested, but also upon 
the watered stock issued upon the 
promoters' proftt-s.

"The public does not so much ob­
ject to paying prices which would al­
low adequate earnings on the actual 
financial investment a» it does to be­
ing charged upon the basis of over- 
capitalization.

For Federal License.
“This is a strong argument in favol 

of the enactment of a Federal Incor­
poration law-—or of a Federal license, 
which directly attains the same end- 
having as one of its functions the 
power to determine the amount oi 
capitalization of industrial corpora­
tions We believe that certain classes 
of industrial corporations doing Inter­
state business should be compelled to 
incorporate under such a law.”

Not wishing to cast the slightest 
shadow on the happiness of the chil­
dren in the approaching holidays, the 
women in charge of the Child \\ el- 
fare Show nevertheless were Impelled 
to issue this solemn warning to the 
fathers and mothers of Atlanta Fri­
day.

Candy—if it is in judicious quanti­
ties—is not the worst thing that can 
be given to the little folks, the Child 
Welfare experts will admit grudg­
ingly.

But one must be sure that It does 
not contain any of the poisonous col­
oring materials used to make attract­
ive the well-known confections of 
variegated and eye-stunning hues.

There are candles of the most bril­
liant carmine, blue candies, green 
candies, and candles of every color of 
the rainbow.

CONGRESS PLANS SlDtLIGHTS

Believers in Sabotage and Mem­
bers of Revolutionary Societies 

Under Ban in Bill.

WASHINGTON. De», Absolute
exclusion of militant suffragists, be­
liever* in sabotage nml all members 
of revolutionary societies In Russia 
abd other foreign countries, Is pro­
vided under an amendment secretly 
adopted by the House Immigration 
Committee to the pending Immigra­
tion hill.

When the adoption of this amend­
ment became known here this after­
noon It caused the utmost surprise. 
It* acceptance by Congress would pre­
vent the United States becoming a 
haven for political refugees

The amendment debars from the 
United States all persons believing In 
the destruction of property or be­
longing to revolutionary organiza­
tions. It la the most sweeping ever 
proposed by a committee of either 
house

Representative James Manahan, of 
Minnesota, Progressive Republican, 
Jed the fight against the amendment. 
Representative A. I*. Gardner, recent­
ly a Republican candidate for Gov 
emor of Massachusetts, is 'reported 
to have voted for It, along with the 
Democratic majority. Representative 
Burnett, of Alabama, is chairman of 
the committee.

This attempt to abolish the tradi­
tional “right of asylum" for political 
radicals fleeing from foreign lands to 
the United .States is expe ted to 
arouse Instant protest throughout the 
country. When the Immigration bill 
was before the Senate last year. Sen­
ator La Follettc attacked Senator 
Root for having placed In the bill a 
mild provision which might exclude 
revolutionists.

“The color test is regarded as an 
authoritative one, and Dr. Everhardt 
and myself made every standard test 
in bur analysis to discover the traces 
of opium and morphine.

Not Cross-Examined.
The defense did not cross-examine 

Dr. Harris.
Dr. John Funke, professor of pa­

thology and bacteriology at the At­
lanta Medical College, followed Dr. 
Harris on the stand. He said that 
he had analyzed thousands of lungs 
and stomachs during his career. He 
expressed the opinion that a body 
would throw off much morphine dur­
ing four yeais in the grave.

He also expressed the opinion that 
It would be impossible to tell four 
years after death whether a person 
died of pneumonia. It was highly 
probable that opium poisoning would 
be absorbed by the body to such an 
extent that it would be impossible to 
find any traces of it. he said.

Auditor Anderson then set January 
12 as the date for the arguments in 
the hearing.

Famous Woman Psychologist Is 
Seeking Fund in U. S. for 

Great School in Rome.

NEW YORK, Dec. 12.—A wonderful 
school or laboratory In Rome for the 
,fitudy of child psychology and child de­
velopment Is the aim of Dr. Marla 
Montessorl, the originator of the Mon- 
tessori method of teaching children, 
vrho now Is In the United States.

Dr. Monteesori, a sweet-faced, moth­
erly little woman, stated that part of 
the funds for the laboratory project 
will be raised by a lecture tour In this 
country.

“As a physician,” said Dr. Mon- 
tessori, explaining the method, '*! 
came to the realization that any ped­
agogical system that was to be of any 
permanent value must be based upon 
the observation of life in the indlvldu- 
a Only by knowing life In the In­
dividual could we hope to develop it. 
and to that end it must be studied 
during the formative period.”

As the biologist drew his conclu­
sions, so Dr. Montessorl decided to 
work. To that end she placed the chil­
dren in an environment where all the 
equipment was reduced to such a 
small measure that they could man­
age It without assistance and be as 
responsible as grown-ups.

The children were then permitted fo 
gain impressions through the sense 
and appropriate the world around 
them accurately, getting a proper 
foundation for their lives. They thus 
gain their education by a natural 
process of living, and not artificially. 
They- are not taught, but develop and 
grow, learnine being Incidental.

“They do exactly what you do after 
leaving school,” was the way Dr. Mon- 
tessori summed it up, “No rewards 
or punishments are necessary, and 
there is no truancy. The children 
have freedom, but not license. The 
road to freedom merges into the roc. j 
to discipline.”

Los Angeles Pupils Receive Train­
ing in Modern Business Ethics 

in Sixteen-Week Course.

LOS ANGEI.ES, Dec. 13.—Los An- 
geles to-day is the first city in the 
world to adopt, as a serious proposi­
tion, a commercial efficiency course 
for public schools.

Suggested by business men and ap­
proved by Superintendent J. IT. Fran­
cis and the committee of the whole of 
the Board of Education, the course 
was ordered into operation in the 
public schools by the Board of Edu­
cation.

Twenty teachers In the intermedi­

ate schools—men and women—have 
begun the study of the new commer­
cial efficiency course in a special clase. 
The course will last sixteen weeks 
It will finish about the middle of Jan­
uary and the new ocurse will be 
placed in operation in the eight in­
termediate schools at the beginning 
of the spring term in February.

The course will be taught In the 
seventh grade of ih© intermediate 
schools and ir. the high schools, and 
later on will be added to the seventh 
grade in the grammar schools.

The course as outlined so far In- 
cl udes:

I. Great emphasis on business 
arithmetic, business, English and 
penmanship.

2 Efficient business methods ap­
plied to the ordinary things of every­
day life.

3. Business ethics.
4 Cost of living.
5. Psychology of business.
G. Habit* of thrift.
7. Choice of occupations.
8. Different kinds of business con­

ducted in Los Angeles, and oppor­
tunities for young men and women In 
the different occupations.

9. Qualities and qualifications nec­
essary to success.

10. The dignity and Importance of 
a business career.

II. The obligations of a business 
man or woman to society.

WASHINGTON, D#r 12 PnM 
master General Burleaon to-day 
stroTiKlv intimated that the adminis- 
tratlon would ffive its support to thr 
proposition of Government ownership 
of telephone and telegraph compa­
nies. Mr. Burleson said that his own 
mind was open on the subject, and 
added:

"I have taken up the matter with 
President Wilson and he also has an 
open mind. There will he no hasty 
action, but I believe we will arrive 
at a conclusion on this subject that 
will meet the people's approval, 

investigating in Europe.
"I shall have something to say on 

the question in my annual report,” 
he said “We sre Tarrying on an in 
vestlgation of Government ownership 
of these facilities in European na­
tions. When we begin to think of 
taking over for ourselves property 
valued at from $100,000,000 to $300.- 
000,000. we see how gigantic the proj­
ect is and we must make haste slow­
ly. T desire to do the work In such a 
way that it will meet with the ap­
proval of those in charge on Capitol 
Hill. Everybody’s right must he pro­
tected.”

While no definite program for the 
purchase of the various telegraph and 
telephone lines ha.\ been formulated 
as yet, a preliminary survey is being 
made and Indications point 1o consul 
erable congressional support under 
the leadership of Representative I>;• 
vid J. I.ewls, of Maryland, for the 
project.

Three Senator* Out for Plan.
Three Senators, two Democrats and 

one Republican, came out to-day in 
favor of Government ownership of 
telegraph lines. They gave expres­
sion to the following views:

Senator Simmons, Chairman of the 
Finance Committee “I think the 
project entirely-feasible However, ? 
do not expect a bill bringing about 
Government ownership of telegraph 
companies at this session of Con­
gress.”

Senator Johnson, of Maine (Demo­
crat)- “The proposition has my in­
dorsement It would be bad Judg­
ment for the Government to start 
< ompeting lines.”

Senator Jones, of Washington, (Ret 
publican) — “The malls are handle/! 
satisfactorily: why could not the tele­
graph lines be handled by the Gov­
ernment ?”

The truth is that all marriage 
is a leap into th dark, and the 
result depends so completely 
upon accident that sometimes one 
is tempted to think that the 
grabbag principle of selecting a 
husband or wife is Just as good 
as any other.

It is one of the most tragical 
facts of existence that there 
seems to be no way of judging 
beforehand what sort of a hus­
band or wife any man or woman 
will make, and that all the ordi­
nary tests of charatcer by which 
we judge people fail absolutely 
before the acid test of matrimony.

No woman can estimate what 
sort of a husband a man will 
make by the esteem in which he 
is held by the world, for there is 
nothing truer than the old French 
proverb which says that there are 
men ‘‘who arc the Joy of the 
street and the sorrow of the 
home."

So every woman who marries 
really goes It blind. She has no 
possible way of telling what sort 
of a husband she is getting.

And the man who marries 
takes equal risks. He picks out a 
girl who appears to be pretty, 
and sweet, and amiable, and in­
dustrious, and economical, but no 
human being except the girl and 
her mother—and they won’t tell 
—know whether she possesses 
those virtues in reality, or if she
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has just assumed them as bait 
wherewith to catch a husband.

Many a poor man who has been 
captured by a beautiful face has 
found out that the good looks all 
came off with the paint and pow­
der and false hair and transfor­
mations that were too much trou­
ble to be worn every day for a 
mere husband. Many an unfor­
tunate man has ascertained that 
the girl who was so meek and 
mild that butter wouldn’t melt in. 
her mouth before marriage turns 
into a shrew and a virago after 
marriage. Many a man who mar­
ries a. pool! girl because he Avants 
a thrifty Vnd industrious wife 
finds out that the girl w-ho has 
had to w'ork and economize be­
fore marriage goes on a perfect 
orgy of spending and self-indul­
gence as soon as she’s got a man 
to toil for her.

On the other hand, many a girl 
w'ho has been a silly little butter­
fly before marriage becomes a 
household grub afterward; 
many a girl who has been a gay 
little flirt before marriage turns 
into the most devoted of wives, 
and many a girl who has been 
extravagant becomes a model of 
thrift when she has her hus­
band’s money to handle.

institution, preservative of 
all institutions, if it is to be 

judged by some modern homes, 
is actually in danger of becoming 
a serious menace to American life 
and national righteousness. The 
well-regulated home, where there 
is mutual affection and respect, a 
kind and just exercise of authority, 
unquestioning obedience, mutual 
helpfulness, and the cherishing of 
those great principles which lie at 
the foundation of the Christian 
religion, is the only hope for the 
larger and national life. Without 
such homes the people of this 
country cannot expect, and have 
no right to expect, a government 
that will maintain justice, equity, 
and right, and whose social order 
and institutions will be perpet­
uated.

“For the most part father has 
legenerated into or been succeeded 
by ‘daddy’ or ‘dad,’ who is merely 
a convenient fellow, when he hap­
pens to be at home, for a riotous 
romp or for receiving orders to 
buy this or that, and who has no 
more authority or influence in the 
family government than one of the 
‘kids.’ While mother—well, as a 
general rule, nurse has taken her 
place in the home, and frequently 
an incapable and unconscientious 
nurse whose influence is anything 
but good.

“The ‘'kids’ (there are no chil­
dren now), instead of being taught 
self-denial, self-restraint, and re­
spect for others and for the rights 
of others, demand and are yielded 
the fullest measure of unregulated 
liberty and license and self-indul­
gence; in other words,' they are 
practically left to rear themselves 
according to their own 'sweet 
wills.’

"Much might also be said of the
lamentable lack of parental care 
and oversight as to the daily and 
nightly whereabouts of the larger 
sons and daughters, the doubtful 
character of the entertainments 
frequented by them, and the de­
moralizing literature admitted into 
the home, as well as other threat­
ening evils.”

Are they on such happy terms 
with you that they tell you all 
their little secrets and talk over 
all their hopes and ambitions and 
longings?

Does he understand that sex re 

lations are sacred matters, and 
that any light or low view of the 
subject is fraught with enormous 
dangers for him and for his de­
scendants?

Unless a young man knows this, 
from the scientific and medical 
side, he is not well equipped to go 
about seeking for social pleasures 
in safety. He is in danger him­
self, and he is liable to become a 
menace to those with whom he 
associates.

Has your young daughter any 
knowledge of herself as a woman 
and a possible mother of another 
generation, which will protect her 
from disaster, morally or ~phvs- 
ically ?

Possibly, being your daughter, 
you feel she must be safe from 
doing any foolish or wrong act.

13ut you must remember how 
many other ancestors have given 
her tendencies and qualities and 
impulses of vt’hich you know 
nothing.

First and foremost she is a hu­
man being, a part of nature, and 
she will pass through the same 
stages of development which flow­
ers and plants and animals pass 
through.

Just as the tree buds and then 
flowers, and then bears fruit, so 
every normal woman experiences 
these instincts to carry on nature's 
work.

But as she cannot perform these 
functions as naturally p.nd frankly 
as the things in the vegetable and 
animal kingdom do, she needs 
guidance and protection through 
the romantic bud and flower pe­
riod of her unfoldment. Tenden­
cies which an unkind and undis­
criminating world might call evil 
are simply natural tendencies for 
mating and bearing offspring, 
lhey show themselves in romantic 
impulses and a desire to enjoy the 
society of the opposite sex.

That desire should be gratified, 
but it should be guided and pro­
tected.

Are you protecting your daugh­
ter?

Do you know what hours she 
keeps with her callers, and wrhen 
she visits her girl friends, do you 
know' what places they visit and 
who are their escorts, and what 
hour she reaches her rooms?

If you are parents of small chil­
dren, are you giving them any 
foundation of good manners anii 
agreeable behavior and kindly in­
stincts, which will make them 
tractable students when they be 
gin to attend school, and will 
cause the tendrils of their young 
minds to reach up to lovely quali 
ties, instead of trailing dow'n into 
the dust of selfishness and the 
mire of Immorality?

The most important duties of 
parenthood are often cast on the 
burdened shoulders of teachers.

Having brought a child into the 
world and to a school age is not 
all of the responsibility of a father 
and mother. Not even when ac 
companied by generosity and a 
willingness to pay teachers to do 
the work neglected at home.

Nothing can ever quite recoin 
pense a child who has reached the 
age of ten without having received 
the loving, careful training of a 
patient mother or father in the 
small, gracious things which make 
up daily conduct.

Any parent, however poor, can 
teach a ch’ld to speak low, to avoid 
flat contradictions, to be respectful 
to elders, to sit correctly, to par 
take of food silently and enter 
and leave a room gracefully. So.

1 he Father of Science

ON the 10th of December, of 
the year 212 B. C., perished 
the great Archimedes, mur­

dered by a brutal, ignorant Ro­
man soldier, as he sat with 
bowed head in his house at Syra­
cuse thinking out- the mighty 
problems of science.

Archimedes was born at Syra­
cuse, Sicily, 287 B. C„ and was, 
therefore, at the lime of his 
death 75 years old. He was the 
greatest man of his day, and will 
ever rank as one of the pro- 
foundest thinkers and reasoners 
of all time. In mathematics and 
natural philosophy he had no peer 
on earth, and it is not too much to 
say that he Is fairly entitled to 
be called the "Father of Science.” 
He would have discovered the 
differential calculus had algebra 
been known in his day, and he 
came very near doing so even as 
it was. He anticipated the as­
tronomical system, subsequently 
worked out by Copernicus. He 
laid the foundation of hydro­
statics. He invented the method 
for the determination of specific 
gravity. He formulated the true 
theory of the lever and. uWered 
the ever famous words, -Give me

whereon to stand and T will me 
the earth.” In theoretical rr 
chanics no advance .was ma 
upon his ideas during: the eigl 
een centuries between him a 
Leonardo da Vinci.

It was Archimedes who inver 
cd the endless screy. the nn 
important mechanical contrivar 
known to science. From t 
teeming brain of the old Syr 
cusan came also the idea of t 
screw- pump, the .lydraulic e 
£ine and the burning mirr 1 
was th® creator of the catapi; 
the artillery of the olden tin 
whose dreadful bolL* were t 
terror of ancient armies. He 1 
vented another engine, the po 
derous claws of /hich, reaehl 
over the walls, lifted up ships a 
their crews and then sudder 
dropped them into the sea, wh 
with his great ‘‘sun glasses” 
was able to set on fire such 
the enemies’ ships as could not 
reached with the grapollng m 
chine.

It took the world 2,000 yea 
to produce the equal of t 
mighty intellect that was bruta 
ly snuffed out by the blow fro 
the mace of that brutal Ronu 
soldier,
