WASHINGTON, Dec. 16—That 

either Secretary of the Navy Dan­
iels, Postmaster General Burleson or

William H. Moyer, warden of the 
Atlanta Federal Penitentiary, ha» 
barred from that institution all news­
papers containing articles written by 
Julian Hawthorne, who begins the 
story of his life in the local peniten­
tiary in next Sunday’s American, ac­
cording to a story told The Georgian 
and United States District Attorney 
Hooper Alexander Tuesday morning 
by John C. Roberts, who was released 
from the prison Monday afternoon, 
pardoned after serving flve years.

“The order was Issued some time 
yesterday,” said Roberts. “I learned 
of it through one of the convicts who 
works in the office. He came to me 
and asked me if T wouldn’t try to get 
someone to make the warden let the 
papers come in, because every man of 
the 900 confined there wants to read 
what Hawthorne has written. And 
Warden Moyer is afraid to let them 
do It, because he knows as well as 
they do that Hawthorne will write 
the truth, and that the truth would 
not be very flattering to him/’ 

Trying to Bar Hearst Papers.
Roberts declared also that it is well 

understood among the prisoners that 
Warden Moyer is seeking to bar a 1! 
Hearst papers from the prison be­
cause of the stand they have taken in 
the fight for reform and for an In­
vestigation of the prison.

“He did bar The Georgian and The 
Sunday American once,” said Rob­
erts, “but the superintendent of pris­
ons came down the same day and 
made him rescind the order. He told 
the warden that he must not attempt 
to bar any papers from the prison. 
We have noticed, however, that copies 
of The Georgian are awfully hard to 
get, and especially when they con­
tain a story of the 111 treatment the 
men are forced to undergo.”

Roberts spent more than an hour 
in the office of the United States Dis­
trict Attorney with Mr Alexander 
Tuesday morning, and made formal 
complaint against Warden Moyer’s 
conduct of the prison. He told sto­
ries of the hardships the men are 
forced to undergo, and charged that 
Warden Moyer each evening sells to 
the surrounding neighborhood bread 
baked in the prison bakeshops by the 
prisoners, underselling the union 
bakeshops and bread dealers of At­
lanta and disposing of extra large 
loaves for 4 cents each.

Lye in His Milk.
Roberts also told Mr. Alexander of 

finding concentrated lye in the milk 
that was served to him In his cell, 
and of another man who drank a cup 
of coffee that contained the lye and 
had to be operated upon, narrowly es­
caping death. He told of a man 
named Kennedy, who has fits and of

horn Julian Hawthorne has told, 
being put in the “hole” and shackled 
to the wall, the guards not even 
taking him down when a fit came 
upon him.

“Kennedy has been in the hole off 
and on for more than three weeks,” 
said Roberts. “He told me they 
chained him up like a wild beast, and 
he was forced to writhe in the ago­
nies of his fits while shackled to the 
walls. Kennedy is the man who was 
beaten over the head by guards until 
the doctors told them to quit, and 
after the beating his fits gr*»w worse.

It is unusual that such an ordinary 
procedure should have suddenly de­
veloped such a tempest. A delegation 
of women and men called on Mayor 
Woodwaxd Monday and urged an ap­
propriation of $500 to open the doors 
of the Child’s Welfare Exhibit 
week without admission.

Ashley Introduces Ordinance.
At Mayor Woodward’s request 

Councilman Claude L. Ashley intro­
duced a resolution providing for the 
money at the meeting of General 
Council and it passed the lower 
branch. When it reached the Alder- 
manic Board, Aldermen F. J. Sprat- 
ling and J. W. Maddox objected to It.

While they were arguing Alderman 
Candler called on City Attorney James 
L. Mayson for a ruling as to whether 
the appropriation could be made le­
gally.

When he said 1t could not Mayor 
Pro Tern Warren ruled the motion to 
pass the appropriation out of order, 
and no vote was taken.

Reports were circulated that the 
action of the Aldermanic Board was a 
personal thrust at Mayor Woodward.

“As for Alderman Spratling. he’s 

The public 
will remember that he is the Aider- 
man who borrowed hundreds of dol­
lars from near-beer dealers and 
brewers’ agents when he was slated 
to be chairman of the Police Com­
mittee under Mayor Winn. The Po­
lice Committee controls the beer sa­
loons of the city and the beer people 
were glad to lend him the money, of 
course.

“This thing is a sample of what the 
people may expect from that bunch.”

President, Better, 
Meets His Cabinet

WASHINGTON. Dec 16.—Presi­
dent Wilson to-day has practically 
rep tvered from his attack of grip. He 
cancelled his engagements for to-day, 
however, with the exception of a brief 
Cabinet meeting held in the Presi­
dent’s library In the mansion and not 
in the executive offices.

Dr. Grayson desires the President 
to stay within doors for at least an­
other day so as to forestall any 
chance of a relapse.

Frank hangs in the balance. Ar­
guments in the appeal for a new 
trial were concluded Tuesday be­
fore the Supreme Court by an 
eloquent and scathing address by 
Lnfcber Z. Rosser, chief of coun­
sel for the convicted man. When 
adjournment was taken at 1 
o’clock by Justices Atkinson, 
Evans and Hill the case was in 
their hands for consideration.

Frank and his friends first awaited 
the outcome of the charges of murder 
against him on August 25 after Judge 
Roan had charged the twelve jurors 
in the case.

A decision was longer in coming 
after the arguments for a new trial 
had been presented before Judge Roan 
in the week between October 22 and 
29. His unfavorable ruling Octobei 
31 put the case up to the Supreme 
Court.

Virtually Last Stand.
The fight which was concluded 

Tuesday is regarded as virtually the 
last stand of the defense, as the seal 
of the Supreme Court’s unanimous 
approval on the verdict of the jury 
and the subsequent decision of Judge 
Roan will make it most difficult to ob­
tain anything beyond a temporary 
respite from the Federal courts or the 
Governor of the State.

Tuesday was occupied in the con­
clusion of Solicitor Dorsey's argu­
ment and by arguments by Attorney 
Rosser and Attorney General Felder. 
Rosser attacked savagely the attitude 
of the Attorney General and the So­
licitor in their persistence in the ad­
missibility of all the evidence that 
went before the jury that convicted 
Frank and In their contention that 
nothing improper was done by the 
State in obtaining evidence.

Frank’s lawyers charged that the 
entire bulk of the testimony hearing 
on Frank’s alleged immorality and 
perversion was introduced for the sole 
purpose of obtaining Frank’s convic­
tion on the charge of murder and not 
because it had any actual relevancy 
to the crime of which Frank was ac­
cused.

“That jury may have thought they 
were writing ’guilty of murder,’ you* 
honors,” he said, “hut what they wrote 
in reality was guilty of perversion, 
guilty of immorality, guilty of the 
thousand and one suspicions that the 
Solicitor directed against the defend­
ant.’

“As soon as all that filth was al­
lowed to come from the lying lips of 
Conley and Dalton, the Jury, of course, 
said right away that if he was guilty 
of these terrible things, he must 
guilty of murder, and so they rendered 
their verdict.”

Attacks Felder's Argument.
Attacking Attorney General Fel­

der’s support of the Solicitor’s argu­
ment that .Mrs. Frank’s failure to 
visit her husband at the jail was an 
indication of her consciousness of his 
guilt, Rosser said:

“The Attorney General ventures the 
assertion that this was entirely prop­
er and legal argument. I suspect that 
no Attorney General ever made such 
a statement before in the court of 
last resort.

“Let us see if it is proper. The 
Solicitor by his argument virtually 
makes the wife take the stand and 
testify as to her consciousness of her 
husband’s guilt or innocence. Now, 
we are proscribed by the law from 
placing her on the stand. If we could 
place her on the stand, she would not 
be permitted to tell whether she re­
garded her husband as guilty or in­
nocent; that would be a mej-e con­
clusion.

“Yet the Solicitor by his argument 
virtually places her on the stand and 
makes her say: ‘I have a conscious- 
ness that my husband is guilty of the 
murder of Mary Phagan.’

“And the Attorney General of the 
State comes here and says that it is

TERROR SPKID 
ST TILLS TOLO 
ST REFUGEES

Stories of Rapine, Robbery and 
Killing Confirmed by the For­

eigners Reaching Border.

JUAREZ. MEXICO. Dec. 16.—Sixty 
American refugee* from the terror- 
stricken city of Chihuahua arrived 
here early to-day on a special train 
with vivid stories of the horrors of 
war as conducted bv General \ ilia, 
bandit leader of the Constitutionalist 
army. {

On the same train were 142 Ger­
man. Frent h. Italian and Spanish res­
idents of the city where the Mexican 
rebels hold full sway, looting and 
killing. The refugees included men. 
women and children.

The Americans confirmed the stor­
ies of rapine, robbery and murder 
told by the refugees who arrived here 
last week. They declared that ? 
condition bordering on anarchy exists 
In Chihuahua.

"Property of the refugees who left 
before us had been seized and sold 
at auction," said one of the fleeing 
A mericans.

"The proceeds were placed in the 
war chest of the Constitutionalists, 
which means in the pocket of Pancho 
Villa.

"On Friday two Mexicans. Rafael 
Rembaoa and .lacob Mucharras. were 
put to death by one of Villa's firing 
squads. We were unable to learn 
anything of the fate of Luis Ter­
razas. Jr., though we know that he 
was compelled to sign checks aggre­
gating a vast amount for the rebels."

Rebels Entrenched in 
17 Miles of Capitol.

MEXICO CITY. Dec. 16.—Deceiving 
the War Department by their opera­
tions south of the capital, Zapatista 
forces have succeeded in gaining a 
>trong foothoW ai Mllpa Alta, only 
seventeen miles from Mexico City. 
Fighting began there late yesterday, 
and was still going on to-day, while 
troops from the capital garrison were 
rushed to the aid of the Federals. 
among them two ccffcn panics of the 
famous Twenty-ninth Infantry.

HE Amalgamated 133-Pound 

Lightweight Boxers' Associa­
tion, to which only ringmen 

"ho can scale 133 pounds at the ring­
side for a combat are eligible, is in 
process of organization. This is no 
idle dream, according to information 
received from Nate Lewis and Tom­
my Walsh, managers respectively of 
Charlie White and Joe Mandot, who 
are acting as sort of4 advance men 
and press agents for the association. 
They are in communication with the 
managers? of the leading 133-pound 
boys of the country and expect to 
have a startling announcement to 
make before long. A constitution and 
by-laws will be drawn up. annual 
dues fixed and officers elected. One 
important feature will be a heavy 
fine imposed on members who sign 
articles to meet pugilists heavier 
than 133 pounds.

The aim of the association is. of 
course, to eliminate such fellow's as 
Willie Ritchie, present champion, and 
to keep the lightweight title where 
it belongs, among the real 133-pound 
lads of the ring.

The movement was started when it 
became evident that Ritchie, who was 
handed the championship on a foul in 
the sixteenth round of a stubborn 
fight with Ad Wolgast. intended to 
raise the weight limit from that at 
which he secured the title', namely, 
133 pounds. This action on Ritchie’s 
part makes it impossible for any of 
the boys who have b< en battling at 
the championship weight of 133 
pounds, which Gans. Nelson and 
Wolgast all allowed was the proper 
poundage, to fight Ritchie on his own 
weight terms and have a chance* to 
win.

Murphy Match an Example.
Ritchie’s match with Tommy Mur­

phy. which was called off the other 
night for some mysterious reason, is 
an example. Ritchie had agreed to 
scale 135 an hour before gong time 
for Murphy, meaning about 137 at 
the ringside. Murphy was forced to 
accept the champion’s terms. So lit­
tle chance did the betting public 
think Tom had at that high poundage 
that Ritchie was a 10 to 4 favorite 
several hours before the bout was 
scheduled to have started.

There are plenty of 133-pounders of 
class in the game, and they seriously 
intend to get together and fight it 
out for their championship. Ritchie 
will be referred to by them as the 
heavy lightweight champion and told 
to mingle with Packev McFarland. 
FTeddie Welsh. Eddie Murphy and 
Jack Britton as often as he pleases, 
but to leave LIGHTWEIGHTS alone.

If all of them 
ignore Ritchie completely unless ne 
consents to do 133 ringside for one >' 
them, where will Ritchie be? Xut 
in a choice spot, believe us. Half of 
that gang can lace him at 133.

The organizers are a bit worried 
about Buckley and Levy, who are 
angling for Ritchie matches for Mur­
phy and Rivers But they expect to 
show them the light before long, and 
to bring them into the fold. The 
other managers are with them to a 
dot.

They say a champion can dictate 
He always has in the past. Perhaps 
this will be the first time where the 
reverse has been the case. Organ! 
zation accomplishes wonders. Go to 
it, gentlemen.

Bears Raid List on Turner’s Re­
port—Renewed Support Stops 

Dip—Cables Firm.

NEW YORK, Dec. 16.—Continental 
buying and good cables resulted in the 
cotton market opening steady to-day. 
First prices were at a net advance of 
2 to 6 points from the closing quotations 
of Monday.

The iiquidation of long cotton yester­
day is looked upon as a strengthening 
factor. However, sentiment continues 
bearish and lower prices are freely 
talked. On the advance there was some 
buying by scattered spot interests and 
pnc.es worked up 1 to j points from the 
opening range. This demand, however, 
soon exhausted and the market settled 
bock around the previous use, with 
the selling rather general.

During the forenoon the market be­
gan to seesaw. There was some talk 
of an upturn, based on hard spots, but 
the crowd seemed inclined to sell on all 
rallies and advised their friends to do 
the same. It was rumored that the Na­
tional dinners’ gave the amount of cot­
ton ginned so far at 12,800,000 bales*, giv­
ing 719.000 bales ginned during the pe­
riod. Turner’s figures aw- expected at 
noon to-day. Ginning figures are very 
Important now in shaping the course of 
the market.

Advices from New Orleans state that 
there is no pressure of spots and they 
are not following the decline In futures.

Pandemonium broke loose during the 
early afternoon and prices broke badiy 
as a result of a frenzy of selling orders, 
based on Turner’s ginning figures of 
12.796,000 bales ginned to December 13, 
which was a signal for heav\ liquida­
tion Everybody seemed to have cotton 
for sale and nobody cared to buy, re­
sulting in December dropping to 12.51; 
January, 12.33; March, 12.52, and May, 
12.60. At these levels an unexpected 
buying movement developed, based on a 
cable stating that Niel, of London, was 
inclined to increase his estimate on con­
sumption. resulting in a rapid advance 
of about 10 points from the low point.

The principal buying apparently came 
from shorts and spot houses. A large 
spot house* head of Philadelphia and 
Liverpool was on the floor expressing 
bullish views on consumption. How­
ever. the market is expected to rule 
narrow until the Government’s ginning 
figures are posted Saturday morning. 
The report is expected to be bearish and 
will likely Induce further long line to 
liquidation, which would tend to weaken 
the technical position of the market.

At the close the market was steady 
with prices 1 to 7 points lower than 
Monday’s close.

“The friends of cotton explained the 
influence at work thusly: New York, 
as a whole is intensely pessimistic in 
all directions and Is in a frame of mind 
to mob any man who says 'Merry 
Christmas.’ Currency legislation to rob 
New York of its hold on the nation’s 
business affairs. What. therefore, 
could be more natural than for New 
York’s action to be against a market 
which is pouring its tens of millions of 
money Into a section of the country 
that would welcome currency legisla­
tion designed to decentralize financial 
control This is the disposition of the 
so-called ‘cotton corner case,’ which 
some operators seem to think strength­
ens the influence of the short seller and 
weakens the holder of long contracts in 
that the decision of the Federal Court 
is construed to prohibit any concert of 
action designed to absorb and move into 
consumers’ hands New York’s protect­
ive stock.

"These factors, combined with timid 
support, and some accumulation of cot­
ton in the interior, where the banks are 
not over well supplied with cash, have. 
It appears, resulted in the forcing of 
long liquidation in a very drastic way, 
causing a sharp break in values. Rut 
the statistical position is vary strong 
and short sellers at relatively low price 
levels must in the end pay the piper."

The First Woman Doctor gy «ek. thqmas b. Gregory %

{ T was 64 years ago that Eliza­
beth Blackwell, a young 
Englishwoman who had made 

America her home, resolved that 
she would enter college with a 
view of studying medicine and 
surgery

In endeavoring to carry out her 
resolution Miss Blackwell met 
with Herculean difficulties. She 
was told in emphatic language by 
her best friends that it was high­
ly improper for a woman to study 
medicine, and that no decent 
woman would think of becoming

a medical practitioner. As for a 
lady practicing surgery, that was 
absolutely out of the question.

In addition to ail this was the 
very much more serious obsta­
cle of prejudice among the medi­
cal school people. Where would 
she And a medical college that 
would admit a woman to its lec­
ture rooms and laboratories? The 
young woman applied to more 
than a dozen of the leading medi­
cal schools of the country and 
was invariably turned down. 
They had no use for her. They 
greeted her appeal with the moat

derisive laughter. Finally, how­
ever. she received word from a 
small college in Geneva, N. Y., 
announcing that her application 
had been favorably considered, 
and that she would be admitted 
as a student whenever si e should 
present herself.

The students treated Miss 
Blackwell with kindness and re­
spect, but the women of Geneva 
were ‘•shocked.” They stared at 
her as though she had been a 
curious animal.” and declared she 
was “either % bad woman, whose 
designs would gradually become

evident, or that, being crazy, an 
outbreak of insanity would soon 
manifest itself."

Graduating at the head of her 
class. Miss Blackwell, after study­
ing in the hospitals of Europe, 
returned to New York and be­
gan the practice of medicine— 
the first woman doctor in the 
United States. As a practitioner 
she was a marked success, and 
hers is the honor of having found­
ed the institution out of which 
grew the present “New York In­
firmary and the College for 
Women."

Question Again Arises 

Whether the Pithecan­

thropus of Java Was'a 

Man or a Monkey, or 

a Being Intermediate 

Between Them.

T
HE problem of the famous 

ape-man of Java, the "pith­
ecanthropus erectus," is 

a Rain under discusaion by the 
paleontologists (students of an­
cient life), and they still are un­
able to agTee whether this mys­
terious creature was a kind of 
primitive human being or only an 
extraordinary specimen of the ape 
tribe who happened to be horn 
with a big head.

A French writer has pnt the ac­
tual situation among the learned 
men In a few words: “For some 
the pithecanthropus is a man; for 
others he is a monkey; for others 
still he is an animal intermediary 
between man and monkey.”

The average reader may say to 
himself that he doesn't care what 
the pithecanthropus was. Bather 
the pithecanthropus! But that 
would be a very unintelligent atti­
tude to assume. We have arrived 
at a period of intellectual develop­
ment when what is called pre-his­
tory has as great (if not greater) 
importance for us as history itself.

The Pithecanthropus, if 
in Ancestral Line, Is

Interesting.
If the pithecanthropus really be­

longs in our ancestral line he is as 
interesting a figure as the remote 
past contains We see him, with 
his big bushy head, his crooked 
legs, his bent hack, his long arms, 
away back there close to the point 
where the paths divided which led 
in one direction to the cities of 
men and the wonders of the mind, 
and in the other direction to the 
tropical forests and the haunts of 
climbing creatures to whom na­
ture gave, as in mockery, human 
masks hiding only brute brains.

He stands there the most an­
cient, the most distant, of the crea­
tures which felt the impulse of 
awakening humanity. He Is 
almost at the bottom of the long 
hill. He is striking into the nar­
row path which leads continually 
upward. Around him aVe other 

beings to whom the same oppor­
tunity came, who were led* to the 
beginning of the same straight, 
mounting way. but who turned 
aside, leaving him to pursue alone 
his pilgrimage.

It is a curious and significant 
fact that after the discovery of the 
remains of the pithecanthropus in 
1892 an anthropologist undertook 
to reconstruct, upon anatomical 
principles, the missing jaw (for 
nothing of the head was found ex­
cept the top of the skull and a few 
scattered teeth), and several years 
later there was discovered at 
Mauer, in Germany, a human jaw 
precisely corresponding with tha» 
which the anthropologist had at­
tributed to the pithecanthropus.

To which must be added the fa** 
that the best authorities assign 
to “the man of Mauer” an antiq 
uity corresponding with that which 
has generally been assigned to the 
pithecanthropus.

At the same time there are au­
thorities who deny to the pithe­
canthropus a place in the line of 
human descent. Among these is 
Professor Bouie, of Paris, who 
thinks it probable that the piths- 
can thro pus was a species erf giant 
monkey, allied to the gibbons, and 
superior to its congeners not only 
in stature hut also in sire of skull 
in which it approached the lower 
limit for man.

There may have been a group 
of these overgrown gibbons de 
veloped in Java, thinks Professor 
Bouie, and they may bavo been 
driven into extinction by virtue of 
the very fact that they were not 
physically developed in accord 
with their environment.

Admits There Is a Great 
Resemblance to the 

Human Type.
Professor Bouie himself admits 

that there are resemblances to 
the human type in the pithecan­
thropus. and that its skull seems 
to have been Intermediate in form 
between that of the monkey and 
that of man. but he denies that 
such resemblances and correspon­
dences necessarily prove a rea! an­
cestral relationship.

But even If this vtow of the 
Parts anthropologist be admitted 
as probably correct It hardly at ail 
diminishes the interest of the 
pithecanthropus, because It only 
reveals In that creature a being 
which certainly made a start to­
ward human evolution, though 
It may never have fairly entered 
upon the path.

Type Serves to Show 
How Difficult Was the 

Development.
It serves to show bow difficult 

was the work of developing man 
out of a lower animal type. Na­
ture had, apparently, to try again 
and again, with that patience and 
that contempt of expense which 
abe always exhibits, and at last 
she succeeded.

So whether the pithecanthropus 
was a primitive man, carrying 
locked up in him all the wooden 
ful possibilities of evolution which 
that state of being would imply, 
or whether he was only an aspir­
ing ape who could not make good 
his hold on a higher level of exist­
ence, we must read about him and 
the controversies he' excites with 
equal interest.

Questions Answered
THE LOMBARDS.

F. O.—The Lombards were 
originally a Teutonic, or rather 
Scandinavian, folk. Gradually 
they Worked their way south­
ward from the land of Odin and 
Thor to the fair plans of North­
ern Italy, which they entered 
about the middle or end of the 
sixth century. They changed their 
Paganism lor the heterodox form 
of Christianity known as Arian- 
ism, and between 750 and 800 
were conquered by Pepin and 
Charlemagne. For conquering the 
Lombards Pepin was crowned 
King of France by the Pope, and 
Charlemagne, later on. was made 
Emperor. In return the Popes 
were given a big slice of terri­
tory around Rome.

THE EVERGLADES.
