An absence of funds, according to 
Mr. Hill, renders the police depart­
ment of Atlanta powerless to hunt 
thieves once they escape from the ju­
risdiction of the city laws.

Thus when the Hill car was finally 
discovered in Valdosta, Mr, Hill him­
self was forced to finance a detective 

I 'o eo after the three men who were 
I held there as the thieves, and also had 
I to pay numerous other expenses in- 
I furred before the capture was ef- 
I fected. The amounts expended by the 
I automobile's owner aggregated 8100.

Police of No Help,
I Tet. Mr. Hill charges, not one cent 
I was expended by the city police de- 
I I'Rrtment in effecting the recovery of 
I the machine that was stolen from 
I within the city limits, which he as a 
I taxpayer aids in policing.
I Mr. Hill, in making this declaration.
I lid not Rf ruse the Atlanta force ot | 
I tncompetency, but claims that after 
I 'he theft had been committed, the 
I city should have furnished money to 
I recover the property.

That such money was not forth- 
I coming, it is claimed, was due en- 
I tireiv to the lack of an appropriation 
I for that purpose. This, it is asserted,
I is common knowledge among men 
I who make a practice of stealing au- 
| tomobtles, and hence they laugh at 

danger of arrest once they pass the 
city limits, Mr. Hill said he went to 
all the expense and trouble because 
he believed it his duty as a citizen 
•hi was praised' for his stand by 
Chief Beavers.

The method by which Mr. Hill re­
covered his machine is interesting.

Volume of Mails 
At Atlanta Office 
Continues to Crow

The volume of mail handled by the 
Atlanta poatoffice continues to in­
crease and records are being smashed 
every day. Tuesday night nearly 
200,000 pieces of first-class mail were 
handled, and about 45,000 parcels, 
exclusive of circulars, calendars and 
other second, third and fourth class 
mail that swamps the office at this 
season of the year. Tuesday night’s 
record of first-class mail is slightly 
lower than one day about ten days 
ago, but is considered enormous, in 
view of the fact that as Christmas 
approaches the volume of first-class 
mail usually decreases as other mail 
increases.

Superintendent of Mails Hart said 
Wednesday morning that he is now 
working 60 extra men, with seven 
weighing and rating clerks in the 
lobby, the largest number ever used 
there. Next Monday Mr. Hart ex­
pects to more than double his force 
of extra men.

Hoke Smith’s 275 Lbs. 
Hit Floor of Senate
WASHINGTON, Dec. 17.—The dreary 

routine of the Senate session was broken 
this week when a chair in which Sena­
tor Hoke Smith was seated collapsed 
under him and precipitated the Sena­
tor's 275 pounds on the floor.

Prince and Princess 
Christen New Liner
DANZIG, GERMANY, Dec. 17.—The 

new North German Lloyd liner Co­
lumbus, built for trans-Atlantic serv­
ice was launched here to-day and 
christened by Crown Prince Freder­
ick William and the Crown Princess.

Heralded as the only positive—in 
fact, the sole—cure for cancer, the 
radium method of treatment for the 
dread disease was the topic of spirit­
ed discussion among the members of 
the Southern Surgical Association in 
session at the Georgian Terrace Wed­
nesday.

The surgeons tvere divided in opin­
ion over the announcement of Dr. 
Howard A. Kelly, of Johns Hopkins, 
Baltimore, that he had by the means 
of the radium treatment been able to 
cure a man of cancer within a spaed 
of 48 hours, and that, more remarka­
ble still, all signs of the cancerous 
growth had disappeared within that 
time.

Great Accomplishment.
"It is certainly one of the greatest 

jccoQjplishments of modem surgery 
ilk Dr. Kelly is quoted correctly," said 
Dr. J. M. T. Finney, also of Balti­
more, in commenting upon the discov­
ery announced by Dr. Kelly.

Dr. Finney is one of the distin­
guished surgeons of the East and was 
at one time spoken of as president of 
Princeton University. “I can hardly 
believe it possible that a cure of this 
malignant disease con'd be obtained 
in such a magically short space of 
time. On the other hand, I know that 
Dr. Kelly is not given to making an­
nouncements that'he can not back up 
in evert- respect.

Great Boon if True.
“While I live in the same city, I 

have made no specialty of the treat­
ment of cancer, and for that reason 
have not followed Dr. Kelly's work 
closely. I will say. however, if the 
treatment by the radium rays will do 
what Dr. Kelly says they will, it will 
be the greatest boon to humanity in 
the age and it will take away the hor­
rors of this disease as nothing else 
has been able to do in spite of the 
years of search by the.physicians and 
surgeons of the world.'

Dr. Kelly made his announcement 
only last Monday night. Speaking 
before the College of Physicians and 
Surgeons in Philadelphia, he declared 
that he and Dr. Robert Abbe, of New 
York, by a series of experiments ex­
tending over nine or ten years, had 
demonstrated beyond any doubt that 
the gamma rays of radium were posi­
tive cure for cancer except in its most 
Advanced form.

Radium Rays Powerful.
"The power of the rays over cancer 

is appalling, almost unbelievable," Dr 
Kelly is quoted as saying. "We tried 
the experiment on a character by the 
name of 'Uncle John,’ of Missouri. 
While the rays were being applied he 
said that he felt the cancerous 
growths growing smaller. We laugh­
ed at him. But the next morning we 
were able to notice a decided change 
ourselves, and within 48 hours he was 
a well man, with the growths entirely 
gone."

Dr. Charles Mayo, one of the fore­
most surgeons in the treatment of 
cancer in the country, would not make 
comment on the announcement of the 
Baltimore surgeon.

Dr. Mayo discussed at length before 
the session Wednesday the technique 
that is pursued at his famous sani­
tarium in Rochester, Minn., In oper­
ating upon cancerous growths.

Dr. H. O. Marcy, of Boston, in the 
course of his address upon the ter­
minal conditions of surgery in the 
biliary passages, made a plea for a 
liner technique and a closer study of 
surgical methods.

There doesn’t happen to be 
much wind this morning; a velocity 
of one mile an hour is next to noth­
ing at all, and the smoke just rose 
out of the chimneys and floated 
around a while and then came down.”

MEXICO CITY, Dec. 17.—Rallying 

their forces in the foothills of the 
Federal district, Zapatista rebels 
made simultaneous attacks to-day on 
several Government forces and In­
flicted heavy losses on the Huerta 
troops.

The sharpest fighting was at Milpa 
Alta, seventeen miles from the capi­
tal, where the Federals were victo­
rious on Tuesday. The Federals were 
taken by surprise while celebrating in 
the manner customary among Huer­
ta's forces now, and were routed.

The rebels, led by Felipe Tljera, a 
former Federal officer, captured the 
greater part of the town in a three 
hours’ attack, and killed more than 
100 Federate, troopers of the Twenty- 
first Cavalry and mounted police sent 
to Milpa Alta from the capital.

The towns of San Lorenzo and San 
Gregorio were captured by other rebel 
bands and looted.

More than 1,000 reinforcements 
joined the rebels early in the day, 
and attacks also were made on Tlal- 
pam and Jacala. The rebels seem to 
have plenty of ammunition, but are 
lacking in artillery.

They are gradually closing in on the 
capital, and If they had a few field 
guns, undoubtedly would drive 
straight to the gates of the city.

Villa!” was heard on every side in 
Juarez to-day when the confiscation 
of the vast estates of the Creel and 
Terrazas families was officially pro­
claimed. The rebels cheered for their 
leader at every opportunity and at 
times the enthusiasm became so bois­
terous that the street patrols had to 
make arrests.

If Villa succeeds in holding the 
greater wealth that he has declared 
confiscated, the treasury of the Con­
stitutionalists will be swelled by a 
vast sum, variously estimated at from 
$500,000,000 to $700,000,000. This is 
not in ready cash, of course, but the 
value of the big mines and ranches 
owned by the millionaires who have 
supported the Huerta administration.

NEW YORK, Dec. 17.—Hailed as 
“Father Knickerbocker’s fair-haired 
boy,” Robert Adamson, secretary to 
Mayor Kline and manager of the 
Fusion Campaign Committee, was 
honor guest at a dinner at the Wal­
dorf-Astoria at which a silver service 
valued at $1,000 was presented to 
him.

In addition, Mayor%Kline declared 
that whatever success he had attain­
ed during his brief term as Mayor 
was due to the advice of the former 
Atlantan, while Mayor-elect Mltchel 
said: “I will go further and say that 
I expect I shall have the benefit of 
the advice and service of Mr. Adam­
son in my administration.”

William F. McCombs, chairman of 
the Democratic National Committee, 
after telling of the aid Adamson had 
been to the national campaign in 
1912, added:

“I was glad to hear the Mayor-elect 
say he expected to have Mr. Adam­
son’s services in his administration.

newal of their license will be denied.
There was a disposition among a 

large number of Councilmen to weed 
out the clubs before the police took 
any action. The determina tion of the 
Councilman was based on belief, rath­
er than actual proof, that some of the 
clubs were violating the law. Corrvlo. 
tlon of these clubs win make It very 
hard for any of them to get a new 
license.

Likely to Strengthen Lew.
The attitude of Council U empha- 

•iwd by the promise of the present 
Police Commission to strengthen the 
law against locker clubs. At the be­
hest of leaders of the Georgia Anti- 
Saloon League, the Police Committee 
promised to'offer an ordinance giving 
the Recorder the right to revoke any 
locker olub license upon conviction of 
a violation of the prohibition law.

That ordinance was to havs been 
Introduced in Council Monday, but. 
for some unknown reason, luckily for 
some of the locker clubs, It was not 
The law already applies to “nsar"- 
beer saloons, and there 1. no reason t. 
doubt that Council will make It ap­
ply to locker clubs as soon as the Po- 
lice Committee proposes It.

If It had been offered at tha last 
meeting of Council it would hara 
been a law, In all likelihood, by the 
time Recorder Broyles tries the cases*, 
and very probably more than one 
license would have been revoked 1 n 
the Recorder’s Court.

Locker clubs already are present* 
ing their applications for renewal of 
licenses. These applications win be 
taken up by the new police commit­
tee to be appointed by Mayor Wood­
ward the first of the year.

Committee of Liberal*.
Much depends on the temper of the 

committee Mayor Woodward will ap­
point. Following the recent Coun- 
cilmanic election he threatened to ap­
point a very strict committee, bit in­
dications now are that his commit- 
teel will be composed of the most lib­
eral members of Council.

Mayor Woodward himself refuses 
to discuss the matter.

But whether the committee is lib­
eral there are a number of members 
of Council who are going to insist on 
rigid Investigations and demand that 
the licenses of some of the clubs be 
revoked.

Franks may come and Frank* may 
go. but the supremacy of the law 
abides forever!

At last, "the tumult and the shout­
ing dies; the captains and the kings 
depart. Into the austere keeping of 
the highest court in the State the last 
word of argument in the Frank case 
has been confided.

Weighted With Dignity.
Much of that which has gone be­

fore now seems utterly confusing and 
vague.

Where are the storms and ragings 
of yesterday? The winds have blown 
them all away.

Sitting in the presence chamber of 
the Supreme Court, over In the grim 
and grimy old Capitol, callous indeed 
must have been the spectator who 
failed to feel heavily the full signifi­
cance of the proceedings.

When the honorable Court filed in 
in the morning there was no need to 
admonish those present that it was 
their part to stand the while the Court 
seated itself. Somehow, one instinct - 
ivelv rose to his seat and remained 
silent as the Court settled itself to 
work. The law' does not design to be 
spectacular—it is full of purpose to be 
dignified in the extreme, however.

Less and less attorneys incline 
nowadays to proceed to Supremo 
Court hearings by way of verbal 
pleadings. More and more they in­
cline to appear by brief and written 
arguments alone.

Those few who heard the oral 
pleadings in the Frank case probably 
all agree now that the written method 
is the better- certainly it appears 
more in keeping with the spirit and 
intent of the high Court's functions.

For one thing, human beings are 
more careful in w'hat they write than 
in what they sav. The written word 
stands a permanent witness that in 
the afterwhile may arise to confound 
or affright the writer if he fails to 
consider carefully the things ne 
write*. The spoken word, reckless 
of consequence and mindful of later 
confusion and possible indeflinteness 
of meaning, lend itself Inevitably to 
error and miscarriage of justice.

Looks to Records for Truth.
And so, in considering this famous 

miscarriage of justice in the final 
word the Supreme Court speaks.

OneTWtCJIs.again and again 'ad­
monition of Mr. Justice Evans— the 
warning word that, ;Tter all, rfie Su­
preme Court will look to the WRIT­
TEN RECORD for the truth of the 
Frank case’s history and may forget 
entirely the passionate vehemence of 
attorneys in partisan argument.

Ands o, in considering this famous 
Frank case in its final analysis, those 
wh,o wish to see it ended—and their 
name is legion—will do well to re­
member that the Supreme Court Is 
not going to put Dorsey’s construc­
tion upon the evidence, nor yet Ros­
ser’s, nor Felder’s, nor Arnold’s. The 
Court will make up it* own mind In 
its own way.

Dorsey may shout and Rosser may 
imagine vain thines—the ore may say 
thus and so proves this and that, and 
the other may beat himself to willing 
fragments contending that thus and 
so mean nothing of the kind. The 
Supreme Court still will decide for 
itself.

From out the warp and woof of this 
curiously and amazingly complex 
weave of the Frank case, the Su­
preme Court will unravel the red 
thread of truth that surely MUST 
be somewhere tangled therein.

You, reader, believe thus and so to 
be the truth of the Frank case, and 
in that conclusion you do violence ■to

Dear Bill: T grueaa you think T 
am a little slow in answering your 
letter, but I have Just come home 
from a big hunt of 24 days on 
which T had a dandy time Tou 
aaked me to write a letter for your 
paper, telling what I have been 
doing since 1 left Atlanta Well, 
here goes

I left for Cincinnati from Knox­
ville and stayed two weeks with a 
boy friend in that city. We put in 
moat of our time going to shows 
while In the city, and when not In 
the city we were at his camp on 
the Miami River Ashing, boating, 
kodaking and eating large feeds 
that the cook would have flxed for 
us when we came Hi. and we sure 
did enjoy them—at least, I did. and 
I am most sure my pal did. as he 
was not used to the out-of-door life 
as 1 was Sure was a great treat 
for me to have a place of that kind 
to go to after those 26 days of 
hard fought battles at old Ponce 
DeLeon, in which I gave the man­
ager and fans everything I had. 
even if 1 did have two ribs caved 
in. Hut there was too much at 
stake to think of as small a thing 
as two broken ribs. But at times 
they would make me think of them 
Hut I should worry, they are all 
right now.

Speaking about giving every­
thing I had. I want to say that every 
fan gave everything that had. 
if not a little more In fact, all 
the boys on the bench thought the 
world had or was coming to an 
end. the noise was so loud. There 
were times when we could not un­
derstand each other without talk­
ing in each other’s ear. So that is 
what I call rooting, and I hope 
they keep the good work up next 
season, and I am sure they will. 
The Crackers ar% going to give 
them something to root for.

So. get ready for that big day 
w hen the itmpi yell “Play Hal’ ’’ 

Landed home from Cincinnati O.
K , and was glad to get hack, as 
anyone would be after they are 
away for seven months Was home 
only two days and went to Texas 
for a prairie chicken hunt. Was 
gone a week. Drove through in u 
car. Had a dandy time and killed 
38 chickens It took us one day 
and part of the night to make the 
trip, as we were heavy loaded and 
could not drive fast, and the roads 
are not the best. Came home from 
that hunt and took life easy for a 
while, about two weeks, I guess. We 
had a little snowstorm from the 
north and that makes duck shoot­
ing good out here, so I hit out for 
a good lake 42 miles from here. 
The storm did not last but a short 
time, so I did not stay long We 
got there at 3 p. m. and at 10 a. m. 
the next morning we were getting 
on the train with 93 ducks, and 
that is more than any other two 
hunters have ever brought in So 
1 guess we are champs Have 
taken a number of small duck hunts 
since, but never had such good 
luck. And by that time the quail 
season had opened, and three of 
us had been planning on a big 
hunt as soon as the season was 
open for quail, which was Novem­

ber 16. On the 17tli we loaded our 
wagon for the trip, so we could 
get an early start on the morning 
of the 18th, on which we left in 
d covered wagon, and landed back 
home the 10th -if December Now. 
anyone that never took a trip of 
that kind does not know what fun 
and good times are unless they go 
and see for themselves. No use of 
me to tell you what it is like, and 
how much you will eat and how 
good you will feel, of course. I 
mean if you like the out-of-door 
life and to hunt, camp out and sleep 
in a tent or in a sleeping bag 1 
will take a sleeping bag for mine.

We had one big time, killed a 
world of quail, but very Vw ducks, 
as it was not duck weather while 
we were gone We salted a lot of 
quail down while we were out and 
they were line and dandy when 
we landed back home. So we can 
have quail and not have to hunt 
them for some time

Think I have enough hunting to 
do me for a while. So think 1 shall 
sit around the fire and rub oft some 
of those foul tips 1 got at Poney 
and try to gain a few more pounds.

1 have gained fourteen pounds, 
and that is about all I need, for no­
body loves a fat man not at 
Honey, anyway.

If Manager *Smith can find play­
ers to fill the places of those he lost, 
and 1 think he can, even if it is 
hard to do. we’ll be in the race 
again. Smith’s long suit is to 
find players just a little faster 
than the other managers have. 
Then he telle them what to do, and 
they go and do it. So fans leave it 
to Bill, as they call him. and don’t 
worry until we lose six in a row.

I am all O. K. up to date, and 
1 am going to take life easy until 
Lime for the training season, and 
1 will be one of the first to want to 
see what some of the new pitchers 
have and will bring all the pepper 
there is in Oklahoma--and they 
have a lot of it out here. So, good 
luck and good-bye and a Merry 
Christmas and a Happy New Year 
to one aad all.

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The Georgian’s Expert Golfer Picks Sixteen Greatest Performers

EVANS SELECTS OUIMET AS BEST U. S. GOLFER
HIS i

J whe

By Chick Evans.
HIS is the season of ‘he year 

en golf writers are busily 
engaged preparing list's of the 

best sixteen players in America and 
the peculiarity of the lists is tho wide 
divergence after the first three names. 
This fact Immediately brings us to 
the question of standard and it shows 
us that without a generally recog­
nized standard lists of players are 
likely to become mere registers of 
prejudices and unstudied opinion* I, 
being n practical golfer as well as a 
theoretical reporter of the game, have 
spent the last few weeks painstak­
ingly devising my own little rating of 
players and 1 hope it will contribute 
something to the entertainment of 
golfers.

In preparing my list I determined 
to make intrinsic merit as evidenced 
b> sound golf my standard of meas­
urement. 1 have used medal play as 
the basis of my Judgment in deter­
mining the control of shots. and 
match play, freed as far as possible 
from circumstances over which the 
player himself has no control. The 
uctuul value of my standard depends, 
of course, upon what my Judgment of 
golf strokes is considered worth. As 
1 progressed with my list 1 was con­
fronted with the fact that several 
players occupied so nearly the same 
niche that only a golfing Solomon 
could determine which ones to eject, 
and not being any sort of a Solomon, 
I have boldly bracketed them. While 
this may weakeiF the list, it has the 
virtue of squarely presenting the 
merits of the players

I give Francis Ouimet the first 
plaec on my list. Although I «1o not 
believe that anyone seriously be­
lieves that lie is intrinsically a better 
player than Ray and Vardon, his vic­
tory over them at critical moments 
deserves the greatest possible credit 
It is founded upon sound golf and 
there is nothing freakish about it. I 
played with him in 1911 in the second 
half of the National Amateur quali­
fying round at Apawamis and my 
opinion of his future was formed 
then and it was not altered b\ his 
failure to qualify at Wheaton the fol­
lowing year. In the National Ama­
teur at Garden Pity I saw but few of 
his strokes, owing to the fact that 
t*he Eastern players started early and 
the Western players late, hut those 
few strokes confirmed my former 
good opinion He uses every club 
well and there is throughout a sub­
stantial soundness to his game.

1 give Warren Wood the second 
place on my list and Jerome Travers 
third. It mu> seem strange at first 
reading to see a Western champion 
placed ahead of the national one. but 
1 watched both players pla> In their 
respective championship and the po­
sition given is the logical result of 
the application of my standard.

Garden City Record Poor.
Mr. Travers is a marvelous match 

player his winning the national 
championship on four different occa­
sions emphasizes the constantly re­
peated fact.

He has two very fine shots—a 
beautifully long, straight iron, and a 
good putting stroke, achieving tne 
last with a Schenectady. Th * great­
est defeat I ever experience i in my 
life was at the hands of Mr Travers, 
and conceit might lead me to say that 
1 considered him in consequence a 
very great player, but the truth i* 
the weather on that day and the 
course were marvelously adapted to 
those two perfect strokes of his and 
that is a very different thing to say­
ing that a man has adapted skillful 
strokes to untoward weather condi­
tions A1- Mr By ers lias pointed out, 
match play rounds at Garden City 
were not very good this year

1 except the Travers-Ouimet match.

Warrent Wood has mastered the 
secret of wooden club control that 
constantly evades Travers. The lat­
ter, no doubt, can play more con­
sistently than Warren, the longest 
iron shot, and he may have a trifle 
the edge on putting; yet Warren is 
an excellent puUer and from 200 
yards down to the green he is un­
doubtedly the better player. In re­
covery from trouble Warren is also 
the better of tho two, and 1 have 
never known him to ’’shank” a shot— 
something Travers did several times 
at Garden Oity.

Travers is assuredly a better match 
than Warren and he has the ad­
vantage of more constant practice. 
Warren 1* a business man with a 
most exacting business. Indeed, few 
Western players. aft**r their school­
days, have the leisure of Eastern 
golfers.

I>ast June, for nearly a month, I 
had an opportunity to watch War­
ren's game under conditions of leis­
ure during the tour of the mid-West­
ern team, and the result satisfied me 
as to his great ability When he is 
really going he has all the shots in 
his bag.

Tener is the seventh pres­

ident that the Naitonal League 
ha? had since Its organization, late in 
jg75 His predecessors in the office 
have been Morgan B. Bulkeley, Wil­
liam A. Hurlburt, A. G. Mills, N. E 
Young. Harry C. Pulliam and Thomas 
j. Lynch. Mr. Hurlburt died in of­
fice April 10, 1882. Mr. Mills resigned 
the position in 1885, and Harry Pul­
liam committed suicide in 1909 by 
shooting himself in the head, after a 
physical and mental breakdown.

Mr. Bulkeley, the first president, 
held office only one year, being suc- 
cpoded in 1876 by William A. Hurl- 
burl. who has been called the “founder 
of the National League." Mr. Hurl­
burt wielded the reins until he died, in 
issiv His successor was A. G. Mills, 
who was succeeded in 1885, by N. E. 
Young. Mr. Young was also the sec­
retary and treasurer of the league, 
and it was not until after the Na­
tional went to war with the American 
League that Uncle Nick -stepped down 
and out. This was in 1902.

\ successor to Mr. Young was not 
chosen at once, but during 1902 the 
National League was run by a com­
mittee. of which the late John T. 
Bro«h was the chairman.

In 1908 Harry <\ Pulliam, who had 
been Barney Drey fuss’ right bower as 
secretary of the Louisville and Pitts­
burg clubs, was elected president. Pul­
liam's career in the league was very 
stormy. The strain of the 1908 cam­
paign. when the memorable play-off 
of the tie -between New York and 
Chicago occurred, and other incidents 
resulted in Mr. Pulliam breaking 
cown. At the meeting of the league 
in Chicago in 1909 Mr. Pulliam's con­
dition became so serious that it was 
decided to put the affairs in the hand^ 
of John A. Heydler, who was then, as 
now. secretary-treasurer of the or­
ganization.

Mr. Heydler, like every other man 
who has held the position or been the 
custodian of the office, couid not sat­
isfy all of the magnates. He had an 
excellent chance to be elected presi­
dent of the league at the meeting in 
December, 1909, until the Philadelphia 
club was sold to Charles P. Taft, of 
Cincinnati. This transaction lost Mr. 
Heydler the vote of the Philadelphia 
club and the election.

For an entire week the two factions 
of the league were deadlocked. Final- 

• it was agreed that President John 
T. Brush, of the N'ew York club, 
should select the man and all the 
clubs would vote for him. Mr. Brush 
sprung a complete surprise by nam­
ing Thomas J. Lynch, the former 
king of umpires,” who had been out 

of the national game for many years.
Mr. Lynch’s term has been filled 

with trouble. He has been repeatedly 
at odds with the club owners, but 
each year he managed to be re-elect­
ed because those opposed to him could 
not agree upon any individual Until 
a couple of months ago Mr. Lynch s 
reelectlon for a fifth year appeared to 
be good. His opponents—Herrmann, 
Ebbets and Dreyfuss—could not se- 
' ore any more votes for their candi­
date, Bob Brown. Then President 
Baker, of the Phillies, began his cam­
paign for Tener, which met with such 
success that In a very' short time all 
of the club owners were enlisted in 
ne unanimous “call” for the Govern­

or to accept the position.

SAN FRANCISCO, CAL., Dec. 17.—

The Coaiinga promoters made me 
a pretty good offer, and I decided to 
take it. 1 felt that I must show 
something in the way of a knock­
out punch if I hoped to stay with the 
fighting game. I realized that Tom­
my was a tough nut, but I was in 
good shape after my battle with the 
Bostonian, and I figured that I had a 
chance to do something with my hay­
maker.

I was the favorite with the fans 
down in Coaiinga because they knew 
me. But many of the sports in San 
Francisco made McFarland a favnr- 
ite over me. I heard this later on. 
However, 1 was desperate. I made 
up my mind to take a chance for a 
knock-out, and I never worked so 
hard in all my life as I did for that 
battle, because so much depended 
upon it.

Knocks Tom McFarland Out.
I stepped into that ring feeling like 

a 2-year-old. So did McFarland. In 
fact, we both looked good. He starr­
ed right after me and rushed me hard. 
He landed a few stiff ones on my 
stomach in the opening round, and 
I will admit that he shook mo up. As 
all the local fans know. Tommy is a 
fine infighter, and it is hard to get at 
him.

It was nip and tucl in the sec­
ond, and again in the third. He was 
strong and aggressive, and I had to 
keep stepping pretty lively, and he 
made me use everything in order to 
keep out of his way. The short-end 
bettors were boosting him along, and 
at the end of the second round he 
was holding me even, all right, and he 
may have had a lead.

The third round found me slugging 
with him and taking all sorts of 
chances. We just stood toe to tm^, 
and went at It. I had a shade because 
I guess that my condition had some­
thing to do with it.

The finish came in the fourth. It 
was then that I decided to take a 
chance and end it. if possible. T faint­
ed Tommy with a couple of lefts and 
waited for a chance with my right. 
He finally left an opening, and I shot 
over across to he jaw. That settled 
it. Tommy took ie count.

Naturally. I felt great after that 
battle. I showed a knock-out wa.- 
lop, and I was eager to get back to 
San Francisco, sign up for some mn-e 
fights, so that I might convince all the 
fans that I was able to ] unch hard. 

Johnny McCarthy a Jinx.
I hurried right back home when 1 

learned that 1 had a chance to get 
on with Johnny McCarthy. After 
knocking McFarland out. I was boost­
ed around San Francisco again, and 
I began to feel pretty proud of my­
self.

The first thine I did when I ftot 
hack to town was to sign with Mc­
Carthy for a ten-round mill over in 
Oakland I wa- fu" of confidence and 
I intended to go ’ <rht in and try for 
a knock-out. I realized that I would 

. have to square mytelf with m> old 
| friends, and i was ambitious to make

S<But no such luck. I fought a mis­
erable fight against McCarthy. I 
could not box. nor punch nor d> 
anything else. He held me to « 1ten- 
round draw, and I all but cri d in m 
dressing room after it 'yon over.

I realize now that Johnny must 
have been my jinx. Try as T could, I 
never seemeL to get right for him. 
He must have had something on me. 
or else I must have been made to or­
der for him. Anyhow, 1 was not in a 
position to display a punch or to box 
him and once more the knockers 
started after me. I did not blame 
them this time, either, for I should 
have done better. ,

Terrv Murphy was fighting good 
then. He looked like one of the best 
of the four-round boys. I begged or 
a chance against him, and they gave 
it to me Although this was only a 
couple of weeks after I had male

I such a bad fight with McCarthy, 1 
tore right after Murphy and won the 
decision easily. 1 had everything that 
night, and I set myself right with the 
fans again.

Britton an Easy Mark.
Next came Jack Britton. He had 

just arrived, bringing with him that 
great Eastern reputation. True, he 
had not done very well among th? 
four-rounders, but the fans were 
claiming that he had not got used to 
our climate. All he wanted was a 
crack at me. lie promised to wipe 
up the ring with me and send me 
back to work in jigtime. And I gave 
him the chance.

We drew a big house, and, if I re­
member right, Britton was a strong 
favorite over me. But that was all. 
I had his number In the first round, 
and I really believe that 1? I had cut 
loose In the third I would have laid 
Jack out and practically ended ills 
ring career. If ever I had a man 
where I wanted him, it was Britton. 
Maybe he will admit it and maybe he 
will not.

The report of the subcommittee, 
compiled after an all-night session, 
recommended that each State which 
oa_st over 35 per cent of its vote for 
the Republican ticket at the preced­
ing election will be allowed two dele- 
pates for each Congressional district, 
whereas It shall be entitled to but 
one If the Republican vote falls below 
35 per cent. The election of 1908 is 
to be the standard In 1916, because 
the elections of 19'.' ;iro held! to be 
“abnormal."

The plan recommended by the 
subcommittee will reduce the total 
number of votes in the convention 
from 1,024 to 954 The 70 votes elim­
inated will he lost In the following 
States: Illinois. 2; Kentucky, 1: New 
Jersey. 1; New York, 4; Alabama, 
0; Florida. 2: Georgia, 6. Louisiana, 
7; Mississippi, 8; North Carolina, 2; 
Oklahoma. 1; South Carolina, 7; 
Tennessee. 4; Texas. 14. Virginia, 5.

It was at first planned to have the 
basis of representation 25 per cent 
of the vote cast. This, however, was 
found to eliminate but 32 votes and 
the percentage waa raised to 35 per 
tent

WASHINGTON, Dec. 17.—The Un- 
derwood-Simmons tariff law has in­
creased materially the importation 
of foodstuffs Into this country, anc., 
according to Secretary of Commerce 
Redfield, has unquestionably resulted 
In broadening the food 3upply of the 
LTnited States.

This deduction is drawn by Mr. 
Redfield from statistics just com­
piled by the Bureau of Foreign and 
Domestic Commerce, showing the 
total imports in October last, the first 
month in which the new tariff law 
was in operation

These are the first official figures 
given out and will be scanned witn 
great interest by politicians as well 
as by business men and tne humble 
consumers.

Although Secretary Redfield's 
statement asserts that the new tariff 
law has broadened the food supply 
of the United States there is no ex­
planation of its effect on the prices 
that the American public is paying 
for the dally foodstuffs. As a mat­
ter of fact, the increased importa­
tions at lower rates of duty seem to 
have had no effect on the prices 
charged to the ultimate consumer.

Prices Remain as High.
The Redfield statement shows that 

there has been a large increase ia 
the number of cattle imported into 
the United States and also a large 
Increase in the amount of corn, fish, 
beef, cream, potatoes, wheat and 
other foodstuffs; yet the prices, if 
the general complaints of consumers 
which have recently ben pouring in 
on Congress are true, remain as high, 
If not higher, than they were under 
the Payne-Aldrich tariff law.

The Redfield figures seem to raise 
the question whether or not the Re­
publicans were not very near the 
truth when they contended that the 
middleman would reap any profit that 
might accrue from the new tariff law 
and that the consumer would tind 
himself paying as much for the 
things that go into his market basket 
as he did under the much-abused Re­
publican protective system.

The figures compiled by the Bureau 
of Foreign and Domestic Commer 
Include the imports and exports fr 
the first four months of the pres 1 
fiscal year.

In consider'ng these figures 
should be borne in mind that the 
statistics for the month of October 
represent only twenty-eight days, ill?

The condition of the crop is expected 
to be high. ’ December last year it was 
93.2 per cent, compared with 86.6 in 
1911, and a ten-year average of 89.2. 
Rye condition will compare with 93.3 
last year, 93.3 in 1912 and a ten-year 
average of 92.7 Acreage harvested this 
year was 2,255,000.

' EX'S book. "The Hu- 

inanities In the Educa­
tion of the Future.” discusses the 
problem of efficiency with the 
emphasis upon a somewhat un­
usual aspect of the rise and fall 
of the aspirant:

“In doing" the work of the world 
we see that men must go up or in 
the long run they must go out. 
Take the simplest illustration, the 
men that make the fires in loco­
motives on our railways; out of 
every hundred, seventeen step 
forward to the throttle of the lo­
comotive. six of this seventeen 
are advanced to locomotives on 
what are called ‘passenger runs.’ 
There is tnis sifting of men on 
the basis of their capacity to 
take responsibility. What then 
becomes gt the 85? Weil, then*

is room for them to ri9e in firing, 
and so long as they increase in 
efficiency on their own level they 
are safe; but if they do not so 
increase there is other work for 
them—in the switching crew, or 
the roundhouse, or on the road­
bed. and they must go out.

"This is true of every level of 
la6or. It is a law, inexorable; 
rather a grim law, it would ap­
pear at first glimpse, but really 
benevolent and cheerful; for it is 
the basis of the noblest optimism 
that we can entertain, and for 
this reason: It is easier to go up 
than to go down. Note the rise 
of a man in his business or his 
profession, and you will see that 
every step of ascent brings him 
to his own, to that in which he is 
at home

‘ This is the hope of humanity
I

that men can go up and be at 
home. We can go down, too, of 
course, but the whole atmos­
phere of a lower situation is 
striking and offensive to us, and 
we can only by degrees and with 
resistance settle down to it.

“It is so in social adjustments, 
so in culture, so in art. Raise a 
man to better social conditions 
than those to which he has been 
accustomed, and he will feel an 
expansive thrill of adaptation 
that will make him instantly at 
home. Let there be an uplift in 
culture, in literature, music or 
any art, and the soul flutters with 
the jov of a new possession, a 
new and congenial environment; 
but you can’t go downward in so­
ciety. in culture or in art w ithout 
a chill. *

Tt is so in morals, so in the 
achievemeflts of the spirit There

is no compulsion toward the 
downward way. No man can 
plead his evil inclinations as an 
excuse for his fall.

‘It is the very nature of spirit 
to be qualified by inspiration for 
those sudden betterments of con­
dition. Any upward movement is 
in response to the natural aspira­
tion of the soul, and universally 
we go upward with joy, down­
ward with regret and chagrin.

“This point may well be ear­
nestly pressed, for it is the secret 
of efficiency—the animation of 
young life with a reasonable in­
citement to improve. None are 
more open to such wholesome 
ambitions than the young, and it 
should be a ruling factor in the 
aim of those who teach to set for 
those they teach high standards 
in the best things.” . _

SOME TIME ago a gentleman 
from Richmond, Va., call­
ed at our home one even­

ing by appointment. He was 
three-quarters of an hour late, 
and said he had lost hts way. 
This was on Peachtree street! 
He came on the trolley and said 
he had asked the conductor to 
put him off at the 1300 block, 
whereupon the man grinned at 
him and said: “We ain’t got 
nothin’ like that in Atlanta!”

Last Sunday a gentleman from 
Nashville arrived half an hour 
late for a dinner engagement. 
He, too, had been making a 
house-to-house canvass looking 
for our number. He was a timid 
man, and explained that it was a 
little unusual but very nice after 
you got used to tt!

Has Registered Protest.
Now, we read every day In the 

papers that Atlanta is far ahead 
of Richmond and Nashville In 
bank clearings and postal re­
ceipts and yet how far behind In 
this trifling particular, which 
could be remedied In a week at 
small cost!

Our distinguished postmaster 
has himself registered a protest 
against this disgusting and un­
necessary waste of time by the 
postman and every other man.

In August, 1912, constrained by 
my great love for this city—of 
which I am one of the oldest In­
habitants—at your request I 
wrote several articles along this 
line, after making a thorough 
study of the subject at the Rus­
sell Sage Foundation. In the 
meantime, a visit to Panama, with 
its horrible climate, caused me 
to wonder at our high 
death rate and our short 
life average (54 years) with 
our splendid climate. Mr. John 
D. Patterson has lately returned 
from a short residence In Pana­
ma—he Is overcome with the 
dirt He says there is more filth 
on one block on Alabama street 
than in the whole Canal Zone. 
Mr. Patterson was bom and 
raised In Atlanta, but Atlanta has 
become a stench In his nostrils 
since he has seen the possibilities 
of the better way.

Well, my suggestions about a 
city plan, a social survey, an ex­
pert engineer marking the streets, 
numbering the houses and fixing 
things so they would stay fixed, 
and a few other little things, 
served to bear a little fruit, but 
It was only for a short time that 
there was a small stir, some dis­
cussions, some resolutions, some 
committees, »jnd then we had a 
relapse, and our civic temperature 
went down again to zero. The 
only result apparent, so far as I 
know, was that we did have a 
Social survey,

Gave It Publicity.
As for the social survey, that 

part of my suggestion was adopt­
ed, more than a year later. Three 
experts came, saw, and reported. 
What then? The report was read 
and pigeon-holed! It is unbe­
lievable, but true.

Why? There was nothing dras­
tic or extreme in the report—It 
was far more gentle and kind 
than could have been expected. 
The finger was put firmly but ten­

derly upon the spot, the disease 
diagnosed, the remedy named. 
Then what? That seems to have 
been all.

How different 1n Syracuse, as 
I formerly pointed out. When 
they had their survey, some years 
ago, they had a map made of it, 
sixty feet long, and hung it In the 
largest retail store in town, show­
ing plainly every weak point In 
the municipality. The four larg­
est organizations In the city, the 
Ministers' Association, the Cham­
ber of Commerce, the Federation 
of Trades and the Associated 
Charities took 1* up and gave It— 
PUBLICITY!

Sermons w ere pTeached In every 
church, essays were written in 
every school, mass meetings were 
held every night in different lo­
calities, and in one year’s time 
oyracuse blossomed like a rose.

Now what possible end is to be 
gained by concealment? Much is 
already known about Atlanta. Tt 
Is public property, published by 
the Government of the United 
States that in spite of our unriv­
aled climate wo are the THIRD 
TYPHOID city in the country, 
ranking next to Birmingham and 
Nashville. Why then conceal the 
enemy? The disease is not nec­
essarily fatal, the remedy is sim­
ple enough, all that is needed is to 
follow the wise prescription that 
we have secured and all will be 
well.

Of course, Mr. Editor, I am 
nothing but a woman, but I de­
mand to know what right any 
body of men has to withhold vital 

. information, fraught with all the 
issues of life and death, from their 
fellow-citizens, when a little time, 
a little attention, a little money 
and a little, knowledge would 
change our whole complexion.

The Law That’s Needed.
Said a distinguished gentleman 

to me yesterday; 'Madame, if 
Atlanta were put on the footinp 
she deserves, I verily believe yon 
frould see 400.000 people here in 
two years.”

Let’s stop talking so proudly 
about our clearings and our post- 
office and our skyscrapers, and 
get us out a microscope in place 
of our horn, and see if by next 
Christmas we can not reduce our 
typhoid and tuberculosis.

Now, wouldn’t it be nice if w 

could walk out New Year’s Day 
and find that Santa Claus ha-d 
brought us the century plan for 
numbering our homes, such as is 
in use all over the civilized world, 
Atlanta excepted ?

Atlanta is so free and easy, do 
as you please, go as you please 
Perhaps that is why we are so 
popular. A gentleman on the 
street car the other day asked the 
motorman if he had been vacci­
nated. “No,” he said; “I am Just 
taking the place of a friend who 
is in the pesthou8e.” If we had 
a law requiring that everybody be 
vaccinated, especially those who 
come in contact with the public 
as street car men, wouldn’t it 
prevent the spread of loathsome 
smallpox? Wouldn’t it save the 
city some money and the people 
some trouble? Have we not a 
right to demand such & law and 
its proper enforcement?
