THE MEXICAN “SITUATION: 
Dispatches from Mexico City state that Huerta’s resigna- 

tion has been demanded by President Wilson. 

Later dispatches announce that Huerta will ignore the de- 
mand for the time being, and has appealed to representatives 
of the powers for their backing. 

Washington dispatches state that Secretary Bryan was at 
his office nearly all night, expecting more important news from 

Mexico. Early in the day he refused to deny or affirm the re- 
ports of an ultimatum. Later he denied that an ultimatum had 

been issued. 
Senator Bacon of Georgia, chairman of the Foreign Rela- 

tions Committee, says the Mexican situation has about reached 

a ‘‘conelusion.’’ Navy and War Departments are active. 

Dispatches from Mexico City carry a denial from Charge 
d’Affaires O'Shaughnessy that he had presented any ulti- 

matum to Huerta.
