Huerta will order another national 
election for February, according to 

report, and keep office until then.

WASHINGTON, Oct. 29.—President 

Wilson to-day began the preparation 

of a statement of his Mexican policy 

for the benefit of the Buropean pow- 

ers, which, it is believed, may lead to 

the final elimination of General 

Huerta from Mexican affairs, through 

the “moral suasion” of the govern- 

ment’s interested in Mexico. 
The President had an early confer- 

ence with Secretary Bryan, and later 

John Bassett Moore, counsellor of the 
State Department, sent to the White 

House documents believed to contain 

the statements of the English, Ger- 

man and French governments of their 

willingness to await the announce- 

ment of this country’s attitude in 

Mexico before taking further action. 

Just when this note will be presented 

to the powers is not known, 

The Felix Diaz incident was partial- 

yly ended to-day when Admiral Fiet- 

cher, at Vera Cruz, was instructed 

from Washington to transfer General 

Diaz and the other refugees on board 
the United States steamship Louisi- 

ana to the first convenient merchant 

steamer leaving the Mexican port for 

a neutral country.

August A. Busch, eldest son, is the 

principal beneficiary, it being stipu- 

lated that he shall recefvye two-sev- 

enths of the entire estate, 

Mrs. Lilly Busch, the widow, is the 

second largest beneficiary, the multi- 

millionaire having provided that she 

should have one-eighth of the estate, 

absolutely, together with the villa 

Lily In Germany, another German es- 

tate and the household property, 

horses, carriages, jewelry and paint- 

ings.

censes, and there ia hardly any 
chance for anything but a purely so- 
‘cial club to get a Iicense to sell in- 
toxtcating drinks.

While no other 
action has as. yet been taken on the 
motion, it has aroused a tumult of dis- 
cussion among Atlanta women and 
threatens to precipitate a breach in 
several organizations which in itself 
will eliminate some part of the avow- 
ed evil. 

Relief to Operators. 
No comprehensive idea of what the 

debated husbands have to say about 
the motion was learned Thursday. Of- 
ficials of the telephone company de- 
clared, however, that they thought 
such action would be a great relief 
to its switchboard operators. Women 
interviewed declared that’ they 
hought the’ move a good one, except 

for its impracticability. 
“It seems to me,” said Mrs. Price- 

Smith, “that all necessary calling over 
the phone could be done by 6 o'clock 
n the evenings, in that way leaving 
te women a chance to have a quiet 
study hour, and then an evening off 
with the husband or family.

Regiments of cavalry from Fort Bliss, 
Texas, and Fort Huachuca, Arizona, 
and their replacement by the Tenth 
end Fifteenth Cavalry, The Tenth 
Cavalry now is at Fort Ethan Allen 
Vt. It will be moved by rail to New 
York, and there will embark on an 
army transport for Galveston, Texas, 
whence it will proceed overland to 
Arizona. 

“In the meantime the three squad- 
rons of the Fifteenth Cavalry which 
now are located at Fort Myer, Va.; 
Chicago and Fort Leavenworth, 
Kans., will assemble at Fort Leaven- 
worth and proceed southward to Fort 
Bliss, relieving the Second Regiment, 
Both the Second and Fifth Regiments 
will be relieved of border duty and 
moved to posts in the North, the Fifth 
going to Fort Ethan Allen and the 
Second being divided between Forts 
Myers and Leavenworth.”

It is circu- 
lated even at the White House with- 
out denial. 

President Wilson is expected to 
Place before Huerta the alternative 
of putting the interests of Mexico be- 
fore his organization, or of willfully 
continuing himself in power notwith- 
standing that he is now considered a 
detriment to Mexico's interest. 

President Wilson now ig believed 
to be withholding the issuance of his 
note until he Is certain of the support 
of the chief European powers in the 
Stand he has taken. Even if this sup- 
Port can not be obtained, however, it 
ig expected that he will issue his 
statement, and trust to the moral in- 
fluence of the United States to effect 
the elimination of Huerta. 

Prisons Filled With 
Plotters for Diaz. 
Special Cable to The Atlanta Georgian. 

MEXICO CITY, Oct. 30.—Every 

prominent supporter of Felix Diaz is 

being secretly arrested on orders is- 
sued by General Huerta. Many have 

been seized in the federal district and 
at Vera Cruz. Among the prisoners 
are wealthy men who furnished the 
funds for the Diaz presidential cam- 
paign. 

It became known to-day for the first 
time that the conspiracy aimed to put 
Diaz in power in Huerta’s stead was 
widespread.

AVS JURY 

PLYMOUTH, MASS,.,. Oct. 30.— 

Mrs. Jennie May Baton to-day was 
acquitted of the murder of her hus- 
band, Rear Admiral Joseph Giles Ea- 
ton, formerly of Alabama, after the 
jury had deliberated her ¢ase eleven 
hours. 

The verdict of not guilty was re- 
turned at 5:08 a, m,, after a crowd of 
lawyers, relatives, friends and curious 
persons had kept an all-night vigil 
{n the courtroom. 

A remarkable scene took place 
when the foreman announced the 
verdict that cleared Mrs. Eaton of the 
charge of having poisoned her hus- 
band with arsenic at their home in 
Assinippi, Mass. 

The acquitted woman rose to her 
feet and, gripping the hands of her 
lawyers, exclaimed in a shaken 
voice: “Thank God! I have the best 
lawyers in Massachusetts.” 

About 200 persons were in the 
courtroom when the verdict was an- 
nounced. In spite of a previous warn- 
ing from the bench, the spectators in 
the rear of the room rose in their 
seats and started to cheer when the 
defendant wag acquitted. 

Almost immediately Mrs. Eaton, 
accompanied by her lawyers, left the 
courthouse, With all possible dis- 
patch Mrs, Eaton left for Assinippi to 
rejoin her aged mother, Mrs. Vir- 
gina Harrison, and her daughter, 
Dorothy Eaton,

EW ORLBANS, Oct. 30.—The 
Dixie League has_ formed,

them and had the pennant awarded 
even before the fumes of a World's 
Series had been cleared from the 
atmosphere, according to reports. 

The rumor came that they would 
buck organized baseball if they could 
not enter the ranks of the legitimate.

» Now they have called a halt. Thus 
the Dixie League finishes one of the 
fastest schedules on record. The 
league disbanded in better shape than 
any league ever has, for the only ex- 
pense was the stationery. 
They have calied off the dogs and 

decided that there would be no new 
league. This intelligence comes from 
Harry N. Farr, the secretary of the 
proposed venture. In correspondence 
with a well-known Birmingham man 
who was feeling around for the job of 
manager of one of the clubs, Mr. Farr 
states that his association could not 
gain recognition by organized ball, 
and that otherwise they considered it 
a hopeless fight, hence they were 
going to let the matter stop right 
where it-begen. 
The wise ones think there was real- 

ly no room for two clubs in the cities 
mentioned in the proposed line-up. 
With the possible exception of Bir- 
mingham and Atlanta, the other towns 
along the route would have proved a 

frost, and Shreveport and Little Rock 
have been weighed in the balance and 
found wanting.

HERE is no lenger the 

sy Slightest doubt that the 

time is coming, and per- 
haps close at hand, when we shall 

habitually talk to one another at 
distances of hundreds, or even 

thousands, of miles without the 

intervention of any wires con- 

necting the speaker with the 

hearer. Wireless telephony is an 

established fact; but the appa- 

ratus still needs development be- 

fore it can come into general, 

everyday use and displace the ex- 

isting telephonic system, 

There is something weirdly tm- 
pressive in the thought of trans- 

ferring the feebie human voice 

over mountains and seas, and 

making it virtually .encircle the 

earth. Man speaks and his plan- 

et hears! At his command a 

little electric demon transforms 

his voice into waves that traverse 

the ether with the speed of light, 

carrying the voice with them, 

locked up in their undulations. 

In less than one second and a 

third they could bear it to the 

moon. In about three minutes

Was anything equally marvelous 

ever imagined about the powers 

of the magicians of old?

A sound waye 

would require more than three 

quarters of an hour to go 60( 

miles through the air; an electric 

Wave goes that distance in one- 

three-hundredth of a second! 
Practically we may say that the 

transmission {is in&tantaneous. 

\The samme thing is, of course 
true of simple signals transmitte: 
by wireless telegraphy. They 

could go round the earth in abou 

one-seventh of a second, This fac 

is about to be taken advantage of 

in order to ascertain more accu 

rately than it is known at present 

the longitude of Washington.
