Tendency of: Present Age 

Toward Materialism 

That the modern reformers have “in- 
flicted on the country a senseless and 
baseless agitation about ‘white slav- 
ery,” and that reformers are the caus? 
of the materialistic tendencies of the 
age, was stated by Right Rev. Thomas 
a Gatlor, bishop of Tennessee, Tues- 
lay. 
Bishop Gailor, who came to Atlanta 

to attend the meeting of the boar@ of 
regents of Sewanee university, of 
which he. is chairman, declared the ma- 
jority of the ‘crusaders, as salaried 
agents and secretaries of. elemosynary 
institutions, are keeping up a continual 
agitation about ‘something bécatise they 
must earn their money. 

“The agitation about women's dress 
and modern dances is useless,” said 
Bishop Gailor. “They have a right to 
dress as they please, and it is my 
belief that. a respectable woman is 
going to remain respectable and con- 
duct herself-in a respeetable -manner 
whether on the street or in the ball 
room. And-if a woman is net respec- 
table, agitation will not make her re- 
Spectable.” 

Bishop Gailor said the appeals of 
the reformers have. been purely physi- 
cal, and their agitation has been di- 

rected toward the solving of the wholly 
physical problems of life. 

“Their agitation has been resultful. 
The gospel of comfort is more powerful 
in America today than the gospel. of 
Jésus Christ... The American people 
think only of pleasure and money. ‘Their 
minds are filled solely. with thoughts 
of a good time and. how to get it,” said 
Bishop Gailor.

‘The report that President Wilson's veto awaits 

the Burnett immigration bill, should it pass the Sen- 

ate with the literacy test retained, is not unexpected. 

Years go Mr, Cleveland unflinchingly opposed a sim- 

ilar measure on the-substantial ground that it was 

contrary to Democratic and American. principles and 

out of keeping with common justice and common 

sense. .It is to be regretted that the House of Rep- 

resentatives passed this bill; it is to be hoped that 

the Senate will either rid it of the objectionable 

clause or let it die; but Congress failing, the Presi- 

dent will naturally challenge it with his accustomed 

sense of fitness and fair play. 

There can be no reasonable complaint against tle 

strictest measures that are designed honestly ‘and 

intelligently to protect this country from the riff- 

raff of-the Old World.

“If this country is suffering from overpopula- 

tion, and-we are convinced that we must shut our 

ports to immigrants, let us say so in plain lan- 

guage and do it in open, honest fashion, But if 

what we are trying to do isto exclude .unde- 

sirable immigrants, the proposed test does not 

reach the root of the trouble at all, but tends 

to defeat its own object. A desirable immigrant 

is not necessarily an immigrant who can read 

thirty or forty words in his own or some other 

language. A parrot might be taught to do that 

and pass the test that has been devised by our 

Congressional sages. And so could the most dan- 

gerous criminals and moral degenerates who 

come to us from abroad. On the other hand, it 

is a matter of common knowledge that thousands 

of honest, sturdy and illiterate immigrants have 

furnished the "parent stock for some of our best 

and most useful citizenship, and have added ma- 

terial and moral strength to their adopted coun- 

try. If any test can be devised by which the 

morally unfit can be kept out of this country, 

there will be universal concurrence in its adop- 

tion. But the literacy test, on the face of it, is 

utterly powerless to probe into character, and it 

violates the American principles which has al- 

ways proclaimed an open door to the worthy 

people of all countries wito desire to cast in their 

lot with us.”

tation. * 

Ignorance and neglect, rather baffling disease, are 

chargeable with the greater part of infant mortality; 

and to a marked degree, the community is’ respon- 

sible. Impure milk leads to thousands of deaths 

among babies. This is a peril which any city can 

virtually eliminate by a thoroughgoing ordinance sup- 

ported with a careful system of inspection. .Wher- 

ever such measures have been taken, the infant death 

rate has steadily declined. Failure to provide such a 

safeguard is a municipal crime. 

Sanitation in general is a public matter. It con- 

cerns all the people all the time, and demands the 

kegnest. energy of government., It cannot be left to 

individual interest, if.the community is to be pro- 

tected. That is true not only of milk and food sup- 

ply but also of housing conditions. The city that 

suffers any element of its population to be quartered 

in grime.and misery, puts the health of all in jeo- 

pardy and keeps its death rate high. ; 

One hundred and fifty|thousand preventable deaths 

in a twelvemonth! A hundred and fifty thousand 

baby lives put out through carelessness of simple 

hygienic or sanitary laws! The record challenges 

earnest thought on the part of governments, city, 

state and national. A great deal has been accom- 

plished in the reduction of infant mortality in recent 

years. Conditions are incomparably better than a 

decade ago, But a vast deal more remains to be 

done, and-communities no less than individuals must 

face the responsibility.

’ THE NATIONAL ACADEMY Your Name Mean? 

HAT does your name mean? How did farnily 

W names originate? Did your ancestors have 
three names, or even two, to keep their in- 

dividuality distinct? These are a few natural ques- 
tions that home people find {t hard to answer. 

A rapid glance at the earliest history of any coun- 
try shows that the people were content with one name, 
says Charles M.-McLaury in the Girls’ Own Paper and 
Woman's Magazine, London. But as they grew more 

numerous it! became necessary or desirable to give 
Some additional name or title: as a mark of honor, or 

for a nickname or other means of distinguishing one 
man from his fellows, S80 we have Zero the Stole, 
Saul of Tartus, Peter the Mermit, Richard the Lion 

Hearted. , eee eae ae 
_ Whence first came the surnames no one may pre- 
sume to say. Perhapsiall sources were used equally, 
‘but next to “Smith,” the commonest ones are those 
made up of the father’s name plus the word “son” in 
“Saxon, or its equivalent in other dialects, In Celtic 

the word for “son” is “Mae” or “Mic,” usually short- 
ened tu “Mc’’ or “M’.” So we find the MacDonald's 
(the. son of Donald), the McLoughlins, the McCabes 
and’ the McGuires. 

From the Irish “0” (for “son of’) we have the 
O'Briens, the. O'Conneis. and the O'Gormans. In Welsh 
“son of!’ appears as “Ap,” and this placed before a 

father’s name changes it so as to be hardly recogniz- 
} able; in this ‘list belong Price (Ap Rice, son of Rice), 

Bowen (Ap Owen), Pritchard (Ap Richard), Powell 
(Ap Howell): eit 
~ From the Norman “fils,” a “son,” came the modified 
ferm Fitz, and then Witt Warren as two names, Fitz- 
gerald or Fitz Gerald, and Fitzpatrick: Closely allied 
to these are’ the endings, “Iin,’ “et,” “ey,” “ot” and 

“ing,” meaning “little.” Hence we get Wilkins (little 
Will), Willet, Willey, Elliot (little Blas) and Dunning 
(little Dun). 

After the battle of Hastings in 1066 came the Nor- 
mans, and with’ them a host of new names. ‘Then we 

hear of the Roberts, Richards, Rolands and Mileses 
(a soldier), .with variows modified forms. So from 

Robert came Robertson, Robins, Robinson, Dobbs, Dob- 
binson and Dobson, Richard gaye’ us Richardson, Rich- 
ards, ‘Ricks, Dick, Dix, Dixon, Dickens, Dickinson, 
Hicks, Higgins and strangely enough Hitchcock (‘“cock” 
meaning a pert young fellow). 

One niore became prominent about this time, John, 
Johnson and the derivative Jones, son of John, which 
in its various forms of Jenkins, Jenks, Jennings, Jack, 
Jackson, Jacox, the Welsh Evans, the lemish Hanson, 
Hankins, Hancock and Little-John, gives the Smitps a 
hard race to keep first place. 

In'those early days when the old Norse deities were 
realities we expect to find some names derived from 

them. So we have Oden, probably from “Odin.” “Thor” 
is probably seen in Torry and surely in Thorman 

(Thor’s man): also in Thorburn, where “burn” is from 
an old word meaning a bear, an animal sacred to this 

god. Flint represents ag subordinate deity of that 

name, whose image of large size was made of, flint. 
Frost likewise recalls a minor divinity, an elf, 

“Frosti," who helped to produce cold; hence our “Jack 

Frost” of nursery rhymes. The heavenly bodies were 
deified and still live as names. Here we naturally 

look for Mr. Sun, but in vain, although Mr. Moon is 

fairly common. The mystery is solved, however, when 

we learn that among the anciént Norsemen the sun 

was a feminine deity and the moon was her brother. 
Starr we have, and the deities of the chief seasons 
have given us Summer and Winter, with Snow as the 
latter's companion. 

With the extension of Christianity came names of 

a Biblical stamp, and in great numbers. Boys were 
named in honor of prominent characters or of saints 

on whose birthdays the children were born or saved 
from some disaster. Here we find Adam, Moses, Da- 
vid, Matthew, John, Paul or Saul, Philip or Phelps and 
Seymour (St. Maur.) 

If the birth oceurred on a holy day or during a 
feast, that was recorded, and our directories contain 
Christmas, Yule and, of like. meaning through the Nor- 

man, Noel and Nowell, Pask and Pascal (Easter), Pen- 
tecost and Tiffany and Tiffen from the feast of Epi- 
phany. 

Localities must have had a great and permanent 
influence on names. hy¢n now we speak of “John Doe” 
at the schoolhouse, by the mill, or elsewhere. In Sax- 
on, “ate,” “atte” or “atten” meant “at the,” and old 

records abound with such entries as “Thomas atte 
Grove,” “Andrew ate Wode,” etc. Their descendants, 

Atwood, Atwell and Nash (“atten ash") are of everyday 

acquaintance. Such names as Woodman. Poole (pool 
or small lake), Gate, Cross, Church, Temple, Crossman, 
‘Townsend, Field and Street show their origin at once. 

When roads were poor and bridges were scarce peo- 
ple had to cross deep streams by ferry, and the man 
nearby was called “ferry;” or if the stream were shal- 

lowér it was crossed by a ford, and Mr. “Ford” is 
common. If the crossing were easy the man was called 

“Sandiford,” or more simply, “Sandford;’ if difficult, 
his name was “Rockford.” But if the place could rise 
to the dignity of having a bridge, there was a keeper, 
and his name was “Bridgeman” or “Bridge.’? The ma- 
terial of the bridge was indicated by “Woodbridge” or 
Stonebridge. 

Nirections are seen in North, East, South. West, 

Eastman and Eastwood. In that period of huts the 
man who could afford to own a house was Mr. House, 
and the material was indicated by Woodhouse or Stone- 
house. If it stogd by the moor or marsh it was Moor- 
house or Morehouse, and if the occupant used it for 

purposes of school he was called Mr. Schoolhouse. If 
he were thrifty enough to have a painted house he 
was pointed out as Mr, Whitehouse, Mr. Greenhouse or 
even Mr. Greenhut. 

Doubtless some or the names that tell of official 

position in early English life were given In derision 
to persons who assumed the airs of the officials whose 

‘titles they bear, but others were true titles of office. 
In this list we put Lord, Baron, Sheriff, Beadle, who 

served the summons; Constable. the chief judge in the 
Count of Chivalry; Bailey (bailiff), or Reéve, Wood- 
ruff (wood recve), Judge and Mace, who carried a staff 
before the judge. 

Of those connected with the estate we may mention 
Ward (watchman), Parkman, Forester, Fowler, Megsen- 
ger, Hornblower, Piper, Porter, Page, Chamberlain, 
Cook, Carver, Spicer, Butler, Jester. rye

tings, there is the home of the academy. Then, ton 
its members are scattered throughout the states. ‘Then 
names do not appear in the appropriation bills, as 

they draw no salaries or pensions from the governmen: 
And, finally, the publications and transactions of the 
academy are not of a kind to attract, much pubite 
notice, 

There has long been a desire among the 

Mmertibers to build a splendid home for the academy in 
the national capital, where it holds its regular busi- 

ness meetings every year, beginning on the third Tues- 
day in April. Such a building, worthy of the natio: 
corporate body of the country’s representative schol 
ars, according to some plans, would contain not merely 
rooms for the housing of the administrative offices 
and an auditorium for regular assemblies, but housing 
facilities for its visiting members and foreign guests 
and well equi.ped research laboratories. At present. 
the accounts of the institution carry a building fund 

of $7,000, and, should this fund be made sufficiently 
jarge through subscriptions, the academy would, prob- 
ably, request congress to provide it with the land for 
its building.

There are 132 members of the academy. They are 

recognized in two aivisions and eight sections r the 

purpose of fasilitating the transaction of business. 

The division of mathematics and physics comprehends 
three sections—mathematics and astronomy, physics 
and engineering, and chemistry. The division of nat- 
ural history is subdivided into five sections—geology 
and paleontology, botany, zoology and animal morph- 
logy, physiology and pathology, and authropology and 
psychology.

Explanation of the first heading is unnecessary. It

In the fulfillment of this responsibility, the acad- 
emy has appointed a long list of committees for the 
investigation of special questions tnat have been re- 

The last work done 
for the government was in 1908, when committees we 
appointed at the request of joint commissions and com- 
mittees of congress for the study of the methods and 
expenses of conducting scientific work under the suv 
ernment. One of its fruitful government labors was 
its report upon the inauguration of a rational forest 
policy for the forest lands of the United States, whic 
resulted in the adoption of the academy's recommenda 
tions and the setting aside of great forest reserves. 
All manner of scientific subjects have been treatet 
in its investigations for the United States. With the 
present high development of the scientific burea 
the government and of the national laboratories, 
of the questions formerly referred to the academy ca” 
be answered by the nation’s employes. Questions re 
quiting co-operation of authorities in several ids of 
research, however, still can be most effectively handle¢ 
for the country by the academy.

Deadlock in Money Sheet 

Salaries of city. employes and other 
necessary expenses are being paid by 
‘ity Comptroller Goldsmith despite the 
zeneral council's faflure to reach an 
agreement on the finance sheet. 

When City Attorney Mayson  rulec 
last Monday that disbursements coulc 
ot be made legally, pending the pas 

age of the sheet and its approval by 
the’ mayor, Comptroller Goldsmith an 
eunced that he would pay out no more 
‘soney until the sheet had been passes 

Later he determined to take a practi- 
al view of the situation, rather thar 

be governed by the legal technicalities 
involved, and to go ahead and pay the 
necessary operating expenses of the city 
vegardiess of the dealock on the fi- 
bance sheet. 

There is today no more prospect of 
an agreement on the sheet than there 
was Monday. Councilman tMumphrey 
chairman of the finanee committee and 
eacer. of. the supporters of the sheet 

in the common council, still declines 
to amend the sheet. The members of 
the aldermanie board still declare their 
intention of refusing to pass the sheet 
until it is amended in accordance with 
their wishes. 
Councilman A. W. Farlinger, ¢ 

member. of ‘the finance committee, went 
to chairman Humphrey Wednesday | 
morning and submitted a basis of com- 
promise on which he claimed the com- 
mon council and the aldermanic boarc 
ould get together. Councilman Hum- 

phrey declined to consider it. Council- 
man’Farlinger afterwards expressed the 
opinion that the differences between 
euncil’and the aldermanic board shoulc 

be settled by compromise, instead of 
each body holding out stubbornly 
against the other. 

The general council will meet in ad. 
journed session Thursday afternoon to 
make another effort to reach an agree- 
ment, having adjourned to that day 
from. last Monday. 

CLARA LOUISE KELLOGG 
And Her Wonderful Career 
After her retirement from her suc- 

cessful appearance in opera in Vienna, 
St. Petersburg and the United States, 
Clara’ Louise Kellogg confined herself 
to coneert engagements. Born near 
Charleston, 8. C., she became one of the 
popular concert singers of her time. 
She was educated in New York City, 
completing her training under Arditi in 
London, singing his famous “Waltz 
Song” forthe first time. Her debut 
was made at Gilda In “Rigoletto” in 
New York City in the closing year of 
the Civil war, but her greatest success 
was as Marguerite in Gounod’s 
“Faust,” when it was presented for 
the first time in the United States. 
Clara Louise Kellogg, like other Amer- 
ican prima donnas, never grew weary 
of singing the old familiar songs and 
ballads for encores, and when she sang 
Govnod’s “When to Thy Vision,” she 
transported her hearers to the mas- 
ter’s music, rendered in telling the 
story of “two fond flow’rets on one 
stem. united.” She organized her fa- 
mous concert company with the popular 
Brignoli as ‘tenor. This was at the 

. time when Brignoli’s popularity was 
associated with Hatton's “‘Good-by, 
Sweetheart, Good-by,” which he sang in 
broken accent.
