Well, in 

EMPLOYMENT BURERU 
FOR ATLANTA 15 URGED. 

Philip Weltner Is Planning to 
Submit Proposition to Coun- 

cil Soon 

Philip Weltner, secretary of the Geor- 
gia Prison association. and other leaders 
of the organization, are preparing to 
urge on the city couneil the establish- ; 
ment of a municipal employment bu- 
reau. 

In speaking of the need of such un or- 
ganization in the city covernmert “Wr. 

Weltner called attention to the fact that 
hundreds of men are arrested in Atlanta. 
each year for vagrancy, 

In many instances, he says, the men 
are fined by the elty recorder, and they 
either get the money tor tue une wv 
their savings or secure It from relative 
who are probably in poor circumstances 
themselves. In some cases, says Mr, 
‘Weltner, after the vagrant has paid nis 
fine, he cannot secure a job, even if he 
really wants one. 

Other vagrants are sent to the city 
stockade. and after they serve their own 
sentences are unable to find employment. 
And most important of all, he points 
out, dozens of people come to Atlanta 
each year, and are unapte to find em- 
ployment, because they do not know how 
to conduct an intelligent search for a 
Job. With a municipal bureau these peo- 
ple could quickly be placed in touch 

with manufacturers and others who need 
labor. 

Mr. Weltner will probably urge in| 
connection with the employment burean | 
an ordinance which would permit the 
payment of recorder’s court flnes on the 
installment plan. 

He declares that a number of cities} 
have adopted the plan of allowing in| 
certain cases the violator of municipal! 
ordinances to pay their fines in Install- 
ments. ‘he operation of the plan has 
been extremely successful, he says. By 
this system, he ‘points out, the offender 
can be well punished, but at the same 
time he is not taken away from his 
family, which can still use part of his 
weekly wage. Many families have been 
left penniless and without any means 
of support, he points out, when the 
father was arrested because of a drunk- 
en spree and forced to spend thirty days 
in the stockade.

fore, But they began to put up boxes, 
one man nailing four shingles together 
to receive his mail, and it gradually 
dawned upon them that the government 
did not intend to make them pay for the 
increased service. 
The first route In the county covered 

nine miles and the carrier received $21 
per month as pay. Today Brooks county 
is one of the few counties in the state 
which has county service, having rou! 
from Quitman, Pidcock, Pavo, Dt 
and Barney, There are seven routes go- 
ing out from Quitman, covering 1 
miles, and the rural carriers of the 
gounty cover a distance of 500 miles 
every day,as a total, 

Bach carrier in Brooks county handles 
over 5,000 pieces of mall each month 
and altogether they serve over 7,000 
people. ‘The postoffice proper serves 
11,000 people, which gives an idea of 
the “evelopment of the rural mail sery- 
ice since its experimental days, when Mr. 
Ponder went out to coax the people om 
Route 1 to let the government bring 
thelr mail to thelr doors. 

Instead of $21 a month each carrier 
now gets $1,100 a year and provides his 
own team, One carrier bas a horse and 
buggy, an automobile and @ boat and is 
prepared for any emergency from tire 
trouble to high water. 

FIRST WOMAN CARRIER. 
Brooks county was not only one of the 

first to have rural delivery, but also-one 
of the first in the United States to have 
@ woman carrier. Miss Pet Winters, of 
Dixie, abandoned school teaching sey- 
eral years ago to enter the service and 
bas made a signal success of her new 
calling, fnding health and pleasure in 
the regular out-of~loor fe Her 
patrons, many of whom are colored 
people, look out for her comfort and 
safety on the road, the children bringing 
gifts of flowers or fruit to her along 
the way. 

Laurens county was the second in the 
state to have rural mail delivery and 
there are only eight counties in the 
state which have the county service. 
Congressman W. G, Brantley is entitled, 
to much of the credit of getting the 
splendid service Brooks county now en- 
joys. He co-operated fully with Poxt- 
master Griffin in working for it, and 
there is no estimating the effect it ha» 
had in the development of the county.

Fifty girls and women worked all day 
long in a cotton field near Oakland City 
Tuesday. 

Some of them had never bent their 
backs before to pluck the fleecy staple; 
to others each stoop and pull recalled 
memories of days long ago when they 
gleaned after the pickers in many an old 
Georgia patch. Some were products of 
the country, and found it easy work; 
others were city-born and bred, and long 
belore the hot sun of noon blazed over- 
head their fingers achea and their backs 
were well-nigh breaking. 

You see, it Was all to pay the debt 
which the Ladies’ Aid society of the 
Uakiand City Baptist church promised 
nearly a year ago. The debt 1alis due in 
December, and the other day the society 
found itself facing a blank treasury and 
a $125 payment. 

Then it, was that A. P. Morgan, of 
Oakland City, made the ladies a propo- 
sition, 

“My cotton field needs trimming,” he 
told them. “I will pay you 50 cengs for 
every hundred pounds of cotton’ you 
take from it.’ 

No sooner said than done. Tuesday 
morning every woman and girl that the 
church could muster set to with a will. 
Until the noon-day sun was high above, 
they laughed and sang lustily in the 
iields, mowing down the brave banks of 
cotton until the land was a barren brown 
over halt its surtace. 

Then ‘there was picnicking under the 
shade of a giant oak, with a billowy pile 
of cotton to one side, plenty of sand- 
wiches, cake, lemonade and other gvod 
things, and the mellow October air shim- 
mering around them. 

‘That none might be lacking in energy, 
prizes were ofiered for those that did 
the best picking, and long before night 
the field was cleared, save for a white 
shred or two whipping from the top of 
some withered stalk. 

From the results of their day's labor 
the ladies believe that they have cleared 
enough already to pay the debt. If not, 
there are plenty of broad acres still scat- 
tered through Oukland City, and plenty 
of patriotic churchmen to give them over 
to the fair pickers.

I don't like fancy steps in a ballroom. When I say fancy 

steps I mean the couple who dash about the room try- 

ing some dance they have seen in some play (that prob- 

ably took five stage directore two weeks to produce) and 

knocking off ladies’ best evening hair as they pass enwrapt 

in the swirl of the dance. 

However, some of these steps are very graceful, and 
8s every one does not get as much of fancy steps as I do 
I must not be a kill joy. 

After you have hesitated twice and have the Boston 
awhile, here is another very pretty step: 

The man takes his arm from the girl’s waist, but retains 

hold of her hand, and still keeping time to the music 
by a little back and forth movement passes her in front 
of him, putting the hand chat he is holding in his left hand 

over into his right.

Through the colored spnere the 
baby in the cradle is being taught 
“motion,” or, at least, is bemmg given 
a vague idea of regularity of move- 
ment.

STUDY OF FORM. 

The baby’s eye finds only this dif- 

ference in form, it is attracted by no 

other variation of its three toys, ana 

the baby’s mind is concentrated 
upon form and the variety of form 

which he finds in its colored cube, 

sphere and cylinder. 

Later, when the cradle age has 
been passed and baby has become a 

man or a lady of a year or more, 
other educative toys are chosen, 
some to teach form, others color, 
others, more complex, ideas and in- 
stincts that are the baby’s inheri- 
tance. 

The child of three is fully pre- 

pared for his post-graduate course 
at kindergarten, and he enters public 
school a half year or a full year 
further advanced in ability te think 

and learn than the usual child of 

the same age |who nas lacked the 
opportunity of constructive and edu- 

eative play. 
The greater development of chil- 

dren today, as compared with the 

children of a few years ago, is the 
advantage taken of .uweir instincts, 
their inherited ideas. 

“For instance,” explained Miss 

Allen, “very young children have the 
instincts of adaptation, of construc- 
tion, of inquisitiveness. We try, 
through play, to develop these in- 

stincts. The mother should begin 
this training with the very young 

baby, and, afterward, it snduld be 
continued at kindergarten. 

THE BABY’S INHERITANCE. 

“In years gone by the education 
of children failed to acomplish ati 

that it might, because the teachers 
failed to take advantage of what the 

child already was. He inherits a 
disposition of. mind which in one 
way may need to be encouraged and 
in another to ‘be checked. Ancestors 
long dead have left their effect upon 

him. 
“First of all, the mother and the 

kindergarten teacher shoulé deter- 
mine as best they can the baby’s 

disposition. Afterward, they should 

work to bring out the best in the 

little one. And this education 

should begin when the baby is in his 
cradle and should go forward untih 
he’ has passed through his university 
years. : 

“People too often thwart the in- 
stincts of their children. They try 

to root out tendenmes which seem 
to them bad., But habits of mina 
which have been inherited seldom 

can be uprooted. They can be re- 

pressed, they can be modified, ther 

can be turned to good, put the child 
never canbe rid of them altogether. 

“The thing is to underStand the 
baby and to make the most of him. 
By that I do not mean to pet him. 
The child who is a member of the 
family, and not the whole show, is 
an eternal delight. 

“Children are made to recognize 

the claims of others and are best 

prevented from being pettish by 

association with other children. 

Kindergartens gain much of their 

good effect through bringing ciil- 
dren together. They are, or should 
be, litle republics, where everyone 

is upon an equal footing. Every 
child has the social instinct, hard to 
satisfy at home, and best reached 

through the kindergarten schools. 

PROGRESS OF CHILDREN. 

“But the difference in the devel- 

opment of children today and a few 
years ago is hard to state definitely, 
although it is a very real difference. 

“The child whose training “begins 

at an early age and is continued in- 
telligently develops, the power to 
think, to reason, to observe, to 
learn and to express, which children 

tayght in the old wey did not have. 

“Undoubtedly, the development .ot 

children is becoming greater and 
greater as they are better under- 

stood and are more intelligently 

trained. 
“The problem is to recognize what 

ihe child is and to make the most of 

that—check what is wayward, de- 
velop what “is good. ui there 
should be no effort to force the 

growth of a child.” 
Of this danger to be avoided in 

the education of children Dr. Fried- 
erich Froebel, who is quoted almost 

as much es Dr. Maria Montessori, 
says: 

Education should be from the 

yery first passive, observant, protec- 
tive rather than prescribing, deter- 
mining, interfering. A current tree 

or a jackdaw will not flourish if it 
is eonstantly interfered with. We 
avoid acting on them by force, for 
we know that such intrusion upon 
their natural growth could only in- 

jure their development. Yet man 

treats the young being as if he could 

mold what he will.” 
Cc. E. Burke, in writing of “Child 

Study,” has said:- 
“A point needing great care will 

be the gradual training of the 
child’s mind and thoughts into the 

rightful channeis; for on this will, 
in great measure, depend his future 
action of life. As a man thinks, so 

he is. ‘We ‘are and must remain 
what our own thoughts, words and 

actions are daily making us.’ Essen 
tial is it, therefore, not only that a 

child’s thoughts should from tho 
very commencement be started in 
the rightful channels, but that even 

before the nursery days are endea 
he should have begr: xo obtain con~ 
trol over them, so that he may be 

able to force himself to put from him 
naughty, angry and discontented 

ones, replacing them by some pleas- 

ant and distracting object.” , 

THREE GREAT INFLUENCES. 

In writing upon a phase of chiia 
training, Elizabeth Harrison says by 

way of introduction: 

“When we look at education in a 
broad, philosophical way, we find 
the three greatest hemes in this 
field of thought are, fr® heredity, 
second, environment; and, third, 
self activi 

“Heredity tells the thoughtful 
student of the long pa: over which 
the ancestors of any individual have 
twaveled, and in coysequence the al- 
ready formed tendencies of that in- 
dividual. 

“When we come to the study or 
environment we find another great 
world for scientific investigation, 

“But over and above the siudy of 
heredity which leads to fatalism, and 
of environment, which ieads to de- 
spondency, shines the thought that 
self activity is greater than any bar- 
riers placed by ancestry or by sur 
roundings. 

“Let us then study all that hered- 
ity has to tell us, all that environ- 
ment can teach us; but let us all 
strive to learn how best we may ed- 
ucate the will to overcome the weak- 
nesses and limitations of inheritance 
and how to strengthen the affections 
until they transfigure the environ- 
ment of the soul. 

HEREDITY’S BRIGHT SIDE. 
In, discussing in detail heredity 

and the part that it must play in the 
development of every child, she 
speaks first of all of that voice pro- 
claiming from Sinai: 

“The sins of the t. ers are visit- 
ed upon the children unto the third 
and the fourth generations.” 

But she remembers also the rest 
of the announcement that: “He 
showeth mercy unto thousands of 
generations,’ and points to this quo- 
tation as the bright side or neredity. 

In discussing environment, she 
Says to mothers occupied with the 
upbringing of their children: 

“Washington Gladden has pub- 
lished statistics showing that an 
overwhelming majority of the 100 
most successful men in all ine higher 
callings in twenty-five of the langest 
cities of the United States passed 
their boyhood in country surround- 
ings. One of the great New York 
penal institutions has kept a recora 
of*the childhood of the convicts 
brought within its walls, and 90 per 
cent, I think it is, of these records 
show that ignorance, filth, and crime 

Vironed these convicts during the 
impressionable years of childhood. 
Those of you who have seen the ter- 
vible  stereopticon pictures wita 
which Jacob Riis illustrated his lec- 
tures on ‘The Tenement House Prob- 
Jems’ will not be surprised at this 
record of the influence of environ- 
ment on body, mind, and heart. They 
speak with trumpet tones of the 
needs of our great cities. 

SELF ACTIVITY. 
“The educational world is begin- 

ning to awaken to this suject, as 
is attested by the soft-tinted walis 
now seen ist all of our best schools, 
the use of reproductions of the great 
works of art, as school room pic- 
tures, and the frequent excursion: 
to the fields and woods.”

The embroidery greatly en- 
riches the bodice, the sliver and mauve 
furnishing a charming note of con- 
trast. The bodice is fastened in front 
with a large ovaf button of black vel- 
vet. The black velvet skirt ts slightly 
draped, The pretty undersieeves and 
frilled collar may be of tulle or embroid- 
ered net. The hat of sapphire-blue plush 
is faced with black velvet and trimmed 
at the back with a bunch of upstand- 
ing black aigrettes.

shows the vogue of plaid skirts this 
weason in combination with jackets of 
pne-tone ‘harmonizing materials.

The velours 
de laine skirt has about the bottom a 
flounce of last year's green velvet sult, 
‘The plaid, by the way, is in tones of 
plue, old’ gold and green. The loose 
cutaway jacket {s also cut from last 
year’s velvet sult. 

It is fashioned on kimono: tines end 
has the graceful rolled collar. 
jacket {s ornamented only with the five 
large flat pearl buttons with gilt rims.

You can readily see 
the reason for this, as a hostess must 
not be “caught napping,” and the 
caller should give her time to finish any 
luncheon, nap or duties ,around the 
home, and at the same time a departure 
should be made that will enable the 
hostess to prepare for dinner.

A call that has for Its object a chari- 
table task, the inquiry afer the. health 

in the household or the investi- 
gation of a servant's standing can pe 
made at a convenient hour in the morn- 
ing. Do not make a call of this char- 
acter on the at home day, for this en- 

ainmnent demands extra duties from 
© hostess, and she ought to be undis- 

turbed. This type of call is not counted 
. social call and cannot be made to pay 
off any social debts. 

Ir a friend has a special day on which 
she receives callers, choose this, by ail 

ans. The issuing of cards stating the 
and the hour will make your calling 

st a very simple thing. Keep cards of 
this type and enter the facts in a Uttle 
book. 

If a bride is in her new home ang has 
stated on her cards a social date, it ts 
discourteous to call before that ‘time. 
She may not be prepared to receive 
visitors. Allow a reasonable length of 
time to elapse and make the first call. 
In @ neighborhood where it is the cus-

given to allow of a settling in the new 
home and an adjustment to one's sur- 
roundings. 
An unmarried woman should call on 

@ matron first, and a younger woman 
pays the first call on the older one, with- 
out regard to the fact of the former's 
being married or single. The best 
thing to do is to acquaint yourself with 
‘the social customs of the city or coun- 
try in which you reside and abide by 
them. 
Now there are some calis that are 

obligatory. If you have been bridesmaid 
or an attendant at a wedding, you 
should call on the true hostess of the 
wedding reception, the mother of the 
bride. This should be done shortly 
after the wedding. All guests of a 
home wedding, since they are socially 
indebted to the mother of the bride, 
should pay a call, The dinner call is 
also of great importance. This should 
be made within two weeks after the 
invitation, whether you have been a 
guest or not. To neglect to call on a 
hostess, if you haye been unable to ac- 
cept her invitation to a dance or din- 
ner, is a discourtesy which she should 
have every right to resent. 

it is proper to call on a friend with- 
out knowing the hostess who is enter- 
taining her im her home. There must 
be left, however, a card for the hostess . 
as well as for the friend, and when 
entering the house you should ask for 
the hastess. 

I shal touch Ughtly on the sub- 
ject of cards, for I wish to treat the 
subject at greater extent later, Just 
remember that a woman neyer valls on 
& man, and, therefore, does not leave 
her card for a host or any man in the 
jouse. A man calls on both men and 

women, and, therefore, his cards are 
left by him or by his wife, one for the

Without 
going to this length let me assure you that 
you cannot hope for freedom without heroie~ 
methods. In the first place, if the room 
is papered the paper must he taken from 

the walls and not a vestige of it left. The 
picture molding must come down, the 
Molding at the top of the baseboard algo, 
In every crack and crevice must be blown 
or poured exterminators of various sorts 

~—quicksilver and white of egg, corrosive 
sublimate, any destroyer which you know 
to be good for the purpose. Then the 
crevices must be closed either with putty 
or with varnish or paint. 
The picture molding must be banished

ucts, eight were cheaper in Atlanta 

than in Birmingham, five were cheaper 
in Birmingham, and the average price 
of milk was the same in both cities. 

This one comparison, if not an ac- 
tual refutation of the government's 
report, does much to prove that the 
government’s conclusion of the high 
cost of living in Atlanta is in error. 

The figures, which are compared, 
were obtained last April by govern- 
ment investigators, and, in each in- 

stance, were quoted to them by six to 

seven merchants. 
These figures are keenly interest- 

ing; and the difference in the mini- 

mum and maximum prices quoted on 

thesame commodities inthesame city 

is surprising. 
Here, in Birmingham and in all oth- 

er cities one merchant may be quoted 

by the government report as selling 
sirloin steak at 25 cents a pound, while 
another merchant will be selling steak 
of the same sort vf 35 cents a pound. 

But the chamber of commerce is cor 
cerned with the comparative cost ot 
necessities in Atlanta rather than with 
the difference in prices quoted.

President Wilmer L, Moore, of the 
chamber of commerce, says of the gov- 
jernment’s report and of the actual 
cost of living in Atlanta: 

“The statement sent throughout the 
| United States as to Atlanta’s cost of 
living betng second to that of Bos- 

ton which” was the highest of any 
‘city in the United States, was brought 

about by a report which was issued by 
the United States bureau of labor, this 
being issued in June of this year. A 
comparative statement was made in 

| this report of some fourteen articles 
of food in forty cities throughout the 
United States. 

“At first the statement that Atlan. 
ta was the second in the United States 

in cost of living was allowed to go un- 

challenged, put after a conversation 
with @ representative of the depart- 
ment of labor I came to the conclusion 
that the comparative information, as 
published, was unfair to Atlanta’s 
dealers, was not in accordance with 
the facts and was hurtful to the best 

interests of our city. 
“The information or data in this’ re- 

port was collected in a way similar to 
that of bank statements; that is, on a 

given date the information was re- 
quested from reporters in various 
cities mentioned. These reporters con- 
sisted of several prominent retail gro- | 

cery houses, selected from those who 
have proved successful, the men con- 
ducting these stores being reliable, of 
financial worth, having several years’ 
experience and located in various sec- 
tions of the city. This naturally in- 

cludes the high-priced dealer in con- 
nection with the dealer who serves 
exclusively the medium class of trade. 

This system of reporting is the same 
in all cities; therefore, to obtain a fair 
and just quotation as to the price of | 
foodstuffs, we should take the average | 
prices quoted and not the “top-notch” | 

quotation. The prices set-out in the) 
newspaper were in every case the high 
est price given. 
“We can appreciate the difficulty in 

obtaining an accurate comparative

N s dispatches lend color to the growing convic- 

tion ties the powers of the world will support the 
United States’ policy toward Mexico as it has been 

outlined to them by President Wilson. The President 

lias been direct and perceiving enough to draw the 

moral issue clearly, and because our position upon 

it is not tainted by the slightest degree of selfishness 

he thereby has placed this nation at a distinct ad- 

yantage before the rest of the world. Governments, 

like self-respecting individuals, cannot afford to hes- 

itate when the question is a very pl&in one of right 

and wrong. In this case it is that and no less. The 

issue is between constitutional government and 

anarchy. 

With the support of the powers there can be no 
war between the United States and Mexico, for the 

Huerta regime ia very near to bankruptcy and flnan- 

cial conditions are approaching panic in that part of 

the republic which his army controls. If none of the 

powers will indorse Huerta, he cannot borrow funds. 

And without funds bis despotic rule will end miser- 

ably. 

The news is that a German warship in Vera Cruz 

harbor weighed anchor and sailed the other day, 

leaving the American men o' war there alone. That 

is cheering because it indicates the improbability of 

any repetition of that pregnant moment in Manila 

Bay when,a German commander drew us perilously 

close te war with his country. It seems tantamount 

to a declaration that the United States ships will be 

left to handle the situation wihout interruption. 
The news tells us further of a hint that the United 

States may blockade the ports of Mexico and be con- 

tent to suffocate war in that way !f the worst comes 

to the worst. 

Mowever it may be effected, the indications are 

now that President Wiison’s stand on the morality of 

good government will triumph without war by us. 

Huerta and his whole gang have got to get out. When 

he is eliminated, there will remain small doubt of the 

benevolent intent of this country toward Mexico. Per- 

haps even financial aid would be extended. 

No human being can foretell accurately what will 

happen. The events of a single day may change the 

whole trend of affairs. But that trend is now toward 

peaceful solution of Mexico’s troubles and a wise 

and beneficont readjustment of her affairs.

The Georgia 

laws tie the hands ot conscientious judges, and di- 

rect the yerdicts of juries.. Divorce should be made 

even more deliberate than marriage. The grounds 

upon which it may be obtained should be limited to 

two or three, and rigid adherence to those limita- 
tions should be exacted. When divorce becomes 

difficult, marriage will be more serious, 
Judge Wilkinson suggests a reform which would 

make it difficult for young people under age to 

secure thelr Ilcenses in this state. That is well and 

good. The Jaw that fixes a minimum age should be 

observed inflexibly. 

But reform need not stop there. It could go a 

step further, and discourage hasty marriage by men 

and women of any age. : 
One way to do this would be to require the pub- 

lication of all applications for marriage license for a 
period before they are granted. 

The burden should be placed upon the minister 
or civil officer who performs the ceremony to know 

that the requirements have been met fully. 

Encourage marriage, by all means. It is a sane, 

normal, instinctive relation. But in order that it 

may be as happy as possible, encourage it as a de- 

liberate and solemn contract, not as a flippant and 

evil escapade.

Encouraging statistics on the cotton manufactur- 

The ordi- { ing interests in the cotton-growing states are con- 

tained in a tabulation based upon figures relating 
to the year 1909 and just completed and published 

by the census bureau. If statistics for the present 

year were ubtainable, beyond all doubt they would 

show even a greater proportion of cotton factories 

in the south as compared with the total number in 

the whole country, for within the past four years 

the southern mills have increased measurably in 

numbers. rs 

A survey of the census bureau's tabulation by 

‘The Journal’s Washington correspondent shows 

that Georgia ranked fifth in the nation in the man- 

ufacture of cotton goods, Massachusetts being yet 

in the lead, and North Carolina and South Carolina 

coming second and third, with Rhode Island fourth. 

Penhsylvania, New-Hampshire, Connecticut ard 

Alabama follow in that order behing Georgia. The 

survey shows. that the percentage of increase in the 

manufacture of cotton was decidedly greater in the 

southerm than in the northern states. The latter 

employ more women than. .the former, but the 

southern states employ more child labor than the 

northern. : 3 
Other interesting comparative facts are shown, 

but the most important are those which bear upon 

the increase in cotton manufacturing in the south;

this section. 

Why should we grow cotton in our fields, and 

then ship it elsewhere to be manufactured in order 

that it may be sold back to us? There {is no logic 

inherent in that proposjtion, and its fallacy is be- 
ing disproved very rapidly. We should manufacture 

mot only more cotton; goods than do the New Eng- 

land states, but we should manufacture very much 

more than they. The fiber should go from our own 

fields to our own factories. It should be grown, 

made and bartered among us, and every part of the 

enhancement in its value should accrue to our own 

people. d 

Always there will be cotton manufactured in New 

England and in European mills—yet that is no rea- 

son why southern mills should not increase. With 

the increase in manufacturing comes the increase 

in demand for raw supply. The world must be 

clothed, ever as it must be fed. Tle catering is to 

a limitless need. We of the south should receive 

our full share of the benefit. The real profit in 

cotton, as in anything else, the finished 

product.

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Raising the Apples for Market 
BY FREDFRIC J. HASKIN, 

An average of seven years ts required to bring an 
orchard of properly plented apple trees to a profitable 
bearing age. After that, if the trees have due cultiva. 
tion an@ protection, the owner may reasonably expect 4 
return for the money invested in them. Last year an 
Ohio orchard company marketed 8,500 barrels of apples 
from a young ofchard growing upon hill land worth 
about $50 an acre. Most of the crop was put into esi 
storage untilspring and then soldat the highest map. 
ket price, and the apples yielded considerably over §150,- 
000. This year the crop will be still larger and, as every 
precaution has been taken, a much more valuable ytelq 
is expected. In Texas a sixteen-acre farm, averaging 
thirty-five trees to the acre, is producing a straient 
average of three and one-half bushels of perfect apples 
to the tree, for which the owner is receiving the hich. 
est price. In addition hg realizes a considerable sum 
from the sale of apple cider and vinegar made from the 
bruised and imperfect apples.

Such records as thése are regarded by successfu 
apple growers as merely good average proauction, Tree 
which average ten bushels a vear for a successive nur 
ber of years are not infrequent, and stories of tree 
which produce phenomenal crops, running grom fifty t 
100 bushels, are circulated each season.

Against these things must be balanced the utter fal 
ure of at least helf of those who’ undertake to produ 
apples—failures founded on lack of capital, lack of ne- 
ticultural skill and, many of them, on the fortunes @gg 
war and weather. Not ail apple orcharas are gold min.

‘The demand for the perfect apple increases ea] 
year. The apple is no longer the plebian fruit adaptei 
only to everyday use. It is more expensive than the 
finest {mported orange, It has quite surpassed the 
plentiful banana which during the last decade or two 

has become the cheapest aruit upon the city market. 
Consequently, apple growers constantly are working for 
improvement in quality as well as quantity of the crop 
This improvement is more noticeable each year. It » 
being brought about by various means, including sele~ 
tion of variety to sult the climatic conditions of the o- 
chard, the improvement of trees by budding and grat- 
ing, better care of the trees and cultivation of te 
ground surrounding them, and a better preparation ot 
the soil in which young trees are to be plarited.

The care of the trees includes. protecting them fom 

sudden changes in weather, pruning them when yang 

into the desired shape and taking every precautlo, to 
prevent thelr injury by insect pests or animals. Aul- 
lions of dollars’ worth of apPles are destroyed eachyear 
by insect pests of different kinds which have devesped 
marvelously in the last quarter of a century. Th de- 
partment of agriculture has done much research work 

in this ne and ts now prepared to demonstrate tha any 
apple pest may be kept within bounds, if not absoutely 
eliminated, by the use of the sprays and other potec- 
tive devices.

It fs now ciaimed that the best means of prearing 
the ground for the planting of young trees is by te use 
of dynamite. Dynamite pulverizes the sub-soll n the 
same manner that plowing loosens the top soil. isthe 
Sub-soll cannot be reached afterwards for cultivaion. it 
is the more important that it be well broken and aeeated 
before the planting. In Virginia, where the appl crop 
amounts to millions of bushels each year, the useof dy- 
namite in tree planting was begun about eight years 
ago. Pictures now are being shown of two six-yer-old 
apple trees of the same variety, planted upon thc seme 
day in the same orchard. The one in the spa@ dug 
hole is about ten feet high and, while healthy andthri! 
ty, pales into insignificance beside the great grotth of 
the tree planted in the dynamited nole. This pwers 
about twenty-five feet in height and has a wide read 
of shade.

They elect comp\- 
tent men from among their own numbers as director 
These directors’ employ a competent manager to looa

and the organization will not handlg his crop If ther} 
are not complied with.

Some organizations provide trained pickers te gather 
the fruit. Others permit the grower to have it gath- 
ered, but send packers to prepare it for market. When 
an apple grower finds that a certain variety is ready te 

be gathered he notifies the manager of an organization 

who calls and gives him explicit directions for hand- 
ling. Red apples are ready to be gathered as soon at 
the color matures, providing they can be puiled from 
the tree without breaking the stem or taking a part of 
the twig with the apple. As all red apples do not color 
up at the same time, several pickings may be neces- 
sary, Some growers are not willing to do this, but tt 
enables them to Increase the number of perfect apples 
taken from each tree and, therefore, secure a higher 
price. The time of picking yellow apples is determined 

by the seed. The apples are ready to pick when the 
seeds are turning brown, providing they read- 
ily come loose from the spurs.

The actual picking of the apple from the twig ts an 

art calling for skilled experience. The apple Is grasped 
with the full hand, so as not to bruise it with the fin- 
gernails. It is taken from the twig by an upward or 
downward twist. The stem must always be eft in the 
apple. To remove it makes a wound that may start de- 

cay. Great care must be taken in handling the apples 
to prevent their being bruised, It is no longer permis- 
sible to pile them on the ground or to pick them in the 
boxes in which they are to be shipped. Strong canvas 
bags having straps which go over the shoulders and 
provided with a draw string, by means of which the @p- 
ples may -be let out at the bottom with little Jar, are 
provided as an improyement upon the baskets formerl: 
used.

Apples are carefully sorted with reference to unty 

formity in size and color, as well as to shape and free! 
dom from blemish. The finest apples may be wrapped 
separately in tissue paper. These represent only ¢ small 
fraction of the crop, however, and are sold at fabulous 
prices in some cases. The apples for general commerce 
are carefully packed in, barrels, or tn boxes, which are
