The chief of the Rome fire department, H. C. 

Harrington, is authority for the incomplete statistical 

statement that one hundred and fifty children were 

burned to death by open fireplaces in Georgia in the 

year ending November 1, Chief Harrington’s in- 

formation is limited to clippings from the Atlanta 

and Rome newspapers, and as they do not include 

by any means all of the deaths which he seeks to 

note, it is a safe assumption that at least three hun- 

dred children, and very probably more than that, 

were burned to death in the state during that period. 

Nine of the number were burned to death in 

Atlanta, the fire chief finds. Since November 1 there 

have been several new reports. The latest is not a 

day old.

Then there are the boxgs at the theater, the very 
worst places in the house from which to see what 1s 
going on upon the stage.

The only reason we want money is that we may 
buy a cage. As Soon as a man gets rich he procures 
a house with a yard and a high iron fence around it. 
If a visitor enters the yard and gets by the bulldog 
he still has difficulty in breaking into the mansion. 
A butler meets him at the door to see If his clothes 
look fit, and a secretary méets him in the hall to 
make sure he is not after money. 

When a woman acquires money her one desire also 
is to find a cage, She yearns for exclusiveness. Her

What we call getting up in the world amounts to 
getting properly caged. We want to travel in a pri- 
vate car—at least, in a private compartment». we 
want our meals at the hotel served in our own private 
dining room.

Anything to be 
caged off from the people. 

The instinct is in us from the first. Turn a child 
loose in a garden. What birds and insects he cannot 
kill he captures and wants to cage.

You can find here and there a squirrel in a cage;

COLLEGE STUDENTS 
BY FREDFRIC J. HASKIN. 

The war department is about to extend to the 
Students of practically all the colleges of the 
an invitation to attend one of the four army campa 
for young men to he held during the vacation periog 
next summer. The claborate plans for next summer's 
camps which have been prepared by the department 
are the result of the success which attended the two 
experimental camps for young men from the higher 
educational institutions which were held at Gettys. 
burg, Pennsylvania, and Monterey, Cal., this year, 
The camps received the endorsement of the heads of 
a great many colleges and universities, of the students 
who attended them and of their parents, and of the 
army officers in charge,

The object of the camps is to give an opportunity 
to the young men of the country who are desirous of 

taking a short courss in military training and to gain 
thereby a fuller knowledge of military art. This is 

to enable them to ve better, fitted to discharge their 
military duty to their counry should it ever, at any 
time, have to call upon them. 

eee 

In addition to this patriotic motive for attendance, 
the war department is of the opinion that the students 

/ may derive physical benefits by attendance at the 
camps, such as the active outdoor life of a military 
camp for the vacation period, at a less expense than 
is usually required when away from home. Thess 
benefits, it is Pointed out, are particuladly desirajie 
at the student period of the life ot a young man, when the 
pursuit of studies during the balance of the year te- 
quires qa certain amount of confinement -within doors. 
The mutual benefit received by the students in meet- 
ing and being asSoclated with students of other edu- 
cational institutions, the opportunity afforded for ath- 
letic contests, and the novelty of the experience should, 
in the opinion of atmy officers, attract young men of 
good character. The student who attends these camps, 
it is predicted, will find his economic power increased 
through greater business efficiency resulting from 
the observance of discipline, habits of obedience, self- 
control, order, command, and the study of organization 
and administration as applied in firstclass armies,

The war department regards the camps as of tnes- 
timable military value. They are expected to increase 
by just aS many young men who attend the present 
inadequate personnel of the trained, or partially 
trained, military reserve of the United States. The 
army will gain by having available a large group of 
educated men from whom, in time of national emer- 
gency, a large proportion of the volunteer commis- 
Sioned officers would probably be drawn, and upon 
whose judgment and previous experience at Such a 
time would inevitably depend the lives of many other 
men. It is explained that the object sought is not in 
any way one of military aggrandizement, but a means 
of meeting a vital need confronting a peaceful and 
unmilitary nation, and to preserve that peace by what 
military men regard as the best known precaution; 
that is, a more thorough preparation and equipment 
to resist any external effort to break such peace, 

eee 
Attendance upon the camps will be limited te 

young men between the ages of eighteen to thirty 
years, inclusive, who are students in good standing, of 
certified moral character, at a firstclass untyersity, 
college, or in the graduating class of a high school, 
recent university or college graduates, and finally, 
those who hold satisfactory certificates of attendance 
at one of the two experimental army camps held last 
summer. The Students volunteering for attendance 
must pledge themselves to remain the full five weeks 
of the camp period, unless compelled by actual ne- 
cessity to leave before that time. While in the camps 
they must render themselves subservient to the rules 
and regulations of the camp. 

eee 
‘The students will be required to pay their expenses 

in traveling to and from the camps, but the war de- 
partment hopes to reduce this to a minimum by select- 
ing locations for the four camps which will be as cen- 
tral as possible for the greatest number... Search is 
now being made for suitable camp sites. One camp 
probably will be located in the lake region of north- 
ern New York, or perhaps Vermont; another will be in 
the mountain region of Virginia, or possibly a little 
further south; a third in the northern part of the mid- 
dle states; and a fourth on the Pacific coast, probably 
in California, From a military stand: -:titis required 
that the camps must have sufficient level ground for 
close order drills and parades. They must have nearby 
a rolling, uncultivated terrain, suitable for field exer- 
cises and maneuvers, and a good target ranse in 
marching distance. It is planned also to place cach 
one in a summer resort region, so that there will be 
abundant opportunity for healthful outdoor recreation 
and, if desired by the students, proper social enter- 

tainment.

Students attending the camps will subsist on the 
regular army ration, and live in army tents. The food 
will be furnished at the cost price of $3.50 a week, in- 
cluding payment of the cooks, waiters and helpers. 
Wholesome, healthy, and simple meals are promised, 
to be prepared by trained army cooks under the super- 
vision of an officer. The young men will be clothed 
in the khaki breeches, olive drab shit and campaign 
hat worn by the United States soldier, these articles 
to be bought and paid for by the students, at a total 
cost, of from $5 t $10. The war department will fur- 
nish without cost cots, blankets, tentage, cooking out- 
fits, and a complete infantryman’s equipment for each 
student.

NEW YORK.—One could see many 
fashions at the theaters this week be- 
cause the audiences were well-dressed and 
trying out everything that was new “in 
order to match those on the other side 
of the footlights who were “doing the 
same thing, 
The early autumn in New York is rm- 

teresting because the majority of women 
are shopping and buying new clothes and 
putting them on at night to see how they 
look, and one feels much in the Same at- 
mosphere as in Paris during September 
when a similar process is going on. 
The new plays are always more excit- 

ing, {f not as good as the old ones, and 
between the performance and the glitter 
of women from all over the country in 
thelr new gowns one has much to see and 
receives many impressions. 
ne thing is proved beyond a doubt, 

that the decollette gown and the uncoy- 
ered head is supremely in fashion, it 1s 
an English habit, -not a French one. 1 
saw many of the same women here at 
the Btjou theaters of the European sum- 
mer resorts, and at the Folles Bergere 
and the Marigny in Paris and there they 
adopted the custom of the French women 
and wore a half low gown with a hat. 
Only at the Opera Comique and the 
French opera house did one see the kind 
of costume which the American women 
adopt for any kind of theatrical perform- 
ance here, be it musical show or Shakes- 
perean drama. 

As far “as the quality of the perform- 
ance and the fashion of the play house 
went, there was no better dressing for 
ne than for the other. Possibly Forbes- 
Robertson played to the most fashionable 
audience every night, and certainly one 
could see there all the brilliancy of mid- 
winter*dressing. None of the fashion- 
able women wore hats and always a deep 
decolette bodice. Women dressed as 
though they were going to a private ball 
afterwards.

No artist could fail to be delighted 

with the preponderance of red in the au- 
diences, Velvet, satin, crepe de chine 
and tulle were employed in different 
shades of red.
