It is estimated at Washington that the profits of 

the parcel post for the first year of its operation will 

approach thirty million dollars, an amount far in 

excess of what the most hopeful advocates of the new 

service expected.

This is a truly remarkable record which attests 

not only the possibilities of the parcel post, but also 

the competent manner in which it has been conducted 

during its early and most difficult stage.

“O, yes, day is, boss,” he protested, “the ‘fessor 
told me so at Hampden college and give me this book 
to study.” 

I retorted, ‘You are doing a devilish deal more to 
promote what you call the ‘science of government’ run- 
ning this car than studying such rot as that.”

Now, there is no, such thing as the “science of gov- 
ernment.” If it were a science long ago it would have 
been mastered by somebody and all governments would 
be perfect, all peoples free, all mankind content. 
There is an “art” of government, and that is entirely 
speculative. Peter the Great was the master of an 
art of government; so was Edmund Burke. Louis XI 
practiced an art of government and he was a master 
hand at the game; Thomas Jefferson preached an art 
of government that stamps him as one of the first po- 
litical philosophers of all the ages; but there is no sci- 
ence of government—if there was we would arrive at 
Just and profound policies just as we solve a problem 
in mathematics. 

We hear about the science of war. There is no such 
thing. There is the art of war. Sire Hannibal, Napo- 
Jeon Bonaparte was the most skillful of men in the 
Practice of the art of war. Had not Hannibal fallen a 
victim to the seductions of the wine and women of 
Capua, our civilization today would be raditally differ- 
ent from what it is, Hannibal was not only the great- 
est of soldiers, but he was one of the gréatest of states- 
men—certainly the greatest of diplomats. It pecalls 
Bolingbroke's fine epigram, “When Hannibal entered 
Capua the walls of Carthage trembled.” Napoleon, too, 
might have found a Capue in Italy; but he was not 
that sort of man—he confronted thé “Caudine Forks” 
amid the snow and ice of the north; Hannibal found 
it in voluptuous Capua; Caesar met it at Pompey's 
Pillar. 

Had war or government been a sciencé neither Han- 
nibal nor Napoleon ‘could have failed, for both would 
have mastered both. And I hope the Hon. La Follette 
will see his way to a more careful study of the art of 
government.

we must devise some “federation of the world.” 

The principle of competition we now work under 
must be changed into some acceptable plan of co-op- 
eration. To produce and distribute the goods of life 
aS we do now, in a struggle of “devil-take-the-hind- 
most,” is manifestly unthinkable for the future. 

Some other motive for human activity must be dis- 
covered besides the desire to make money and leave 
it to our children. This is not so startling. Men 
now work at art, at literature, at philosophy, at medi- 
cine, even at bridge building, because they love their 
work and seek honor as a reward. In an overcrowded 
world these higher motives than wage will have to 
prevail even in menial labor, 

John Fiske wrote “As evolution advances the 
struggle for existence ceases to be a determining fac- 
tor. This elimination of strife is a fact of utterly 
unparalleled grandeur; words cannot do justice to 
sueh a fact.” 

The world must be better organized. By perfect 
organization a thousand people can live comfortably

| The Prevention of Infant Mortality 

By Frederic J. Haskin =n 

The American Association for the Study and Pra. 
vention of Infant Mortality has just concluded its 
fourth annual meeting in Washington, ‘The association 
was formed in November, 1910, at the close of the first 
conference on infant mortality ever held in the Unite 
States. It owes its existence primarily to the Amen. 
can Academy of Medicine which called the first con 
ference held at Yale university.

Since then it hag 
grown rapidly in numbers and influence. It has head. 
quarters at 1211 Cathedral street, Baltimore, under the 

direction of Miss Gertrude Knipp, executive secretars 
where prompt attention is given to any communication F + 
regarding infant welfare.

The objects of the assoclation are to study the i 

causes of infant mortality and awaken a national in 
terest in reducing it. It furnishes active plans for 
preventive work which may be put into effect 
formly throughout the countr It acts 
clearing house for the collection and dis 
information regarding infant and the work 
being done to check it. It carries on a general prop. 
aganda through its headquarters in Baltimore and is 
responsible for special studics and investigations pre. 
sented by its standing committees. It provides a tray. 
eling exhibit upon infant mortality and conditions af. 
fecting it, which can be sent from one cty to another 
upon request or through arrangement with a Iocal 
committee. It holds an annual meeting where the 
newest ideas in infant mortality preventive work are 
introduced, and the discussions published for distribu. 
tion among those nterested. 

‘The membership consists of organizations and indi 
viduals, Much of the strength of the association ts 
due to the number of affiliated organizations co-op- 
erating with it. These include departments of health 
in mnay cities, medical organizations, women's clubs, 

nurses’ organizations, infant welfare socicties, homs 
economic organizations, and many others that are ine 
terested in some form of baby saving activity, 
Through these affiliations the association has been in 
touch with the organized baby-saving campaigns which 
have been held during the year in forty-two large 

cities im twenty-seven different states. it is ex- 
pected that this number will be doubled in the com- 
ing year.

The subjects most closely related to infant mor 
tality and its prevention discussed at the recent meet- 

ing, include birth registration cugenics, the prenatal 
care and instruction of expectant mothers, standards of 
training for infant welfare nurses, public school educa- 
tion for prevention of infant mortality, and the rela- 
tion of the plans for infant conservation to the ideals 
of general conserv-tion.

The primal factor in the development of mortality 

preventive work is securing reliable vital statistics, 
Birth registration is the basis of determining the in- 
fant mortalty rate which indicates the number of ba- 
bies in each thousand who die in their first year of 
life. Lewis Meriam, the assistant chief of the federal 
children's bureau, designates the infant mortality rate 
as the clinical thermometer of the modern health offi- 
cer and sanitarian. Where adequate birth and death 
registration exists, the public health officer can watch 
the infant mortality chart as the weather man watches 
the thermometer. He can pick out the areas of social 
storm or stress just as the weather man picks out the 
location of atmospheric storms. The great English 
statistician, Sir Arthur Newsholme, claims that the 
infant mortality rate is the best index of social condi- 
tio All lives are affected by bad social conditions 
so that increased social pressure means an increased 
death rate, The babies suffer first because they are 
the mercury in the national health thermometer. Their 
lives are so delicate that the slightest increase in 
pressure is reflected immediately by a sharp increase 
in their death rate. 

Where vital records are kept, the officer by glanc- 
ing at the chart can tell where the need of preventive 
work is greatest. Knowing the number of infants 
born in an area enables him to decide when a death 
indicates a need of preventive measure to check the 
force of an epidemic. If a child is born in adverse 
circumstances, immediate birth registration makes it 
possible to impart promptly to the famly of that child 
@ knowledge of hygiene and sanitation which will pro- 
tect its health. The sooner society knows of the ar- 

rival of a new member the sooner it can guard that 
baby against infantile blindness and the numerous dis- 
eases which carry off so many babies in their first 
year, or leave them maimed or deformed so that they 
are unfit to become efficient social units in after life 
England has an immediate birth notification law which 
requires the registraton of a birth within thirty-six 
hours of its occurrence. Newsholme claims this fact 

has been an important factor in producing the great 
reduction in infant mortality achieved in that country 
within the past ten years.

Birth registration will also protect the future of 

the child. It, enables the state to enforce the com- 
pulsory education laws, thus providing him with an 
education. and to enforce the child labor laws, thus 
Suaranteeing that this education shall not be sacri- 

ficed by the greed of necessity of parents or employers, 

The legislatures of 711 the states excepting Georgia and 
South Carolina have laws calculated to secure birth 
registration, and the adequate enforcement of thesé 
laws is one of the measures to be advocated in prevent- { 
ing infant mortality. 

The federal children’s bureau, under the direction 
of Miss Julia Lathrop, is preparing to enter into a 
co-operative movement with the women’s organizations 
of the country in which committees of women will get 
the names of ten or more babies in selected towns and 
districts and go to the registration office to see if 
their births are recorded. The result will be reported 
to the bureau. This will put the bureau in possession 
of valuable data and enable the organized women of 
the country to know whether jor not their birth regis- 
tration laws are being complied with 

The reason the law is not better enforced 
States is that it is defective. A model law to remedy 
these defects has been prepared and copies of it will be 
supplied to any one-interested. Its preparation had 
the co-operation of the American Bar association, the 
American Public Health association, the commissioners 
upon uniform state laws, the bureau of the census and 
the children’s bureau. This model law creates the of-

Upon this officer should rest 
the responsibility of recording all births and deaths 
The adoption of the provisions of this law uniformly 
in all the states is one of the measures for which the 
association is working. 

A factor in the prevention of infant mortality i¢ 
the pubiie schools. In some of the larger cities “Lit- 
tle Mothers” classes give the older girls instruction in 
bathing and caring for a baby under a year old. Over 
20,000 girls from twelve to fourteen years of age are 
now enrolled in “Little Mothers’ leagues Their in- 
fluence is already being keenly felt in some of the 
baby campaign work. Freauently a “Littlé Mother” 
will give valuable aid to the real mothers around her 
that enables them to protect their babies from the 
dangers of infected milk and improper food, as well 
as to give them proper bathing and other care 

The possibilities of a continuation school in home 
making and the curriculum of such schools were con- 
sidered by the conference upon this subject held by 

the association. This conference was based upon the 
fact that the majority of children leave school under 
sixteen years of age, thus having a considerable pée- 
riod of time before marriage. The opinion prevails 
that school boards should create continuation schools 
of classes in home making at which young men and 
women may secure free inStruction in home making 
The boys should be taught the elements of, how! 
ning, sanitation, eugenics, contagion, disinfection, 
repairing of the home and its furnishings and other 
subjects coming under the province of the father of @ 
family. The girls ehould feceive instruction in al! 
matters pertaining to housewifery, as well as in com- 
plete scientific methods of caring for young children. 
This instruction should be largely <iven in night 
schools as most of these young people must work dur- 
ing the day.
