ATLANTA NEWSPAPERS OFFER HEARTY SUPPORT 

TO MOVEMENT FOR GREAT EDUCATIONAL INSTITUTION 

Atlanta to Be Seat of Magnificent Classicat College When 

Whole Fund Is Complete — Silver Lake, Out Peachtree 

Road, to Be Site of University, Destroyed in War Time and 

Never Revived 

GLETHORPE university is to be refounded and rebuilt in Atlanta. 

The institution of ante-bellum days is to be born again out of the 

ashes of war, and be greater and more glorious than ever before. 

This was decreed finally last Friday morning at a meeting of one 

hundred of Atlanta's most substantial business men, when the decision was 

reached that Atlanta’s share of the cash subscriptions toward the expenst 

of the rebuilding shall not be less than $250,000. That decision fixed the 

home of the new Oglethorpe in Atlanta. Otherwise it might have become 

Houston, the bustling Texas city, which wants the university very much 
indeed, and stands ready to do all that Atlanta is pledged to do. 

The meeting was held in the rooms of the Atlanta chamber of com 

merce. Those who attended were told that $300,000 already had been 
raised in money and land in ten southern states. They were told that 

Atlanta expects to augment this fund by a quarter of a million dollars, and 

then the other subscriptions can be increased to $500,000, thereby com: 
pleting a foundation fund of $750,000; and that with this in hand and 

Oglethorpe a fact, the institution can be made a $1,000,000 university 

within a short time. 
THE “ATLANTA SPIRIT.” 

Their response was characteristic of Atlanta. They looked over what 
had been done and surveyed what remains to be done, and then resolved 
“We will raise that $250,000 here.” 

Without further ado, they set about carrying that resolve into effect. 
They authorized Captain J. W. English, chairman of the meeting, to name 
a committee of 100 Atlanta men to plan the procedure. This committee 
will be appointed soon, will organize immediately afterward, and the can- 
vass for subscriptions will begin at once.

make possible its.immediate establishment upon the beautiful Peachtree 
road site which has been given it by public spirited citizens. 

More than seventy prominent men of Atlanta and vicinity, who will 
form part of Oglethorpe’s board of trustees of 200 members, have given 
each $1,000; and a number of these have expressed a purpose to add to 
their donations. 

There are 106 men throughout the south, from ‘North Carolina to 
Texas, each of whom has given $1,000; in all of these states there is not 
a church which has been appealed to but has subscribed liberally for 
the refounding of Oglethorpe, and practically every one of them will 
place at least one man on the board of trustees. 

S. M. Inman, of Atlanta, has subscribed $35,000 upon the following 
terms: $1,000 unconditionally; $4,000 more upon the raising of $250.- 
000, making $5,000; an additional $10,000 when $500,000 has been 
raised, and another $20,000 when the fund raised reaches $900,000. 

L. P. Bottenfield has personally assured a $5,000 cash subserip- 
tion from Silver Lake Estates, in addition to the university site giv by 
the owners of Silver Lake property and C. H. Ashford. The site, com- 
prising in all 137 acres, includes the perpetual privileges of Silver Lake 
for the university.

T historian, Charles Edgeworth Jones, gives the following cir- 

cumstantial description of how the university had its origin and was 
chartered by the general assembly of Georgia in 1835: 

ANCIENT OGLETHORPE. 
This university had {ts origin in a division of the interests of the 

Educational Soe y of Georgia, at its dissolution, between the two y 
manual labor schools, the Midway seminary and the Gwinnett institute. 
The trustees of the Midway seminary, in the spring of 1835, tendered 
it to t Hopewell Prest y, believing ‘that ecclesiastical supervision 
would give weight and permanency to the object, and secure the moral 
and religious influence over it which, with a strict and reasonable dis- 
cipline, would render it more worthy of support and confidence.’ The 
Presbytery accepted the offer, and appointed a committee to report on 

the expediency of elevating it to the rank of a college. 

“That committee reported at the fall méeting of the Presbytery in 
1835, through their chairman, the Hon. B. A. Nisbet, the following 
resolution, which was adopted: ‘Resolved, That it is expedient ‘that 
Hopewell Presbytery undertake to endow, organize and maintain a col- 
lege to be the exclusive rnment and control of the Presbyterian 
chureh it was further solved unanimously, That this institution 
shall be located at Midway, Baldwin county,’ a suburb of Milledgeville, 

“In pursuance of determination, the Presbytery appointed a 
board of trustees, consisting of twenty-four members, to take charge of 
Oglethorpe university, as the new college was called. Tne first meeting 
of this board was held at Milledgeville, Ga., October 21, 1836 and just 

two months from that date the desired charter was procured from the 
general assembly.” 

BEGAN IN 1836. : 
On November 2 1836, the university faculty was organized with 

the election of Rev. C. P. Beman as president. The cornerstone of the 
wiiversity was laid with appropriate ceremonies and an address was de~ 
livored by Chief Justice Joseph Henry Lumpkin, March 31, 1837. The 
tiain college edifice, a magnificent structure of the Dorre order, was 
completed in July, 1840. Its facade consisted of a row of splendfid 
Doric pillars with a broad stair and the chapel was the fest of any 
ellege in the United States. On each side of the main building were 
dormitories and other structures. 

The college commenced operation in 1838, and the first ‘class was 
graduated in 18 In the fall of 1839, the Presbytery, at the request 
of the board of crustees, offered the institution to the Synod of South 
Carolina and Georgia, by whom it was unanimously accepted. In 1841 
President Beman r gned and was succeeded by Rev. Samuel K. Tal- 
madge, a graduate of Princeton, and uncle of Dr. T DeWitt Talmadge, 
who remained in office until his death, which occurred September 2, 
1865 

he exercises of Oglethorpe university were suspendet curing the 
close of the war, through a lack of necessary funds, and trom 1867 to 
i869 the college was still struggling with financial difficulties. 

Finally, on October 6, 1869, Rev. W. M. Cunningham was chosen 
president. He died, however, before the reopening of the college, and 
on March 31, 1870, Dr. David Wills was appointed his successor. About 
the same time it was decided to remove the university to Atlanta, where 
its exercises were resumed in October, 1870, with Dr, Wills as president. 
After continuing its operations for’a year or two, in 1872 the institu- 
tlon closed, and has not since been reopened. 

HAD FAMOUS STUDENTS. 
In the days of its glory Oglethorpe accomplished an unparalleled 

work in the intellectual development of southern manhood. Its alumni 

t includes hundreds of distinguished and useful men. Among them 
were numerous governors of Georgia, and the immortal poet, Sidney 
Lanier, On its facul were numbered some of the greatest literary 
men and scientists of its age. The famous LeContes both taught et 
Oglethorpe. From the time of its founding until the war, Oglethorpe 
rose steadily in assets and reputation. Only the war and the terrible 
incident ched thereto could have swept it from the earth.

SALE OF BEER ILLEGAL, = 
DECLARES MACON JUDGE 

lf Decision Is Upheld, All Geor- 
gia Saloons May Be Forced 

to Close 

(Special Dispatch to The Journal.) 
MACON, G: ov. 22.—The injunction} 

against Ed Loh's saloon was granted to- 
day by Judge H. A. Mathews, in the 
superior court. In the decision in this’ 
case, Judge Mathews nolds that beer is 
intoxicating, and that its sale consti- 

tutes 4 violation of the prohibition law| 
against the sale of intoxicants. He 
therefore issued the restraining order 
Which abates the place as a nuisance. 

¢ order is absolutely binding on Mr. 

Loh, at least until a jury sits on the 
case. He must close up peremptorily 
and the only way he can reopen is for 

the jury to reverse Judge Mathews or 
for the supreme court to set the decision 
aside. An appeal will be made to the 
supreme court as soon as the processes 
of the law will permit. 

Mr. Loh and his attorneys claim that 
Beer is not intoxicating. If Judge 
Mathews is sustained in this case, the 
decision will be most important and far 
reaching of any yet rendered under the 
prohibition law. It will mean that the 
sale of beer is absolutely in violation of 
the prohibition law and that all saloons 
which sell beer are to be classed as 

blind tigers in a legal sense. 
In his opinion, Judge Mathews states 

that the admission of the defendant on 

the stand, to the effect that he sold 
standard beer, such as is sold all over 
the country, coupled with the testimony 
of an analytical chemist who swore that 
the beer contained from 3 to 4 per cent 
of ale@hol, are sufficient to convince him 
the necessity for and justice in issuing 
the injunction, 

Attorney R. D. Feagin, of the Law 
Enforcement league, considers that this 
is the most signal victory yet won by 
the league. 

“It means he says that Georgia will 
be absolutely dry, if the supreme court 
upholds Judge Mathews, and I don’t see 
how it is possible for him to be reversed. 
Beer has been generally held ‘to be in- 
toxicating and if it is intoxicating, then 
its sale is in violation of the prohibition 
law. Consequently any saloon which| 
sells intoxicants puts itself within the 
blind tiger class.” 

Another important decision rendered 
Judge Mathews today was also al 
ory for the Law Enforcement league 

jointly with the ordinary. He refused] 
to grant the writ of mandamus sought 
by S. D. Cassidy against ordinary C. 
M. Wiley, Attorney J C. Harris im-| 
mediately gave notice of appeal and de-| 
clared that if necessary, he would take 
the case to the supreme court of the 
United States. 

Cassidy was denied a saloon license 
by Ordinary Wiley because of the fact 
that he has been convicted of violating 

the prohibition law which prescribes that 
@ man once convicted shall be ineligible 
to secure another Neense. Cassidy 
claims that this part of the prohibition| 
state is unconstitutional.

This feature alone 
is a big thing to consider. There are 
hundreds of people who now because 
it is» convenient will buy many 
things on a credit that would not do 
so if they had to do their marketing 
and pay cash for what they bought. 

It would help materially in the cost 
of the month's grocery bill in this 
respect alone. On the other hand, it 

will put before the public a great 
variety of every kind of food sup- 
plies and would enable a person to 
select just what they want and buy 
from the man who sold the cheapest. 
It brings about a strong rivalry of 
competition in offering all kinds of 

food supplies. They are sold for 
cash and can be turned over quickly 

t of profit, and any person for a small amount of money 

could fill a good e market basket in a few moments and have the best the 
market affords, a good variety and get it at about, one-half what it is cost- 
ing them ordinarily now. 

But greatest, thing of all connected with a market of this kind in 
Atlanta be the rapid developnsent of the suburbs of Atlanta and en- 
couraging truck gardening, as it would make a place where a person could 
either send or go himself and dispose of anything in the shape of something 
to eat that he should have a surplus of. This one thing of finding a 
market or of having the middle man get your products at any price he ofters 
for them has kept hundreds of people from producing something to eat in or 
near the large cities, or at a distance where they could not market their 
products themselves. The middle men, of course, have to live and have to take 
out enough for perishable stuff to save themselves. The merchant must have 
his profit and charge enough to make up for Jost accounts. Therefore, the 
people who do pay for their eatables have to usually pay double what the 
producer gets for them. A market would do away with this big per cent 
of loss and waste, and both the wholesale and retail merchants I am confi- 
dent would be glad to do away with handling a great many of the products 
that they are now compelled to handle. 

A market would enable the grower to get a good price for his labor 
and everything in the world he raises to eat, and always have a demand 
for it at a profitable pricee. It would enable hundreds of people to become 
engaged in truck gardening around Atlanta that now do not think of doing 
so at all, and many a man who has a small farm around Atlanta would 
plant or attempt to raise something extra to sell if he had a convenient 
market where he coud send his products and know that he would get a fair

price for same. It would create a demand for truck gardening, poultry 
farms and dairies around Atlanta that would more than double inside of 
two years what we now have, and it certainly would enable many people 
to go ek to the farm and attempt to produce something to sell to the 
consumer, knowing that he would have a ready market for it that now. the 
average man would not give this matter a thought. As now when he pro- 
duces something of this nature to sell he has a hard time disposing of it 
at even cost, unless he has gone reg-ular in the business, established a line 
of customers and grows enough of t to warrant employing some one to ped- 
dle it the year around 

There is nothing that could be done for the city of Atanta that would 
mean the saving of more money to the consumers and making more money 
for the producers than to establish a strictly first-class, up-to-date market in 
the city of Atlanta. It can be done and a place can be found for it, even 
though it may not be just where some would like it or just such a loca- 
tion as would probably suit many, but by all means take the next best thing 
to it and estabbish as soon as possible a market in Atlanta, even though it 
be a small one, Anyone who has visited the markets in and around all of. the 
large cities, except Atlanta, will readily see and know of how much impor- 
tance such a place is to any city, and fo the people, especially who produce 
something to feed these greatcities with. To them alone it means more to 
the upbuilding and the selling of suburban property than any one thing that 
can possibly take place for the good of any city. 

People who are not famiiar with such a thing as a good city market 
do not and can not realize what it means to all concerned. By all means it 
is to be hoped that a committee on this important subject will act quickly 
and give us a market before the spring Season opens, as there is nothing 
that could be done that would benefit in 
dollars and cents a greater number of ° 
people than a good city market for At- :

Mr. Maddox's remarks about the cur- 
rency measures now before the Uni- 
ted States senate caused unusual in- 
terest. As one of twelve bankers who 
met at Chicago to formulate a suitable 
currency measure, Mr. Maddox spoke 
from the viewpoint of a banlser. 

He said that the currency systems of 
England, Germany and France had just 
one central bank, and’ that bank was 
managed by banking men, although un- 
der government control. 

His objection to the administtation 
idéas was that they put the control 
of the regional banks, which would 
tuke the place of the central bank, with 
the gowernment, whereas the national 
banks and state banks which really 
supplied capital for the regional banks, 
had no controlling power. 

One of the measures now before the 
senate, Mr. Maddox said, provided that 
a certain percentage of time deposits 
might be loaned by national banks on 
real éstate, and he thought this a good 
idea and hoped it would be incorpora- 
ted in the final message. 

The meeting was a very successful 
one. Forrest Adair presided, and Harris 
G. White, president of the board, of- 
fered to the membets his suggestion as 
to the education of the public in the 
matter of insurance companies which 
did business in Atlanta, the amount of 
that business, and the amount of money 
they loaned here. 

His idea was that the public could 
be acquainted with this situation 
through the newspapers or by printed 
matter. He thought this method would 
be better than legislation. The mem- 
bers voted to authorize Mr. White to 
formulate statistics on the situation.

Had there been any doubt as to what 
had become of Moses, that doubt heped 
soon Siapeiney wie command which 
came from tw Feet: “Moses, my 
servant, is dead,” he said, “therefore, 
arise, go over this Jordon, thou and all 
his people, into the land which I do 
give to them, even unto the children 
of Israel.” Joshua may have well 
shrunk from taking up the work which 
his devoted master had laid down, It 
is always difficult to take up another 
man’s work, and carry it to a successful 
conclusion, and this difficulty is in- 
creased in proportion to the prominence 
and success of the man who is to be 
followed. Moses had been such a con- 
spicuous personage, he had been so ex- 
tremely prominent in the eyes of the 
people and of the world, that it was no 
easy task which Joshua assumed. The 
people would unconsciously compare him 
with Moses, and there were not many 
men that could bear such comparison. 

But Joshua had certain qualities 
which made his work a success from the 
start, There is very good reason to be- 
lieve, from tradition, that he had been 
a commander in the Egyptian army. You 
may recall that three months after leav- 
ing Egypt, when the Amalekites fought 
against Israel for the possession of the 
springs at the oasis of Feiran, it was 
Joshua who was chosen by Moses as 
the commanding general of the Israelit- 
ish forces. A man without any military 
experience whatever would have found 
himself at a total loss in the face of 
such a foe as the Amalekites were, but 
Joshua, with the aid of Moses’ prayers, 
fought furiously and successfully. 
Not only was his military experience a 

valuable asset to him now, but more so 
was his association with Moses through 
all of these years. It was he who, as 
Moses’ attendant, went up into the 
mountain with him and waited during 
the forty days and forty nights in which 
Moses was in communion with God, 
when the law was given to him. It was 
Joshua who heard the noise of the peo- 
ple as they worshipped the golden calf 
beneath, and whose trained ear recog- 
nized the note that was different from 
that of either the victors or the van- 
quished. He had been a constant attend- 
ant of Moses, and had caught something 
of the fervor and faith of his great 
master. He had watched him closely, 
and as his understudy bad developed 
along the very lines which were intended 
for the leader of this people at this 
time. 
“Joshua was one of the two spies who 

made the favorable report. While he 
was not so outspoken as Caleb, there 
was a firmness about his conviction and 
a fervor about his faith which even then 
was refreshing. He recognized the diffi- 
culties as truly as any of the other 
spies, but he had faith enough to take 
God into account. He believed that He 
would do what He had promised. 

He had been called to assume this of: 
fice some months before Moses’ death, 
so that the command which came to him 
now from Jehovah was not unexpected. 
He was prepared to take up the work. 
His preparation was not a matter of a 
moment, but had been progressing 
through the years which had passed, 

“GOD'S COMMANDS, 
Let us note carefully what it was God 

commanded Joshua. I think a careful 
study of the nine verses of the first 
chapter, which have been selected for 
our lesson today, will show this: That 
God commanded Joshua to be aggres- 
sixe; to be strong: to be courageous; to 
be obgdient; to be thorough; to be 
thoughtful. He was to go and lead the 
people over the River Jordan, into the 
land which God had given him. He was 
to be strong and courageous in spite of 
the fact that the people who would op: 
Fose his advanbes were established in 
the fastnesses of the country, were war- 
like, and were prepared to resist every 
attack upon their homes, He was to be 
obedient, obeying the law which God had 
given to Moses and which Moses had 
given to him. He was to be thorough, 
not turning from it to the right hana 
or to the left; but doing all the law, not 
neglecting one part, evemthough it might 
seem to him to be trivial. And with 
all of this, he was to be thoughtful, He 
4vas to meditate upon this law day and 
night. His life was to be controlled by 
its teachings; in determining his course 
of action at any time, he was to be 
guided by what it said; and to do this, 
he must have it in-his mind constantly. 

This was not an easy task. To take 
up the work which Moses had laid down 
at his death was an easy matter com- 
pared with this task, which God set 
before Joshua. 

GOD'S PROMISES. 
But while God imposed upon Joshua 

a difficult task, he did not leave 
Joshua to work out the matter alone or 
without enouragement.. He gave rigid 
commands, it is true, but He coupled 
them with marvelous promises. He 
promised him possession, power, pros- 
perity, and His own presence. Every 
foot of ground upon which his feet trod 
should be his possession to be divided 
to the children of Israel. Such marvel- 
ous power was to be his, that no man 
weule be able to stand against him 
Coupled with the courage which God 
gave to Joshua was the fear which He 
inspired in the hearts of the Canaan- 
ites, his enemy, Some one has sald 
that the wicked flee when no man pur- 
sueth, but they flee a good deal faster 
when a good man is after them. Con- 
science makes cowards of us all. The 
Canaanites were so wicked that ‘their 
very sin made them cowardly, but 
Jcshua’s courage, coupled with their 
cowardice, made him invincible. 
God promised him prosperity upon con- 

dition that he would meditate upon His 
word day and night, and keep its com- 
mandments. It is strange that the only

Queer Disease Causes 
Man’s Body to Shrink 
And Slowly Kills Him 

(Special Cadie to The Journal.) 
LONDCW.—Having literally shrunk to 

death, Albert Mills, kno#n as “the brit- 
tle man,” expired and was vuried at 
Birmingham. For twenty-six years 
Mills has suffered from an obscure dis- 
ease which caused a shrinkage of bodily 
stature, and made him the object of 
study by medical men from all over the 
world. The disease was diagnosed as 
osteomalacia, and its chief symptom is 
the disappearance of lime from the 
body, leaving the bones soft and mis- 
shapen. It became impossible for him 
te move, and for fourteen years he was 
confined to his bed. 

Before his illness he was 5 feet 8 
inches in height, but he gradually 
shrank until at the time of his death 
he was under 4 feet high, having lost 
twenty inches in twenty-Aix years. Mills 
was an engraver, and the first intima- 

tion of the disease was a stiffening of 
the muscles, which prevented him using 
his arms freely. After a time this con- 
dition extended to the legs. Doctors 
confessed themselves baffled. He was 
without pain, the increasing stiffness 
and constant shrinking being the evi- 
dence of the progress of the malady.

LOUISIANA REVISES ITS 
ANCIENT CONSTITUTION 

Convention Ends Labors After 
Long Sesson, Changing Many 

Important Laws 
BATON ROUGE, La., Nov. 22.—After 

making many important recommenda- 
tions for changes in the fundamental 
law of the state, the Louisiana consti- 
tutional convention will end its labors 
tonight when the members sign the 
work they have rearranged. 

Chief of the amendments decided ts 
that providing for a bond issue to set- 
tle the state debt due January 1, next. 

Other amendments provide for ex- 
empting the governor from suspension 
during his trial for impeachment and 
giving the acting governor equal power 
with him during the trial; giving the 
state the right to alter, amend or re- 
peal corporation charters and providing 
for a special tax of one-quarter of one 
mill for good roads. 

The new measure will be a redraft! 
of the constitution of 1898 with sixty- 
five amendments. Many of these have 
been added by a vote of the people and 
others have been provided by the con- 
vention which is about to close. Two- 
thirds of the members of the legisla- 
ture must vote in favor of the work 
of the convention and then the people 
must ratify it before it can become 
law. 

The convention was in session until 
almost 2 o'clock this morning finishing 
up its work.

erases 

Liquidation and Bear Pressure 
Caused Decline of 38 to 44 

Points for the Week 
(By Associated Press.) 

NEW ORLEANS, Nov. 22.—The cot- 
ton market had a tendency to sag this 

week under liquidation by the long in- 
terest and short selling from the bear 
element, which at times was rather ag- 
gressive. The net results were a decline 
of 3-8 to 44 points. The high prices 
were made on Monday and the low prices 
on Saturday. The highest the trading 
months” were 4 to 7 points over last 
week's close; at the lowest they were 
29 to 45 points under. The range was 
46 to 49 points. 

Much of the liquidation of the early 
part of the week was due to bearish 
estimates of the ginning figures issued 
Friday by the census bureau. These 
reports caused much long cotton to be 
thrown on the market. While the cen- 
sus figures of 10,434,387 bales were 
just about what the trade, as a whole. 
looked for they were followed by moder- 
ately heavy selling which put prices 
to new low levels for the week. At 
the end of the week bulls said that the 
market was sold out and oversold and 
claimed that the technical position was 
sounder than for a long time. 

At times during. the week there were 
many reports of an easier spot situa- 
tion, bearish traders claiming that ofer- 
ings, especially of the low grades, were 
very liberal and that, in some instances, 
cotton was being pressea for sale. It 
was claimed that there was no great 
demand, except for the’better grades, 
which are growing scarcer as the sea- 
son grows older, Against. the argu- 
ments of no spot demand of late bulls 
pointed out that mill takings for the 
week were 460,000 bales against 478,000 
this week last year and 338,000 this 
week two years ago. They also called 
attention to the fact that exports thus 
far this season amount 0 3,480,535 bales 
agains 3,380,049 a year ago. and3,480,555 
two years ago. Attention also was 
directed to sales of spots in the Liver- 
poll market for the week of 57,000 bales 
against 41,000 this week last year and 
44,000 this week two years ago. 

Spots lost one quarter of a cent, 
middling closing at 131-16 against 13 
5-16 last week and 12 3-8 this week last 
year. Sales on the spot amounted to 
11,760 bales against 8,702 last week and 
8,155 this week last year.

gress in baving such upland types added to 
and made the governtiment standard types for 
upland cotton and adding thereto one lower 
grade. 

It was recommended also that the govern- 
ment standard types be adopted with the ad- 
ditional additions noted, to take effect begin- 
ning April 1, 1915, but the committee stated

AUSTIN & RAIT COTTON LETTER. 
NEW YORK, Nov. 22.—Cotton—Un- 

biased observers must admit that cotton 
has given a good account of itself the 
past week in the face of the most bear- 
ish news the market has had to con- 
tend with for some time. ‘The iron 
and steel trade reports further contrac- 
tion in business with reduction in price 
failing to attract any addition! volume 
of business, with a present operating 
time from 50 per cent to 80 per cent 
of capacity. The copper market, which 
remained about the firmest of all raw 
articles, has now receded toa 15 1-2 cent 
basis. Bankers throughout the deuntry 
admit there is an important falling off 
in all lirfes of business, particularly no- 
ticeable in the unwillingness of trade in 
general to contract further ahea than 
their immediate requirements with a 
general reduction in clearings of the 
country banks and an increase in the 
numbers of idle cars. Added to this is 
the very conservative feeling in finan- 
cial circles and the evident intention of 
American and European bankers to 
frown upon industrial expansion until 
money is released in sufficient volume to 
finance the huge requirements of Eu- 
ropean countries and our own railroads. 

On top of these general conditions, 
cotton is selling fully 1 cent higher 
than last year with a visible supply al- 
most as large as then and a crop of 
about the Same size in prospect, with 
ginning reports indicating to some that 

the supply may become even larger, 
even without the increase in foreign 
crop production. Short time news has 
been cabled quite generally, especially 
from the larger continental centers. All 
these conditions have probably been the 
basis for the argument of the noted 
British expert, Sir George Paish, editor 
of the Statist, when he says that the 
high cost of living has about reached 
its crest and prices of all commodites 
must soon topple. His remarks have 
been circulated quite freely in . the 
American press and have received seri- 
ous consideration from students ‘of 
present-day problems. Will his theory 
prove correct as regards the price of 
cotton will hardly: be answered for an- 
other month. 3 

Cotton Seed Oil—This market has 
moved narrowly, influenced generally by 
the daily trade developments of con- 
suming interests, or the offerings of 
crude, these merchandising operations 
constituting the bulk of the trade.

SMALLEST IN LONG TIME 

The Entire Week's Business 
Was Less by Far Than Used 
to Be on Any Normal Day 

(By Associated Press.) 
NEW YORK, Nov. 22.—The past week 

on the stock exchange was said to be 
the dullest for this period of the year 
ju more than a decade. Trading for 
the five full days aggregated 560,000 
shares, a daily average of 112,000 shares, 
while today’s two-hour session contrib- 
uted 50,000 shares, making the week's 
total 610,000. 

The entire overturn was less by far 
than used to be recorded on any normal 
day a year or two ago, not to mention 
the active market of 1909 when an out- 
put of a million shares was a daily 
occurrence for weeks at a time.

Kets at this time. Increasing ease of 
money and a seemingly attractive price 
level have thus far failed to stimulate 
more than a small degree of investment 
demand. 

The end of the year, when many part- 
nerships expire, is likely to witness 
many changes in the “street.” Some 
firms and individuals, it is reported, 
will retire altogether, and others will 
curtail operations. 

Holiday gratuities and bonuses to 
employes by financial institutions and 
banking and brokerage houses threaten 
te be the smallest in some years. 
AUSTIN AND RATT GRAIN LETTER. 
NEW YORK, Nov. 22.—Wheat:—The 

Argentine situation continues to hold 
all interest and will likely do so for the 
next month as anything unfavorable in 
crop developments there which will 
tend to lower the quality, delay the har- 
vest or movement or decrease the yield 
would soon be reflected in advances 
here. Conditions in India cause consid- 
erable uneasiness, and, while we are 
starting the winter wheat season favor- 
ably and with an increased acreage the 
bearish points have been pretty well 
discounted by the price and we still 
believe the buyer on soft spots has much 
the best opportunties. 

Corn and Oats.—The congested con- 
dition of December corn has been again 
emphasized this week with the small 
stocks leaving the sellers in a danger- 
ous position. Receipts of new corn 
are very light and at the moment the 
buyer on any soft spot has many things 
in his favor. There is a reported short- 
age of cattle, sheep and even hogs on 
feed which may Mater militate against 
abnormal advances, but the crop is short 
and we lean to the long side. The en- 
tire grain market is a good trading af- 
fair for two cents either way with 
possibilities of five-cent advances on 
bullish news, with the prospects of a 
general advance likely to be better lat- 
er on, Oats make no headwa of their 
own and reflect the movements of the 
corn market. 

Provisions ——The entire provision 
market has made good advances of late 
with the bearish packers big buyers, 
whether from choice or necessity not 
known. As a possible indication of the 
hog situation the Missouri state report 
shows that the number of hogs on feed 
range from 67 to 73 per cent of normal, 
The packing figures are very large in 
number but the weights are so small 
that this condition is bound to be re- 
fiected in the numbers required, and 
the large runs now may be an indica- 

om of early and complete marketing.

Brickley by his phenomenal playing and 
kicking in this and preceding games vir- 
tually assured himself of the captaincy 
of the 1914 eleven and his record is 89 
unusual as to indicate clearly that he 
will have no opponent. As a freshman 
he kickea four field goals for the Har- 
vard youngsters against Princeton and 
followed that feat by scoring all the 
points against the varsity Tigers the next 
year Last season he kicked three goals 
against Yale, gaining nine of the twenty 
points scored by Harvard and won both 

the Yale and Princeton games of 1913 by 
his remarkable drop and placement kick- 
ing. This seagon alone he has kicked 
eleven fiela goals in nine games, thus 
earning a place among the famous kick- 
ers and punters, including O'Dea, Hirsch- 
berger, Dewitt, Eckersall, Bull, Trafford 
and Brooke. 
That Harvard really defeated Pale by 

a score of 15 to 3 is conceded by the 
adherents of both elevens tonight, for 
the safety scored by O’Brien was a two 
point gift to the Blue, due to a misun 
derstanding of the rules. 
The play with its unusual feature came 

in the first period, Immediately follow- 
ing Brickley’s first field goal from Yale’s 
thirty-eight yard line Guernsey kicked 
off from his own forty-yard line. 

It was a long drive and the ball hit 
the Harvard goal post about six feet 
from the ground, bounding back to Har- 
vard’s five yard line. Had the ball re- 
mained there, it would have gone to 
Harvard and been punt in play in the 
usual way. Instead, however, O'Brien, to 
make doubly sure what he considered a 
touchback, picked it up while the Yale 
players were still yards away and car- 
ried it back across his own line, where 
he touched it down, thus committing a 
safety play according to the ruling of 
Referee Langford. 
This was the only error of judgment 

noticeable in a hard fought, clean game. 
There was little fumbling and but few 
exhibitions of temper, despite the des- 
perate character of the struggle, and 
these never passed the penalty point. 

HIGH CLASS FOOTBALL 
With but one or two exceptions, the 

entire combinations forming the two 
teams played football of high standard 
and several of both the Yale and Har- 
vard elevens rose even above this lofty 
plane. 

Brickley, aside from his field goal 
Kicking, proved that he is a player of 
all-round merit, for he gained many 
yards in Mne plunges and broken field 
runs.

Just Like Safe 

New Anti-Thief Device Con- 
trols Electric Connections 
and Has Combination 

Automobile clubs in practically all of

ten products. Hundreds of automobiles, 
!worth many thousands of dollars have 
ibeen stolen thi syear and the practice 
seems to be on the increase. 

To combat the thieves a new and nov- 
¢l automobile lock has just been put on 
the market which works on the same 
principal as a combination on a safe 
It is known as the Johnstone Keyless 
auto lock and is being marketed 
throughout the country by the Factory 
Sales company, Cleveland, Ohio. 

The principle of the lock 1s simple. 
By disengaging the combination lock by 
turning a knob the electrical equipment 
governing the magneto and other ma- 
chinery of the car is disconnected and 
put out of commission. Only the per 
son knowing the combination can con- 

nect it up so the car can be started 
again. It js claimed to be impossible 
for a thief to pick the lock, and the 
fact that to attempt it would require 
much more time than a thief can spare 
adds to the value of this safety de- 
vice. 

Auto Insurance against theft is un- 
necessary with a lock that defies the 
thieves, A car owner can leave his ma- 
chine for hours without fearing that 
it will be taken during his absence, Tt 
is claimed by the inventor that the new 
auto lock will become a standard equip- 
ment of all cars within the next few 
years just as a speedometer is now a 
standard equipment on a car.

The South’s Great Need 
Of Vital Statistics. 

In an address at the recent convention of the 

Southern Medical Association, Dr. Cressy L. Wilbur, 

chief statistician of the United States census bureau, 

declared that the’ most urgent public need of the 

South is accurate vital statistics. The work of san- 

itation and largely that of all medica] science, he 

said, is dependent at every step upon the data which 

can be had only through an efficient system for the 

registration of births and deaths and related facts. 

This truth cannot be iterated too srongly or too 

often, Without vital.statistics, it is impossible to 

determine the results of campaigns against disease 

or to know just where and how to proceed in combat- 

ing them. Many States, Georgia among them, ap- 

propriate money for anti-tuberculosis work and yet 

provide no means for ascertaining whether the death 

rate from this malady is declining or increasing. 

This is but one among scores of instances in which 

public health movements are left without the light 

and guidance which vital statistics alone can give, 

The effective resistance and conquest of distases, 

particularly those like typhoid, malaria and others 

which demand public attention, all for complete and 
definite information as to their extent and source. 

The South has been distinctly negligent in this 

important duty. The welfare of its business, its 

homes and its people should impel every State to 

establish a competent bureau for the registration of 

vital statistics. North Carolina and Kentucky have 

met their responsibility in this regard, but the ma- 

jority of Southern States are without the protection 

so essential to their progress and safety in matters of 

health. It is to be hoped that the “Legislature of 

Georgia will not fail at its next session to enact the 
vital statistics bill which was introduced last sum- 
mer but which in the eleventh-hour crush was carried 
over.

going to do with it. 

To Farming ‘Interests. 
The United States Government spent four hundred 

and forty million dollars last year on the war, the 

navy and the pension departments; it spent only 

about twenty millions in the interest of agriculture. 

Such a pojicy is shortsighted and unjust, neglecting 

as it does the nation’s greatest material asset and 

the ultimate source of business vigor and public wel- 

fare. The need of mgintaining an adequate na- 

tional defetise can scarcely be overgauged, but the 

importance: of conserving and increasing the na- 

tional food supply is more broadly evident. “All 
enduring conquests,” we are told, “have been made 

with the plough.” The stability and progress of 

America depend after all upon the soil, for thence 

must come the people’s bread and meat and the mate- 

rials that keep commerce and industry alive. How 

essential, then, that the national government devote 

its most earnest thought and effort to the upbuilding 

of agricultural interests. 

This idea was urged with peculiar forcefulness 

by Senator Hoke Smith in an address last week to 

the National Conservation Congress. The very back- 

bone of our economic existence, he said, is farm prod- 
ucts. Yet, the Government has given but a compara- 

tive pittance to the important task of quickening and 

increasing this field of production. It has used its 

taxing system to, foster .manufactures, “while. the 

prices of the products of the farm have been regulated 

largely by foreign markets into which our surplus 

harvests have gonv. 

“Consider two of our crops alone,” said. the 

Senator. “The great staple of food both for men 

and animals, is corn. We produce a crop worth 

one billion, six hundred millions annually. The 

people of the world are to be clothed by the use 

of lint cotton. We produce a crop of this worth 

eight hundred and fifty million dollars annually. 
And yet the variations in the quantity produced 

per acre, even though the acres are naturally of 

the same character, demonstrate the fact that 

when the highest degree of skill is applied, our 

corn crop could easily be doubled and bring to 

the country over a billion and a half of foreign 

gold annually. Our ‘cotton crop could be pro- 

duced on one-half the present acreage and leave 

the remainder for the cultivation of food prod- 

uets.” += ; 

The improvement of agricultural methods and the 

advancement. of rural interests in genvral, concern 
not the farmer alone but every sphere of enterprise. 

No problem is of greater moment to the rank and file 

of the American people. No subject has a broader or 

deeper ground of appeal to Congress. Some method 

must be applied that will bring the country’s food 

supply up to the needs of a steadily and “rapidly in- 

creasing population. The national government is the 

only ageney strong enough to deal with this condi- 

tion, 

The government has done a vast deal in the way 

of agricultural research and experiment through 

which a wonderfully rich fund of knowledge has been 

developed; but it has done comparatively little to 

place this knowledge directly at the disposal of the 

farmers themselves. The great need of the day is to 

translate this science jnto art, to make what is 

known count definitely in things done. To this end, 

Senator Hoke Smith urged the importance of co-opera- 
tive demonstration work “conducted by the State 

colleges of agriculture and experiment stations to- 

gether with the national department of agriculture, 

furnishing trained demonstrators in every county of 
every State to put into practice, in co-operation with 

the farmer, all the scientific truths that have been or 

can be discovered.” That is the purpose of a bill in- 

troduced by him and now before the Senate. This 

measure provides annual appropriations. by 

means of which the demonstration work of the agri- 

cultural colleges can be extended so as to reach 

every farm in the country; it also provides for the 

enrichment of the domestic and social side of rural 

life. Its great virtue lies in the fact that it opens 

the way for the practical application of the knowl- 

edge acquired through study and experiment. 

“There is a widespread and insistent demand,” 

says a recent writer. on economic problems, “for 

something to help the present farmer—the man be- 

hind the plough. He has paid the larger share of the 

tens of millions of dollars that have been expended 

during the last fifty years in gathering agricultural 

knowledge. This work was undertaken for him pri- 

marily and through him for the benefit of everybody. 

He has the right to expect and demand that the re- 

sults be delivered to him in a way and in a form 
that he can utilize.

| The Twilight of the White Gods | 

Last week there came into the New York auction 

room a number of marble statues by American sculp- 

tors who were famous fifty years ago. Hiram Powers’ 

Greek Slave was the most noteworthy... With her one 
touched an almost prehistoric phase of American esthet- 

ies. In her day ‘she was a veritable declaration of 
independence of clothes and artists’ rights, About her 
serene form was fought and won the battle for the 
sculptor’s liberty in our free republic, Some sense 
that the Greek Slave is still a celebrity, if an obSoles- 
cent one, carried the bidding somewhat above. $1,000— 

perhaps a half of what it would cost to copy her rep- 
utably in fair Carrara. If the Greek Slave, speaking. 
reverently, was on the bargain counter, her famous 
white contemporaries were nowhere at all. We decline 
to set down the pitiful prices that were paid for char- 

acteristic works of homas Crawford, W. W.\Story, and 
Harriet Hosmer. It is enough to say that in no case 
would the auction price have bought the rough block 
of marble. * 

When one recalls that these were the great names 
of fifty- years ago, that Powers may have been said to 
have established Américan sculpture in the eyes of Hu- 
rope, that Harriet Hosmer had the friendship and ad- 
miration of the Brownings, and Layard, and Leighton, 
that Story enjoyed a fairly consecrated celebrity 
through Hawthorne's. eulogy of his Cleopatra in "The 
Marble Faun"—when one is driven to sincere if trite 
reflection that all passes and naught is perdurable. 
Fifty years ago no reputations could have seemed 
more safely beyond vicissitude. And now one hardly 
knows whether to blame a public so forgetful of the 
taste of its fathers, or to praise the courage of those 
who ventured to pay anything at all for an art so com- 
pletely passed from fashion. Perhaps our grandchil- 
dren will similarly make a merit of bidding in a 
bronze by Saint Gaudens or Rodin at something less 
than the value of the metal—New York Evening Post. 

The Day of Dostoieffsky-. | 

Feodor Dostoleffsky's novels have been less readin 

America than they deserve, partly because Tolstol has, 
to most readers, seemed an all but complete interpreter 
of Russia, from’ whom Dostoieffsky was not sufficient- 
ly different in appeal to be needed as supplying de-

Though they depict -wretched, ugly 
poverty, of which Dostoieffsky had his full sharé of 
personal experience, there is always felt a. tremendous 
belief in the future of his people and the ideal’ of 
brotherhood. As a critic in the Evening Post has*re- 
cently said, “This has been the extraordinary merit of 
the Russians—that they can face the bitter facts:of 
life and still believe. . . . It is only the young gen- 
eration in Russia that has struck the noté of despair 
in literature.” And none of them so reflect the national 
mind as Dostoleffsky’s books still do. 3 x

THE POSTAL SERVICE 
IL.—THE FUTURE PARCEL POST.

tion-wide but of limited scope, vesting in the post 
master general the power to exten the character of 
the Service as he might see fit, with the approval o¢ 
the interstate commerce commission. it gave him 
practically unlimited control over it, as to rates, zones 
and pature of the svrvice rendered, subject only ta 
the veto power of the interstate commerce commis. 
sfon—thus making him practically legislator and a@- 
ministrator all in one.

When Albert S. Burleson became postmaster gen- 
eral he already had the idea that he ought to make 
the most of the power vested in him with respect to 
the parcel post, and interpreted the law as intend 
ing that he should develop it just as far as was con- 
sistent with safe methods and just as rapidly as this 
gould be done—so rapidly, indeed, that it did not wisn 
to have him wait for its sanction in the direction og 
extending the service. 

eee 
With that view of the law, the postmaster general 

is proceeding with its execution today. Assuming that 
congress wants him to limit his activites only by the 
needs of the people and the stipulation that the par 
cel post system bc self-supporting, he intends to feel 
his way forward step by step in his efforts to make 

the seryice‘as wide and as useful as this stipulation 
will rermit. And in that he is certain to have the 
co-operation of the interstate commerce commission. 
That body takes the same view of the law, feeling 
that if congress intended to impose any other restric- 
tions upon the extension of the service it either 
would have laid down the limit im terms, or else would 
have reserved the right of providing these extensions, 

eee 
Nor is it likely that the interests of any other trans- 

portation agency will be considered in the matter, If 
it develops that a parcel post limit of a hundred 
pounds can be worked in a way that will make it self- 
supporting, the fact that it might put the express com- 
panies out of business is not likely to keep the in- 
terstate commerce commission from giving its assert 
“to the proposition if the postmaster general thinks 
conditions ripe for such an extension of the service. 
As'a matter of fact, some of the higher officials of 
that body believe that such an extension will be forth- 
coming in due time, and one of them unofficially ex- 
pressed the opinion that it would practically drive 
the express companies out of the retail freight-carry- 

img field. It was his belief that the express compa- 
nies would not lve in the face of such competition, 

unless they could find some new world of transporta- 
‘tion to conquer. 

eee 
\-\ And that there is such a world for them was his 
‘pinion. “I believe,” said he, “that this new field 
cwill be the field of city delivery. Here in Washing- 
ton, for example, we have an interminable duplication 
Gf delivery service. The department stores, the sro- 
cers, the dairymen, every class of business people, 
have their own transportation facilities. Now, if you 
were to elimniate all these but two or three, it would 
be possible for these two of three delivery houses to 
give rates for delivering local parcels so low that the 
dividual concern could not atford to perform his own 
livery service, and yet even at these low rates the 
press companies could make barrels of money. You 

ee this already in Boston, where the local express 
P delivery system has been developed.” 

eee 
It is a safe prediction that the postmaster general 

“is not going to let any tender consideration for the 
express companies stand in the way of extending the 
parcel post system. He feels that the two transpor 
tation systems are fair competitors, and that the only; 
issue is to be the survival of the fittest. If the ex- 
Press companies can render a Service to the people 
more cheaply or more expeditiously than the parcel 
post, Postmaster General Burleson will be glad to lave 
them do so. What he wants is not primarily the ag- 
grandizement of the postal service in the line of hand- 
ling the package delivery buSiness of the people, but 
rather that they shall have their parcels transported 
as cheaply, as expeditiously, and as officiently as that 
service can be rendered. He would ask nothing in the 
way of a government monopoly of the parcel carrying 
business except as that monopoly can be gained by 
rendering the people a more efficient service than any 
other agency can. Postmaster General Burleson says: 

“We simply extend it just as far as they will sup- 
port it, just as far as their needs call for its extension. 
{We are going to move step by step, never overreach- 
ing ourselves, nor yet so slowly as to fall to improve 
the service and extend it just as rapidly as condi- 
tions will allow. 

“The next step we will take,” he continued, “will 
be that of reforming the zone rates beyond the sec- 
ond zone just as we have for the first and second 
zones, increasing tie weight limit to twenty pounds 
when we do, so that the limit may be uniform for all 
the zones and the rates made to correspond. Then, 
when that improvement has taken firm hold and 
proved itself in practice, we will take the next step, 
again increasing the limit and decreasing the rate, if 
conditions warrant. And we will thus move on, step 
by step, until the end to which we are aiming—a hun- 
dred-pound limit—is reached. We are going to be sure 
we are right at every step before we take it, but this 
desire for conservation is not going to prevent our 
attaining the ultimate limit just as soon as conditions 
warrant.” 

vee 
+ With this, then, as the ultimate object of the pres- 
ent postal administration, tne urban consumer can 
feel that the day is not far distant when he can write 
bis declaration of independence from the exactions of 
the series of middlemen who stand between him and 
the rural producer. Then he can have his big hamper 
with its several compartments for the accommodation 
of all the commodities of his market basket—here one 
for a ham, here another for some fresh meat, here 
one for several dozen eggs, and others for a peck of 
string beans, a4 dozen ears of corn, some peas, jellies 
and preserves, and everything else necessary for # 
week's rations. 

And what the housewife would have! She could al- 
low the farmer 10 per cent more than market price for 
his: commodities than the country huckster could pay 
him, and yet she would reduce her grocery bill by st 
least 25 per cent. Here are a few illustrations from 
@ page of experience of a Washington man who lives 
in an apartment and who is part owner of a farm 100 
miles away: When he was selling his apples at $1 ® 
barrel on the farm his grocer was charging 49 cents 
a peck for some not «0 g00d; when the farm price of 
young hens was 12 cents, his grocer was charging 22) 
when the farm price of eggs was 37 cents, the city 
Price was 55; a young hog butchered and cured at the 
farm cost him 11 cents a pound, while the corner sT0- 
cery was charging 55 cents & pound for sausage, 18 
cents for chops, 15 cents for lard, and other prices in 
proportion, while hams of that quality simply were 
net on sale at all in the city markets,

The inevitable result of perfected parcel post will 

be that there will have to be a rearrangement of the 
affairs of the middlemen if they-desire to escape thé 
pinch that such a service will undoubtedly bring dow? 
upon them. With the better prices for farm produce 
that will be commanded by the farmer as a result, ané 
with the opening up of the market for commocitie# 
that can be profitably grown on farms remote from 
present markets, the farmer will be able to make # 
better living and many presentday middlemen will be 
come producers rather than parasites on the bedy ©?

between two thicknesses of the bread, and 
fry quickly in butter. Take care it does 
not scorch. This is as good as it is in- 
Gigestible to any but a person of unusually 
strong gastric powers, 

BACON TOAST. 
Wrile your toast is making try becon 

lightly, and as soon as the toast is taken 
from the oven spread it with butter and 
slip a slice of bacon between two thick- 
nessee of toast.

Melt a tablespoonful of butter in the fry- 
ing pan or chafing dish blazer; put in the 
ham with a teaspoonful of onion juice and 
cook until the meat begins to crisp up about 
the edges. You can use the ham according 
to your supply. Half a pound is none too 
much for five or six or seven eggs, but you 
may make less do if that Is all you have. 

When the crisping stage |s reached turn 
in your beaten eggs—as many as you think 

them a cup of milk, adda heaping teaspoon 
of anchovy paste, and stir until you hayea 
smooth sauce. Have ready four or five 
eges beaten light, stir them into the sauce, 
and cook until the eggs are stiff enough to 
make sure they are well done.

Plain Ice Cream. 
“I notice @ request for plain ice cream 

and beg to submit my little recipe, which is 
* simple and delicious, although not original 
It calls for one quart of eweet milk, a half 
Pigt of sweet cream, one cup sugar, one 

tablespoon of vanilla extract, one junket 
tablet. Warm the milk to just blood heat 
and dissolve the sugar in the milk; put 
junket tablet in tablespoon of cold water, 
crush it with a spoon and add it to the milic 
after all other ingredients have been mixed 
together. Pour into freezer and let cool 

and also set before packing salt and ice in 
the usual way. This may be varied by 
flavoring with coffee or chocolate in addition 
to the vanilla or by putting in crushed fruit, 
as bananas or peaches, with the cream when 
it 1s partly frozen. So fer as I know this 
recipe has not been published here before.

PARIS CONDEMNS @e ECCENTRIC TAILORED COSTUME 
A Severe Plainness Is the Distinctive Note Now Being Struck 

in the Tailor Suit. Almost as Plain as Last Winter, the Tailorea 

Suit Has a Single Skirt with a Little Fullness at the Waist Band 

and Narrow About the Hem. Skirts Are Longer in 

the Back Than in the Front, with Gathers at the 
Waist Which Give Width to the Hips and Produce the 

Fashionable Silhouette. Openings at the Hem Are 

No Longer Modish. Coats Are of Every Variety, but 

Those of Unconventional Style Are Reserved for 

the Dressy Costume. 
ARIS.—{Special Correspondence.J—A week of glo- 
rious autumn weather and two smart race days 
have put the seal on all sorts of fashions, ‘espe- 

cially those intended for the street. These tn- 
clude tailored suits, those that are’ more dressy, 

costumes that may be worn at teas and receptions, 
ats, shoes, gloves, and other liftle details such as veils, 

neck ruches, bags, and all. Women have commenced 
to wear what is really golng to be smart for the next 
three or four months, and {t is only when one sees 
things worn that one may be sure of styles. 

Tailored costumes ha lost the eccentricities that 

were divplayed early in the season, and this to my 
certain knowledge is what invariably happens. The 
rst tallored skirts were draped, provided with over- 

skirts, furnished with sashes, and were otherwise 
trimmed and decorated. Those that are seen on the 
street now, and also at the races, are almost as se- 
verely plain as they were last. winter, and it is only 
these that smart women are wearing. The majority of 
them are made with # single skirt, which has fullness 
at the waist band, but is narrow about the hem. This 
fullness is a little differently introduced than {t was 
last season, for the skirts are cut.much longer in the 

back than the front, three or four inches and sometimes 
more, and they are then drawn up into 
the band, this mounting beginning at 

the sides and continuing across the 
back This brings some gathers into 

the waist line, and it also gives a*good 

deal of width across the back of a 
skirt just at the hips, which is the 
fashionable silhouette of the moment. 

As most of the tailored costumes are 
being made of woolen velvet, of duve- 
tyn, a perfectly lovely soft material 
and of ratine, the non-draped skirt is 
the only one that fs attractive. Any 
others are clumsy and take away from 

the trim close line, which is still the 
one to be desired 

There is another skirt model which 

has gathers on each hip, of course not 
many, and the back of this is a little 

longer and is @ little drawn up. This, 

too, 18 graceful, and ts especially becom- 
ing to a slight figure. A third model has 
two skirts, the lower one close and plain, 

the top one with some gathering, but 
not much, and this 1s good when the 
coat follows the line of the over- 
skirt, which is generally somewhat pointed in the back. 
As a rule, these severe skirts have no openings at 
their hems, and if they have it is put under a wide out- 

side seam, usually at the left side, so that even when 
walking this opening remains hidden. They are, how- 
ever, wearing these skirts extremely short, a fashion 
that {s not becoming to every one, and when this ts 
the case they are rounded up either at the two sides or 
in the center of the front, the rounding being shallow, 

but sufficient to allow for comfort. 
* * 

Coats Suit Individual Taste. 
Coats may be what one likes, for really every sort 

is to be seen. A few that are pronounced have a lone 

waist line and a godet effect about the hips, but every 
style that ts not rather conventional is left to the more 

dressy costume. A number of short jackets have raised 

and outlined seams, these all showing curved lines at 
the waist, which give them an extremely natty appear- 
ance, Others have hip basaues, these following the 
idea shown in the skirts that have hip gatherings, and 
Vike these skirts they are extremely becoming to slim 

women, Still others have an extra basque put on in 
the back, this being without fullness, the seam gener- 
ally being conc lead by a helt But the conventional 

coat for the severe suit is the one provided with a belt 
that either extends all round or 1s put on across the 
back. The cont itself {s almost box shape, 1s moderately 
long, and fastens tn center of the front. The belt 
may be of the material, or of patent leather, one being 

onsidered as smart as the other, but it must be 
adjusted low on the garment, really below the hips, or 
else, if it is only a back belt, tt must be rather high 

to give a short waisted effect 
Sometimes three huge buttons are used for the fas- 

tening, sometimes two clusters of four in a cluster of 
small ones are employed, and the same idea prevails 
on the sleeves. These last, by the way, almost always 
come from beneath the armsize and are not put in with

INE RIDGE, S. D.—Another 

P great historic American bat- 
tle has just been recorded on 

the film of @ modern moving picture 

camera for all generations -to come 

to see. 
The Battle of the Mission, the au- 

tithesis of the Battle of Wounded 

Knee, has been staged, play by play, 

shot by sbeot, death by death, as it 

was on that other bitter cold day, 
December 30, 1890. 

This time the scene was laid over 
the Ridge nearly five miles from the 
“ageney”—and within sight of the 
little mission which still stands there 
—just as it was laid before! 

But this time the war-painted In- 
dians rehearsed their firing; the gal- 

lant troops‘repeated their charge, 
and the “dead and wounded” fel! 
half a dozen times before the cam- 
era machine finally turned and 
ground out the action. 

Here’s the way it was all 
ducted: 

First the blue-coated tmoops rode 
out from camp in the early morn- 
ing and lined up on a nearby hill 
ready to be called upon at any mo- 
ment. 

Then the Indians, jogging along in 

con- 

their dust-covered wagons, with 
their squaws behind them or alone 

on galloping ponies, passed up the 
road toward the scene 4of battle. 

And all the time the hills resound- 

ed with the wail of the squaws—the 
squaws of warriors who fought in 
the real battle years ago! 

Close behind the participants ia 
the mimie warfare came Director 
Wharton and his staff of camera 
men. 

“Keep back of the camera!" was 
the first order at this battlegisound. 
“Keep back of the camera or n't 
get shot!” . 

Quickly the plan of action wa: ex 
plained to the Indians who seemed 
more than anxious to begin. And 
when some one asked why the 
change of feeling among the redmea 
actors since a few ago at the 
battle of Wounded Knee they were 
reminded sf the difference in cit 
cumstances between these two mem- 
orable events. 

At the Battle of Wounded Knea 
the Indians were massacred. At the 
Battle of the Mission the Indians let 
the attack and the white man was 
forced to defend himself! 

The story of the Battle of th 
Mission, they were told, was the st 
of a regiment’s attempt to reach 
Pine Ridge after a forced mareh of 
many miles. 

The Indians were really in their 
element in this battle scene and play- 
ed their parts in “letter perfect” 

fashion. They fired, they attacked, 
they fought back and they fell with 
all the realne: that the meost ex 

acting stage manager could have de- 
sired. 

And when the battle was over, the 
last bit of smoke had wound its way 
into the sky and the oldest Indian 
had picked himself from the field 
and betaken himself to his wagoa 
or pony, the chief of the Sioux and 
the white men shook hands and 
smiled on one areother! 

It was a battle with real smoke 
and real action and real falls. But 
it was a battle without hatred, with- 
out hurts and without sorrow.

His life, during the last vear and 
eight months, has been bounded by 
the walls of his sick room, Upon 
sunny days he has been wheeled in 
an invalid’s chair to the porch of his 
mother’s home in Newnan, and at 
times he has made excursions to 
the walk in front of the house, 
pon three memorable occasions 

he took long ventursome trips—one 
to the city postoffice, two others to 
the ball game. He was __ carried 
then upon a cot, very much as he 
was brought to Atlanta, when his 
wife stood trial upon the charge of 
shooting him. 

But, with these exceptions, every 
day is like the day before. He 
lies upon a bed moved close to a 
window which is curtained by old- 
fashioned blinds, drawn so that his 
bed hidden from passers-by but 
so that he may see the quiet street,

HIS OWN DIAGNOSIS. 
He is convinced tnat the bullet 

which entered his chest ana  pene-~ 
{vated to the spinal column, shat- 
tering the bone of the column and, 
afterward, turning aside, did’ no fn- 
jury to the spinal cord itself and 
brought on paralysis by causing the 
formation of a blood e¢lot which 

presses against the cord. 
“Had the cord been cut or badly 

injured,” he explained, raising him- 
self slightly in bed, “I would have 
died. The spinal cord, you see, is 
like a telephone cable. It is made 
up of all the different nerves in the 
body, passing from the brain to the 
muscles. If those nerves were cut, 
they ‘could never be reunited, and a 
man injured in that way would cer- 
tainly die. 

“Doctors thought at first that my 
spinal cord was cut, and this made 
them say I would die. But they 
were wrong. The cord was not tn- 
jured, except for a btood clot that 
formed. If this clot can ve dissolv- 
ed, there is no reason why I should 
not recover partly. 

“T don’t believe I ever will be 
completely well. But if I could get 
strong enough to walk across the 
floor that would be a great aeal, may- 
be I could even drive around in a 
buggy and see people and talk with 
them.” 

“Nature, as I see it, is: always on the 
job. No matter how little your chance 
is, nature’s there to help you, If you'll 
do your part, there’s always hope. 

HUNCH HE'D GET WELL. 
“From the very first I had a hunch 

I was going to get well. When the doc- 
tors told me at the sanitarium I was 
going to die, you know [I laughed at 
them. My legs were like two sticks of 
wood then, and I was as weak as a 
kitten. But I’ wasn’t anything like 
ready to die. 

“I guess there never was a man 
who had his death predictea as much 
as I did. Atl the doctors said so, 
and all my friends and peopte thouht 
so. But I never did. I had a good 
‘hunch.’ 
“And my hunch now is that I'll get 

well. I'll admit that maybe I won't 
ever be as strong as I was. But I’m 
going to get out of bed. The doctors 
ae I won't but they said I wouldn't 
ive. 

know I'm just as helpless as I was 
20 months ago. I can't even move my 
toes. But I have a tingling sensation 
in my feet and legs now, and they 
feel warm and moist, and not like 
flesh that’s dead. That tingling has 
been increasing, and it means nothing 
more nor less than increasing circula- 
tion; and what can that be but a sign 
I’m going to get on my feet, and go 
about among people, and live again? 

“Yes, I'm hopeful. There hasn’t 
been a time since I came home that I 
haven’t been. There are times, early 
in the morning, about 1 or 2 o'clock 
I mean, when I get to feeling down in 
the mouth. Then, right away, I start 
to thinking about something else that 
hasn't anything to do with the fix I'm 
in, and in a little while I’m feeling all 
right. 

NEVER OUT OF SORTS. _ 
“Tt don’t believe tneress a time 

since I came honie that I've felt bade 
ble or out ofserts.| I just never have 
been of | disposition to worry, and I 
don't worry now. — 

“Mr. Upshaw—lives in Atlanta, you 
know—he’s a preacher and publishes 

# paper—well, he’s written to-me a 
good deal, and he’s been surprised at 
my happy way of looking at things. 
You know for years he was bedridden 
from an affection of the spine, and it 
was more by will power than anything 
else that he ever got on his feet.

In time it will 
dissolve. Why shouldn't it? I tell 
you, nature's always on the job. Time 
ean do anything. As long as I hold 
my own and even gain a little 
strength, there’s every chance, 

“Since I’ve been sick I’ve had letters 
from twelve people who were paralized 
from one cause or another. And all 
but _ two of them got well. % 

“One man wrote me that he went to 
John Hopkins’, and that they told 
him there he couldn’t get well. He 
came home, and for four years he was 
wheeled round in a roller chair. Then, 
he began to get better, and now he’s 
holding a commission as captain in 
the United States army.
