BUSINESS AND THE TARIFF

Of all the states south of the Mason and Dixon line 
West Virginia is the most northern in political senti- 
ment and industrial economy. During the big war her 
population was more loyal than Indiana, or southern 
Tllinois, or New York City. Nay, to the square inch 
there was more copperheadism in Ohio than in West 

Virginia. And after the war the West Virginian Dem- 
ocracy was bitten by the tarantula of protection. Hen- 
ry G. Davis, like his cousin Gorman, of Maryland, was 
a protectionist; so was John Kenna. But Willlam L. 
Wilson, her greatest thinker, was a Democrat without 

guile and above reproach. 

Of all that section that was the “solid south’—that 
is, slave territory in 1860—West Virginia is, and was, 
the community that was supposed to be favored by a 
protective tariff above any sister southern state. She 
had coal in every hill. Her forests groaned with mer- 
chantable timber. Her glass works turned out mil- 
lionaires by the score. She extracts pig iron from the 
ore. At one time she was a crank about wool. And 
those things made West Virginia a reliably Republican 

state the epoch 1894-1908, both inclusive.

A great man was elected president in 1912, He told 

the people that this country had outgrown its baby 
clothes, that it had arrived at man’s estate, that it is 
healthy enough and lusty enough to enter upon the bat- 
tle of life with any ond all other men the world ver, 
and the country heakened unto him, believed him, ac- 

cepted him, and followed him. 

The first thing President Wilson did was to set 

about a reduction and a reform of the tariff. Or to 
state it better he immediately and diligently and reso- 
lutely went to work to break the shackles that, for 
half a century, had hindered the energies of American 
Inbor and curtailed the profits of American capital. 
It is true that protection made a multitude of pluto- 
erats, who reaped where labor had strewed and watered 
and tilled. But there was discontent in the land. Cap- 
ital and labor were at war in every manufacturing and 
mining community. In Massachusetts the head of the 
wool trust gathered $20,000,000, his private fortune, 
while employing at $8 a week laborers who were nec- 
essitated to shelter, feed and clothe families on that 
miserable pittance. Secure in his monopoly, enjoying 
free trade in labor, this man made his millions and 
was enabled to declare enormous dividends for his 
partners in monopoly. Occasionally, no doubt, he made 
libéral contributions to finds devoted to buy elections 

| for the party of “Great Moral Ideas.”

Woodrow Wilson was elected to put a stop to that 
sort of infamy. A tariff bill was introduced, and the 
henchmen of monopoly, in both houses of congress, 
swore by all the gods that took pride in Hector of 
Troy, that it meant idle mills, closed shops, deserted 
mines, slothfu] labor, bankrupt capital, charity soup 
houses, universal ruin, and more than the misery of 
leprosy in every household, But the bill passed and 
is a law.

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THE POSTAL SERVICE 
Vi. THE RAILWAY MAIL SERVICE. 

BY FREDFRIC J. HASKIN. 

If you can imagine what it means to know the ex: 
act location of some 10,000 postoffices; to know be 
what railroads they are reached, and by which of these 
roads g letter will reach them quickest; through what 
junction points it must travel, and a hundred and pc: 
other things; and tnen to be able to throw letters i to 
a half hundred pigeon-holes, each pieon-hole represent. 
ing a certain locality, and each letter going into the 
light pigeon-hole, at the rate of a hundred or more a 
minute, while the train is thundering alone at a 
forty +1 fifty-mile galt, then you can grasp what it 
means to be a railway mail clerk. 

It requires some 17.000 clerks to man the 3,400 rail. 
road postoffices in the United States, and they draw a 
total pay of about $20,000,000 a year. For many years 
they were the poorest patd of all the servants of the 
sovernment, considering the strenuousness of their 
calling and the dangers to which they are exposed, 
today their average compensation is tnore ¥ 
month, and $169 a year more than the 
servant gets

The postal clerk in the past had to run a serious 

risk of getting killed in the discharge of hip dan. 
The ordinary postal car was run up next to the on gine, and was constructed of woe: mghout. “With 
a heavy engine ahead of it and a heavy train behina 
it, the result in case of a wreck usually was a mene 
of kindling wood, with the clerks killed or wounded 
To add to the horrors of the situation, gas lighting 
pipes suddenly severed would begin to pour their loads 

of gas out over the mass of wood and mail. and it 
hundreds of instances the horrors of incineration were 
added to those of collision. 

The postal clerks begged the government to insist 
upon the equipment of all postal cars with electric 
lights, but the railroads answered that electric train 
lighting was still in the experimental stage, in face 

of the fact that every one of them was even then fea- 

turing its crack, trains as being electrically lghted 
throughout, and“ the government accepted the state- 

ments of the railroads. Then, when the steel cars 

came out, the clerks begged that the railroads be re- 

quired to furnish steel postal cars, pointing out that 
the average postal car was being hired by the govern- 

ment for approximately $4,000 a year, a rental which 

they considered high enough to entitle tem to steel 

cars. There was the usual protest, but finally con- 

gress required the gradual substitution of steel cars 
for the old wooden ones. 

The degree of proficiency demanded in the railway 

mail service is remarkable. In other branches of the 
government service a man has to take an entrance ex- 
amination, but that is the end of it, unless it be for 
Promotion to some other grade. In the railway mail 
service the clerks must constantly study and memorize 
thousands of new postoffices and the quickest ways of 
reaching them. Out of every 10,000 pieces of mai! 
handled by the railway mail service last year 9,997 
were handled correctly. 

wee 
Each clerk must undergo an average of about three 

examinations a year. The department has books 
printed giving full data about each postoffice tn a giv- 

en territory, and showing the system of distribution 
of mail so as to reach each one of them. The clerk 
must memorize all these, usually for all the postot- 
fices in a given state at a time. Then he makes out 
@ card for each postoffice, on the front of which there 
is the postoffice name and on the back the routing 
particulars. He buys himself a little case of pigeon- 
holes to correspond, except in dimensions, to the big 
cases seen in every postal car, This little case con- 
tains 288 holes. He labels each hole, doing it in such 
@ way that all Jetters going to certain individual of- 

fices or to certain groups of offices are put into their 
proper pigeon-hole. Then he must take the packs of 
cards he has made out, and throw each card into its 
proper pigeon-hole. Not only must he learn to do it 
accurately, but rapidly as well. After he has satisfied 
himself with his proficiency in distributing these cards 
he goes before the authorities and distributes the 
cards in their presence, being timed for speed ant 
checked up for accuracy. 

eee 
In each of these examinations the clerk must "throw" 

about a thousand cards, and he gets so many points 
off for each error and so many off for each minute 
above the standard it requires to “throw” a given 
number of cards. A clerk running from Washingto! 
to Greensboro, N. C., will, in the course of a few 
years, be required to pass an examination on the 2,500 
postoffices in Virginia, the 1,800 in North Carolina, the 
1,300 in Alabama, the 1,300 in Georgia, and those of 
three or four other states as well. Then, too, he must 

know in what package to tie every letter addressed to 
@ street number in every one of three or four impor 
tant cities like Washington, Baltimore, Philadelphia, or 
New York. 

Every time a clerk “throws" a card in the wrongs 
box in taking an examination, it shows that he would 
have missent a letter if he had been “throwing” them 
in the mail car pigeon-holes. And that is regarded 
as something almost beyond the point of toleration in 
the railway mail service, One can scarcely expect any 
person to perform the same identical act 10,000 times 
without making more than three mistakes, but when 
each time represents a thinking process involving no 
less than five different considerations, besides the phy- 
sical effort required to perform it on a fast moving 
train, it will be realized to what high standards of 
Proficiency the railway mail service has attained; and 
9,997 out of every 10,000 is the average, showing that 
thousands of clerks Go much better than this, Indeed 
some of them will correctly pigeon-hole 9,999 out of 
every 10,000. 

eee 
The real secret of the efficiency of the mail service 

of the United States is due mainly to the railway pot 
tal clerk. Nearly all the mail that travels by rail must 
be handled piece by piece by him. When a@ person 
mails a letter in Washington for some one in St. Louls 
he can depend upon it that ninety-nine times out of * 
hundred his letter will reach thé addressee on the firs 

delivery from the first train into St. Louis from Wash 
ington after the letter was mailed. The Weshingto® 
office makes up the St. Louis mail into bags. These 
are turned over to the railway mail service and go for 
ward by the train due to arrive at the earliest possible 
moment. When they are on the last leg of the Jour 
ny—as from Indianapolis on the Big Four—the rail 
way postal clerks empty thelr contents the dis- 
tributing tables and begin the work of throwing e#c? 
plece into its proper pigeon-hole, A letter addressed
