MYSTERIOUS PERSON

And That Leo M. Frank Did

Chief, He Says Over Phone 

CHIEF REFUSES. TO GIVE 

DETAILS OF THE MATTER 

But Says th Man Impressed 

Him As Telling the Truth, 

Story Is Denied Here in All 

Quarters, 

Over long distahce telephone at 
2:15 o'clock Sunday morning, Chief 
of Police’ Bodeker told The Journal 
that the mysterious man with the 
confession in the Frank ease works 
at a trade in Birmingham, 

The chief said that he never had 
seen the man before he entered the 
chief’s office, Friday, with his admis- 
sions. 

He gave what seemed to Chief 
Bodeker a good and valid reason for 
having maintained silence about the 
matter until then. 

“The man impressed me as telling 
the truth,” said Chief Bodeker, “and 
I advised him to communicate with 
authorities in Atlanta. 

“He sent a telegram to Sheriff 
Mangum in Atlanta—that is, a man 
in whom I have confidence told me 
that he saw him write a telegram 
saying that he was ready to go to 
Atlanta and tell what he knew about 
the Phagan murder. 
“Saturday two. men from Atlanta, 

came here and told me that they 
wanted to see this man. and I told 
them where to find him. They left. 

iturday night they came to my of- 
fice with him and said they were go- 
ing to Atlante later in the night. 

‘I know the name of only one of 
those two men. I promised him and 
also the man who made the  state- 
ments, that I would say nothing 
about the matter.

“This man told me that a friend 
of hisin Atlaifta told him on the day 
of the tragedy that he had an en- 
gagement to meet Mary Phagan at 
noon in the pencil factory.

“I talked to the man for two hours 
and a half, going fully into detail, 
and he answered every question ‘read- 
ily.

Republicans, the president has received 
assurances that the Republicans are not 
holding up legislation nor trying to im- 
pede action on the currency bill in the 
senate, 

Democratic leaders expressed confi- 
dence today that the senate committee 
would be able to come to such an agree- 

ment upon the currency reform meas- 
ure as would insure its unanimous sup- 
port by both Republicans and Demo- 
crats. This assurance was based on the 
knowledge that no effort isto be made 
to draw party lines on the bill, but that 
the Republicans are to be fully con- 
sulted in amending and redrafting the 
measure. 

The opening of direct negotiations 
with Republican senators, it is under- 
stood, was decided on by the president 
because of suggestions from outside 
sources that they were endeavoring to 
delay aetion in committee. While no 
effort has been made to fix a date for 
the reporting of the bill, it ts under- 
stood the president has been assured 
that progress in the committee will be 
as rapid as possible. 

Efforts to bring about a recess of 
cohgress appears to have abated some- 

what and house leaders apparently have 
given up any hope of getting away from 
Washington for any stated period. 

While the president would consent to 
a definite recess of congress if the sen- 
ate committee would agree to a date for 
completing the currency bill, members 
of the senate admitted today there was 
little chance for such a compact being 
made. 

It is expected the committee will 
spend at least three weeks after Octo- 
ber 25 in discussion and amendment of 
the bill.

F the southern breeders could 
only have the opportunity otf 
seeing such an exhibition as 

this, and study the many speci- 
mens that were brought together 
here and see how hard the breed- 
ers work and the trouble they 
have to go to to win, we would 
wake up down here and take more 
interest and work harder with our 
poultry than we ever have. It is 
simply a matter of business and 
dollars and cents with the breed- 
ers up there. They do not have 
one-hundredth part the opportuni- 
ties or chances that we have here 
to make money out of poultry. 
Therefore, they appreciate it more 
than we do. 

Another thing different from 
what we have to contend with in 
the south is there are but few 
sales usually made in the show 
room, but a person has to exhibit 
so that he can advertise his win- 
nings as that is where his business 
comes from, advertising in the pa- 
pers, and the man who wins every 

year is the one who gets the business, 
The upstairs of the poultry building was devoted exclusively to ban- 

tums and pigeons. ‘There being exhibited something Hke two thousand 
pigeons of every kind, sort and color, and such erthustasm as you never 
‘aw was manifest in this department. 

One of the great features connected with this show and one of the 
big things that happened for Hagerstown was the erection of a handsome 
monument to the memory of John L. Cost, the man who organized and 
started this poultry department in connection with the Hagersown Fair 
more than thirty years ago, and this was a great and just tribute due 
him, ont that will go down in history as probably the greatest event ever 
connected with poultry industry anywhere in the United States. More 
han four hundred poultrymen attended the unveiling of this monument. 
My Wednesday night a banquet was, tendered the poultrymen, fully five 
qundred being present at this banquet, and at the closing exercises a 
mered prayer and song service was indulged in in honor of the great 
John L. Cost, who was responsible for this great work. No one could 
appreciate or enjoy such a public exhibition aS the one recently held at 
Yagerstown unless they could personally attend such a show. 

To see the cattle display was a sight to behold, they standing side 
ly side fn splendid cattle stalls erected for this purpose fully one mile 
(ng, all varieties of cattle, magnificent beef cattle, dairy cattle and dual 
purpose cattle, some animals weighing as high as 2,400 pounds. The 
sheep and hogs were out in equal numbers, there being something over 
100 head of animals on the fair grounds. This shows that the people 
jy this section of country have to depend on thvir live stock and poultry 
ss practically a main source of Income. Therefore, they are compelled to 
my attention to these things and bring them out in great numbers to the 
mblic exhibitions. This is a great apple and grape country also, and one 
lerge building s devoted exclusively to the display of apples and 
gapes, wines and jellies. Vegetables of every description were also ex- 
hBited in large numbers. 

Horses of all kinds, from Shetland ponies to the largest of draught 
torses were on these grounds by the hundreds. One of the main attrac- 
tons being twenty-four large Percheron draught horses exhibited by one

firm, none of them weighing less than 1,800 and up to 2,600 pounds. 
The Union Stock Yards of Chicago had a magnificent display, one of 
tieir teams being a six-horse team driven to a magnificent delivery. 
wagon, and each of these horses being perfectly matched and weighing an 
average of 2,300 pounds each. 

A show of this kind would certainly be an attraction at any of our 
emthern fairs. I don’t suppose the day will ever come when our south- 
em people will be so interested in live stock and poultry as the people 
ie this section of country, and nothing can convince a person or make 
tem appreciate what such things mean to the country unless they can 
sm with their own eyes these sights. The average attendance tach day 
was More than 30,000 people, and thousands of dollars was brought from 
different parts of the country and left 
in Hagerstown by the visiting public, < e 
during the week of this fair.

NEW YORK, Oct. 18.—Cotton—As in- 

dicated In our lest letter, a continuation 
of the favorable weather then prevailing 
would Mkely bring about somewhat low- 
er prices with altogether too much en- 
thusiasm on the selling side (as there 
had been previously on the buying side 
around 14 cents), and we favored a 
trading position with buying on’ the 
sharp concessions for swings of some 
30 to 60 points pending the final crop 
development, the balance of this month, 
beyond that pressure of spots woulde 
govern. This seems to have been the 
situation and from the low points of 
12 5-8 to 12 8-4 on Wednesday there 
has been a sizable rally because of the 
thoroughly liquidated and oversold con- 
dition of the contract market and be- 
cause of fears of unfavorable, cold, 
rainy weather developing particularly 
in the southwest. 

The more important local and inter- 
national spot houses whose opinions are 
valued by the spinning world in general 
whom they supply with the raw article 
have maintained steadfastly that this 
crop is but a small one and much under 
requirements of last year, which were 
14,900,000 and the last census report in- 
dicated an increase in takings for the 
month of September of 33,000 bales over 
last year, which if carried out for the 
balance of the year would make total 
spinners’ takings of 16,300,000, which 
we are not at all likely to receive from 
this crop. We must also remember that 
spinners have encroached so on their 
mill stocks that they were bare of sup- 
plies and we entered the new crop sea- 
son with such a small supply that com- 
petition could easily create prices that 
would alone force a reduction in con- 
sumption. In addition to this expecta- 
tion of tariff revision has resulted in a 
cleaning up of stocks of finished goods 
the world over so that any resumption 
of business activity must resort to the 
raw article for supplies. True, cotton is 
now grown as well as used the world 
over and while our own south pro- 
duces much the larger proportion of 
the world's cotton, yet other countries 
are more blessed with their growth 
this year than last, so that the spin- 
ners have this small increase in sup- 
plies in thetr favor. 
We see no good reason to deviate 

from our original position of last July, 
August and September that this is like- 
ly to be a very high-priced crop, yet we 
feel that our advice of the past several 
weeks to sell the actual at these high 
prices and not follow up advances in 
the contract market too far is timely, 
certainly until more of the weight of 
this crop is off the’ market. But this 
weight is apt to be removed earlier 
than usual and the probable shortage 
in supplies will assist this removal, and 
we already see the passage into con- 
sumers’ hands in the shape of spinners’ 
takings and exports ahead of last year. 
What with tariff uncertainty, the new 
currency question and European politi- 
eal and financial despondency there is 
still a tendency to contract only for 
current requirements, but this ‘very 
thing is apt to prove too deceptive in 
measuring the requirements of this crop. 
‘This “hand to mouth” policy has been 
a habit for so long that its good points 
have been brought forth and is apt to 
be continued, and it would seem that it 
would lead to more of a normal and 
steady demand for the raw article, and, 
with the ability of the south now to 
withhold part of {ts supplies it should 
result in an active and all-year-round 
market. We believe the market will 
offer excellent trading opportunities on 
both sides for the next few weeks, but 
our leaning is toward the buying side 
on all important concessions and think 
such purchases properly protected will 
prove very profitable. 

Cotton Seed Oil—This market also 
had to bear the weight of crude 
offerings which have been free with 
consumers holding off so long as lower- 
ing in values continued, yet they wera 
thought to have picked up contracts 
gradually on important concessions.

American Jockey Is 
Big Winner Abroad 
LONDON, Oct. 18.—Archibald, the 

American rider who is at the head of 
the winning jockeys, in Germany this 
year, has renewed his contract with 
Baron 8, A. von Oppenheim, thereby re- 
jecting handsome overtures to engage 
him for the French turf. 

Thanks largely to Archibald’s talents, 
the Oppenheim stable this year heads 
not only the other German stables, but 
those of the world, in winnings, having 
up to September 14 taken prizes amount- 
ing to $196,640. This is the highest 
figure reached by a private stable in 
Germany, and is only some $6,000 be- 
hind the record scored last year by the 
government stud at Graditz. 

According to local sporting authori- 
ties, the high winners of the year in 
other countries of Europe have been 
Baron BE. de Rothschild, in France, with 
$140,000; J. B. Joel. in England, ‘with 
$110,000, and B. Mautner yon Markof, in 
Austria, with /$120,000.

At its recent convention in Detroit, the American 

Good Roads Congress expressed itself favorably to- 

ward a plan of co-operation between Canada and the 

United States for the development of uniform high- 

way laws and enterprises. The idea has appealed to 

Dominion authorities. The deputy minister of rail- 

ways and canals, who was a delegate to the congress, 
has pledged his influence to interest the Ottawa gov- 

ernment; and the Vancouver Sun remarks that “a 

uniform law, not only for Canada but for the whole 

continent would be immensely helpful to good road 

construction; it would stimulate effort on the part of 

the good roads organizations throughout the contt- 

nent, which are now accomplishing much in educat- 

ing the public on the value of good highways but 

waich have pursued their labors so far @itout the 

full encouragement they should have secured from 

governments.”

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Pass the Currency Bull. 
The need of Currency and banking reform has 

| been discubsed for years and years. Statesmen, 
business men and bankers, particularly, have long 

geen the defects of the present system, while the 

people as a whole have often felt the sharp pinch of 

its inefficiency and injustice. Divers conventions 

have met to consider this problem, special commis- 

sions have studied it and various recommendations 

have been offered; but not until President Wilson 

called Congress into extra session and urged definite 

legislative action in this regard, was there any clear 

prospect of relief, Thitherto, those interested in 

currency reform had worked fitfully or at cross pur- 

poses, unable to agree upon the essentials of any 

change proposed and powerless to set the law-mak- 

ing machinery in motion. . 

Today, however, these conditions are completely 

altered. A banking and currency bill which, in the 

main, meets the approval of all interests concerned 

and which will undoubtedly protect the country 

from the dangers of the existing system has passed 

the House of Representatives by a towering majority 

and awaits the action of the Senate. Never were 

the true friends of currency reform so closely agreed 

as now; never in the course of this great issue was 

there so opportune a moment for practical service to 

the nation, What will the Senate do with this splen- 

did opportunity? Will it reconcile its minor differ- 

ences of opinion and clear the way for a prompt en- 

actment of the bill, or will it quibble over mere de- 

tails and hold the country’s business in prolonged 

and disquieting suspense? 

If the Senate heeds public opinion, it will settle 

this question with the least possible delay; it will 

pass a satisfactory bill at the present session. 
Criticism of the pending measure proceeds mainly, 

if not entirely, from bankers, or rather from certain 

groups of bankers; and even they warmly commend 

its general purpose and its chief provisions. Their 

dissent in the matter of detail was to be expected. 

In truth, bankers themselves are sharply divided 

in their views as to just what the country needs. 
Should Congress wait for a currency plan that would 

be equally satisfying to all men or all interests, it 

could never move a step toward reform. The bank- 

ers will be no easier to please in December or Janu- 

ary than now. The essential features of the present 

bill will come nearer their wishes than any other, 

unless it be one framed by themselves for the pur- 

pose of retaining in their own hands complete con- 

trol of the nation’s monetary resources. 

No such suggestion, they may be sure, will ever 

be tolerated, Perhaps the gravest of all defects in 

the existing system is the fact that it leaves to pri- 

vate and more or less capricious rule this tremen- 

dously important field of the country’s economic in- 

terests. Currency affairs and, to a great extent, 

banking affairs must be under public, that is to say, 

under government control, if our common business 

life is to be prosperous and secure, The cardinal vir- 

tue of the bill now before the senate is a guarantee 

of this protection. It is this provision that means 

most to the people and that will stand as a great 

bulwark against financial panics and business alarm. 

Congress is not assembled to make laws in the 

interest of bankers alone but in the interset of mer- 

chants and farmers and working men as well, in the 

interest of equal justice to all the people, without 

special privilege to any. 

It would be neither right nor reasonable to delay 

the passage of the currency bill merely to appease 

a particular class of interests, while the country as a 

whole suffers from the lack of remedial legislation. 

We have gone from year to year and from congress 

to Congress talking about currency reform but this 
is the first time that definite results have been at- 

tainable. Surely, the Democrats of the Senate will 

not neglect so inspiring an opportunity to honor 

their party and to bless the nation! 

The proposal that this matter be carried over to 

the regular session is {ll advised. Conditions will 

never be more favorable for an adjustmeent of such 

differences as exist. The most effective work can be 

done now when there is nothing to divert attention 

from this one important issue. In the regular ses- 

sion, the members of Congress will be busied with 

all manner of bills for their particular States or dis- 

tricts and the remaining features of the administra- 

tion’s program will require careful thought. Pro- 

longed delay would rob the bill of the advantage it 

has acquired from its overwhelmnig adoption in the 

House and would also tend to dissipate the public 

interest it now holds. Senator Shafroth truly de- 

scribed the situation when he said last week that 

postponement would only leave another pledge of the 
Democratic party unredeemed and would afford those 

who are ill disposed an opportunity to dring about 

artificial troubles in the monetary world. 

It is important, first of all, that the Democratic 

members of the banking and currency committee 

reach an agreement among themselves to report the 

bill at an early date and that every Democrat in the 

Senate urge this course. This, it would seem, can 

easily be done, if those who now differ over ques- 
tions of detail will get together in a spirit of “give 

and take.” So numerous are the points at which all 

honest and enlightened thought on this issue is at 

one that there should be little difficulty among rea- 

sonable men in compromising the comparatively few 

matters in dispute. Further delay simply for the 
sake of delay will be inexcusable and grossly unjust 

to the public as well as to the party. - 
The country’s business is anxiously awaiting the 

outcome of currency legislation. Conditions will not 
become normal until this question is settled. Pro- 

longed suspense will be distinctly unfortunate. 

Prompt action will be universally reassuring. A per- 
fect bill is not to be hoped for but the pending 

measure will at least serve the larger and more 
urgent needs of the time. Its, benefits will be imme 
diate; its defects can easily be remedied at the future 
may demand, 

Let the bill be passed at the present session of 
congress and the country will be incomparably better 
om.

A keen student of the cityward drift of population 

aptly observes that the hope of keeping boys on the 

farm had as well be abandoned unless the girls can 

be kept there, too; “the cultivating of woman,” he 

adds, “is a bigger job today than making poor ground 

yield.” Much has recently been done to lighten the 

toil and widen the advantage of the farmer himself 

but a vast deal more remains to be done for the 

cheer and enrichment of the farmer's wife and 

daughters. The chief end of farming, as of all other 

pursuits, must be the happiness of the home. It is 

on the domestic and the social aspects of rural life 

that the nation’s best educational thought now cen- 

ters.

The Call of the South. 
A Frenchman who recently called at the state de- 

partment of agriculture for information concerning 

Georgia farm lands is one among hundreds of pros 

pective settlers now interested in the south. This 
visitor remarked that the Georgia climate reminded 

him of southern France, where he was reared, and 

that the general appearance of the country was most 

inviting. He has lived the past five years in Canada 

but the story of the south’s natural treasure and its 

varied opportunities called him; he came and was 

convinced. 

The fact that the tide of immigration which a few 

years poured steadily from the United States into 

Canada is now ebbing must be ascribed largely to the 

wider’ publicity which southern resources have been 

given. Home seekers and investors are learning that 

in this genial corner of the continent the paths to 

progress and wealth are most numerous and free. 
This is true of industry and commerce but especially 

is it true of agriculture. An abundance of land, com- 

paratively cheap and capable of producing rich crops 

the year around, awaits development. 

So soon as Georgia and her neighbor states make 

an organized, systematic effort to bring the advan- 

tages more widely to the country’s notice, a great 

inflow of new wealth and population will follow. 

Praiseworthy plans to this end have already been 

inaugurated and they are bringing results. Particu- 

larly seasonable is the recent establishment of the 

Georgia chamber of commerce which purposes not 

only to upbuild the state from within but also ‘to 

advertise its wonderful resources beyond the home 

borders. A movement like this means much to the 

individual Georgian and to the commonwealth as a 

whole, It merits the earnest support of all good 

citizens.

address on the results obtained through 
woman's suffrage in California. 

Dr. Fred K. Line, pastor of the Uni- 
yersalist church, will discuss municipal 
suffrage as exemplified in Kansas, and 
Dr. J. Wade Conkling will deliver 
general address on equal suffrage. 

Jerome Jones, editor of the Journal 
of Labor, will discuss the relation of 

woman suffrage to the industrial world,

use and also the use of the cafe, Paths 
and reading room which the chamber 
will provide for its members. 

Immediately after the meeting Chair- 
man Lounsbury sent letters to all the 
traveling men’s organizations of At- 
lanta requesting them to name commit- 
tees to meet with his committee to ar- 
range all the detatls. Mr. Lounsbury 
expects to receive replies from the or- 

ganizations and to call a meeting with 
their representatives within the next 
thirty days at least. Letters were sent 
to Post B, of the T. P. A.; to counclis 
18 and 505 of the U. C. T., and to the 
Georgia Travelers and Gideons. 

“The general idea, which we have in 
mind,” said Mr. Lounsbury, “is thar

itol runs Hunter street. From

Robert L. Clay, convicted wife 

murderer, paced back and forth in his 
narrow cell below the honeymooner’s. 
Back and forth for six months, and 
never a word passed his. lips. 

“He's_erazy,” argued his friends. 
“He can't talk. That fellow shouldn’t 
hang.” 

If Clay was feigning insanity he 
feigned it well. His last hope of re- 
spite gone, the date of his execution 
drawing near day by day, his mask of 

silence never left him. Only once he is 
said to have broken it. His jailer had 
brought him the morning coffee, the 
story goes. Clay stuck his finger in it, 
looked up with the wistful gaze of a 

whipped dog. 

“It’s cold,” he said. 

WHEN CLAY BROKE 

LAST. 
That was the only sentence he ut- 

tered in the hearing of the jailer dur- 
ing the seven long months. , The day 

before the hanging they told him all 
hope was gone. That night he was 
taken to the condemned cell, vacated 
but shortly before by the bride and 
groom. 

“At high noon tomorrow,” they told 
him, “you will be hanged by the neck 
until dead.” 

And Clay was silent still. 
Early the next day friends and rela- 

tives gathered to the condemned man’s 
cell. They were singing with him, 
praying with him. The hands of the 
prison clock crawled around the white 
disc. It was more than human flesh 
could endure. 

The silence of seven months was 
broken and a moment later Robert L. 
Clay sobbed out the confession of his 
wife's murder and his voice rose high 
aboye all others in the hymns and 
prayers. Before 1 o’clock he had paid 
the penalty of his deed. 

Clay was the last white man hanged 
in Fulton county. One negro has been 
hanged since then, Oscar Dewberry, 

who also went to his death with a 

song and a prayer on his lips. 

A MIDNIGHT GET-AWAY. 

From the very cell where Clap spent” 

his long term of silence was made one 
of the few escapes from the Fulton 
county tower. 

In this cell a year or so ago were 
quartered five men, one of them a 

condemned slayer from Fannin county 

who has since been hanged. 

Sitting there in the still hours of 
the night they hatched out a scheme 

of escape. Friends on the outside 

came to their assistance, a file was 
secured. Night after night when the 
warden finished his rounds they al- 
ternated in working at the bars, work- 

ing one minute, watching the next, 
It was on a Tuesday night that the 

last bar was sawed.” All was ready. 

Five blankets were torn to shreds 

and knotted together in a long rope. 
The bars were wrenched away, and 
one by one the five crawled into the 
mooniight and zigzagged down the 
wall like spiders. A length of ragged 
blanket, fluttering in the wind, told the 
tale next morning.

as the escape was, it was a vain one, 
Tuesday they were out; Thureday 
they were in again.

Your friendship 
is sufficient ground for sending a present 
as soon as you know that the ap 
proximate date has been decided. 

If you have never been entertained 
by the bride, bridegroom or members of 
their families, by no means anticipate 
and send a gift before you receive « 
card. This would be regarded as 
liberty and almost bidding for an tne 
vitation. After receiving @ card in this 
case, you may then send a present, Fre 
quently the business associates can be 
classed in this group. 
If the acquaintance with the (ride, 

or both bride and bridegroom, be alight, 
it ts not obligatory to recognize an in- 
vitation to the church ceremony by 
sending a gift. If, however, cards are 
Included for the reception or wedding 
breakfast, it is usual to send a gift. 
A delightful middle course is taken by

A book nobody except the lover of frst 

and rare editions reads nowadays and the

It was 
published in 1787—a weird, wondrous work 
of imagination. In it men who had suf- 
fered much and sinned much walked with 
their hands in their bosoms, moaning cease- 
leasly, “I burn!" He ts the truer hero who 
hides patn and heat under a gallant front 

and devotes his hands to 
done for God and man. 

In the last clause of the text supplied by 
Mr. Lowell for my talk we get at the secret 
of much of the imposition of private woes 
and moods upon long suffering friends, 
“not to keep thinking of ourselves as ex~ 
ceptional cases," I might add that in this 
innate and incorrigible propensity to exalt 
ourselves above the rank and file of asso- 
clates on account of exceptional dispor 
tions, or talents, or afflictions, or ambitions, 
we have the root of egotism.

Drain the 
ginger, weigh st, lay it in iced water, and 
allow a pound end a quarter of sugar to each 
pound of the ginger. Wet each pound of 
sugar with one cup of water, put the sugar 
and water in a preserving kettle, and boil 
and skim until the scum céases to rise. 
Remove the sirup from the fire, set it aside 
until cold, dry each piece of the ginger with 
a soft, clean cloth and lay the pieces in the 
cold sirup. Let them stand “for twenty- 
four hours, take out the ginger with a 
skimmer, reheat the sirup, take from the 
fire again and let it become blood warm 
before you lay in the ginger. This time let 
it stand for two days. Again take out the 
ginger, put the sirup over the fire, bring it 
to a boil, and tay the roots‘in the scalding 
sirup and set it aside for a week. Once 
more drain the ginger, bofl up the sirup, 
put the ginger in it, and then turn all into 
jars. Let it ripan for a month before serv- 
ing it. ; 
PEPPERMINT STICK CANDY.—Put to- 

sether in a granite or agate sauce pan a 
pound of granulated sugar, a tablespoon of 
gum arabic water, a cup of hot water, anda 
half teaspoon of cream of tartar, Simmer 
over the fire until the sugar is dissolved, 
then refrain from stirring, but bot! until a 
little of the sirup hardens when dropped 
into cold water, wiping off from the sides 
of the sauce pan with a damp cloth any 
crystals of sugar that cook up from the 
boiling candy. When the candy ts taken 
from the fire, flavor to taste with essence 
of peppermint, ‘pull it as you would molasses 
candy until wnite, draw it out into long 
sticks of the thickness you wish, and when 
they are pulled and brittle break or cut 
them into the desired lengths,

Now right here I could make a few scathing remarks 
about the people who discuss the tango aa if they knew 
it Intimately, and do not even Know to what time it {s 
danced, but go galloping around in a dne-step, which 
with a few new steps is betng called the tango.

Yoted to the real tango as I have danced it with the 
men who put the go in tango, the South Americans. 

Back to the one. tep. There are a few things that 
must be done sway with if our one-step is to survive 
the deluge of abuse. No more strangle holds that leok 
as if the dancing partner were an opponent trying to 

throw his lady fair; no more dipping until the dres:
