some northern port, without molesta~ 
tion. 

‘The refugees. probably will remain 
aboard the Wheeling or som eother of 
Admiral Fletcher's vessels unttl they can 
be sent to some safe place.

Toward Our Southern Neighbors. 
The policies sed forth by President Wilson in his 

address at the Southern Commercial Congress in Mo- 

bile should inspire qamong our Central and South 

American neighbo! s that hearty confidence which is 
the essense of all profitable relationships in both di- 

plomacy and trade. As the dominant Power of this 

hemisphere, the United States owes a peculiar re- 

sponsibility to the Latin republics and to the world. 

It is from the United States that those countries 

have drawn their ideals of government and to the 

United States they look for friendly’ counsel and 

support in working out their destiny. Our oppor- 

tunities to serve them and, through them, ourselves 

are unbounded; put it is important first of all to 

assure them that our purpose is not that of a self- 

seeker but of a friend and neighbor, indeed, and 

that the guiding motive of this Government in all 

its dealings with Central and South America is un- 

tinged by any dream of aggrandizement. 

The President aptly chose this occasion to make 

clear this important point. The meeting of the South- 

ern Commercial Congress this year is devoted pri- 

marily to a consideration of the new era which is 

ushered in by the opening of the Panama canal, the 

closer relationships that will henceforth exist be- 

tween this country and the people of Central and 

South America. It was peculiarly seasonable that 

the President should say at this time: “The United 

States will not seek to secure one additional foot of 
territory by conquest." So emphatic and straight- 

forward an announcement should set at rest any 

latent suspicion which any of our Southern neigh- 

bors may have felt; and to imbue them with this 

full sense of trustfulness will do more for our trade 

interests than any amount of dollar diplomacy could 

ever acomplish, 
Even more significant and assuring was the Presi- 

dent’s declaration that “morality, not expediency” 

must guide us in our dealings with Central and South 

America and that “iniquity must never be ndoned.” 

He made it vididly clear that this Government will 

not be used as a tool of particular interests in the 

commercial “or' politcal affairs of these Southern 

He emphasized the duty of the United 

States to assist them “in emancipating themselves 

from the material interests of other nations, so that 

they could enjoy constitutional liberty unrestrained.” 

The world will not be slow to interpret these ut- 

terances and to connect them more or less definitely 

with existing conditions in Mexico. It was the code 

of “morality not expediency” that constrained the 

Administration to refuse recognition to the Huerta 

regime and that steeled it against the clamors of a 

few financial interests for forcible intervention. It 

was the immorali:, and injustice of the Huerta 

regime that provoked the cool scorn of our Govern- 

ment; and, as President Wilson indicates, no such 

regime in any part of Central or South America may 

expect the sympathy of the United States.

DEMOCRACY IN ENGLAND 
+ BY DR. FRANK CRANE. 

(Copyright. 1913, by Frank Crane.) cot i 

Slow is the descent of the glacier. Slow is the rise 

of the tide. Slow is the march of democracy. Yet the 
glacier descends, the tide rises, democracy marches. 

Democracy i= the leveler. It is the steam-roller of 
destiny. It is the resistless fulfillment of the vision 

of the old Hebrew prophet: 
“Every valley shall be exalted, and every mountain 

and hill shall be made low; and the crooked shall be 
made straight, and the rough places plain.” 

This does not mean the dead level of mediocrity; 
it means the liting level of opportunity. 

It means the casting down of the peaks of privi- 
lege, and the filling up of the pits of prejudice. 

Nowhere can the student of his times see democra- 
cy grinding on in more striking ways than in England. 

The English are the most caste-cursed people in 

civilization. Class is in their very bones. Yet down 
in the English heart is that shattering ideal called 
Justice. By and by it has its way. 

‘The repert issued the other day by the government 
sounds the death knell of feudalism. Upon the tacts 
Stated David Lloyd George, chancellor of the ex- 
chequer, bases his demands for revulutionary land re- 
forms. 

All through the island are vast stretches of waste 
and uncultivated lands held as the playground of tne 
privileged. Fourteen million acres were thus encloSea 
by the landlords of the elghteenth century. 

Before that time the British peasantry were “Hearts 
of Oak,” gree and independent. Now their condition 
is pitiable. 

“pngland’s pleasure grounds,” said recently Judge 
Holdrom, of Chicago, “must be brought within the 
wealth-producing sphere. They must be taxed out of 
idleness; trees, underbrush, and grass must yield to 

tillage and the vacancy must be peopled by contented 
families. Only thug can the overbalance of urban in- 
dustry be redressed, and onty thus can Britain be- 
core rooted as a first-rate power.” 

The government report recommends a minimum 

wage for farm laborers, a land court to fix rents anw 

insure security of tenure, and local authorities or the 
State to build cottages, with land attached, for the de- 
cent housing of the workers. ‘The investigators assert 
that 120,000 such cottages are needed in addition to 
the improvement of great numbers of existing houses 

which are unfit for habitation. 
The present wage is placed at 18 shillings ($4.50) 

a week and the minimum wage required is placed at 

20 shillings 6 pence $5.12). - 
Undercultivated and waste lands are declared to in- 

volyé an intolerable handicap on agriculture and, there 
fore, on the interests of the nation. 

Injustice, misery, social wrong and national impov- 
erishment are recounted with tragic detail in the re- 
port as resulting from present agriculturat conaitions. 

This land agitation, together with the demands for 
woman suffrage, home rule for Ireland, religious Mb- 
erty for Wales, better wages for labor, and a better 
federal system for the whole empire are some of the 
unmistakable evidences of the forward march of dem- 
ccracy in England. 

[ Authors and Artists As Lovers 

One might suppose that the writers—authors and 
poets—who have immortalized women’s charms from 
the beginning of time would provide the ideal lover, 
says Mary Boazman in the November Strand, but in 
actual faet it is often their interest in women in the 
abstract which spoils them for the one woman. To 
her they may appear more engaged in the expression 
of life than in life itself, and she feels in their com- 
pany that she runs the risks (a very genuine one) 
that the tenderest emotions will be used as “copy.” 
Even to be the heroine of a book has disadvantages 
nowadays, since heroines are generally faulty crea- 
tures, and the author is so engrossed by the study of 
human nature that his love herself may fan¢y she is 
under the dissecting knife. 

Then the writer of imagination, living with the 
creatures of his fancy, is necessarily somewhat de- 
tached from the outside world. “I feel terribly jealous 
of my husband's heroines,” said the wife of a well 
known author. “I am sure he is as fond of them as 
he is of me.” Otten the creator of a world of his own 
is rather ineffective in the actual world. He seems 
in such a hurry to get away from the latter, and re- 
sembles the woman who has coaked the feast and in 
consequence has no appetite for it. Life with him is 
apt to be tame, because his dreams have destroyed his 
interest in realities, and there seems almost a lack of 
sincerity about his human relations. 

The artist, with his eye trained to notice and anal- 
yze external loveliness of form and feature, has simi- 
jar faults and some special ones of his own. For in- 
Stance, though a woman likes a man who notices her 
dress, she prefers him to be appreciative rather than 
critical. She is apt to be annoyed by a meticulous 
attention to trivialities in the house and in her own 
appearance, which she imagines part of her province, 
and unless she has ‘the artist's point of view, with its 
hatred of conformity, she is more bothered than flat- 
tered. A girl engaged to an artist said, with a sigh: 
“Before he kisses me, Fred looks to see if my draperies 
hang in classic folds. He can’t bear modern fashions, 
and I do feel such an object when I try to please him. 
To be beautiful in a picture is not nearly so gratifying 
to the pride as to be well dressed in a drawingroom.” 

Both artists and authors have, probably, too much

| The MenWho Do Things | 
(Philadelphia Public Ledger.) 

The old-time, long-standing differentiation between 
men of thought and men of action is rapidly becoming 

obsolete. Theory and practice are learning to travet 
in double harness. The book and the bench have*con- 
cluded to shake hands upon their quarrel. The so- 
called “practical” man has learned that a man is-not 
spoiled in the making of a scholar, and that accurate 
science ts the court of appeal in every great modern 
industrial, commercial or engineering undertaking. 

In this city during the week eminent mining en- 
gineers have met for the discussion of various phases 
of their profession. They are of the number of those Who “do things and not aream them all day long.” They have brought gold 4nd diamends and coal and copper from the depths of the earth; they have tun+ neled and channeled and removed mountains and di: verted rivers. But they did not set their hands tc any work without their minds; and careful, thoughtful plans’ preceded action. 

The large material rewards of endeavor are not be- stowed upon those impatient of: detail and delibera- tion. Almost any one can perform tha mere: manual 
labor of a given undertaking, A great ship of our 
navy makes a magnificent gecord at target practice, Of course, there bad to be many strong and willing hands to bring the bags of powder and swing the pro- jectiles into place and manipulate the breech-blocks of the great guns. But thousands of dollars’ worth of shimmering steel would have been dumped harmlessly into the Atlantic instead of hitting the mark if one cool head could not work as fast as lightning and col- late the telephoned data and tell the gunner the pre- cise instant to fire. 

The most effective doer is the clearest thinker. He refuses to allow his intellectual processes to be stam- peded by a sudden impulse. He is not averse to lay- ing the foundations of the house of wisdom in the liv- ing rock of the truth, for he is sure that such an edi- fice oullasts the superficial structurethatis reared in haste by those who want to have “something to slow for it" as soon as possible, Sincerity and celerity are usually at variance. It pays to look ere you leap and to think ere you act : 

The methods used to secure the ice harvest in Nor- 
way are very primitive, says a writer in the November 
Wide World Magazine. To begin with, the ice lake is 
cut up by means of a small plow drawn by a pony. 
Two long cuts, with a space of twenty-six inches be- 
tween them, are made along the lake, and then men 
armed with huge saws cut the strip of ice thus sepa- 
rated into blocks, each twenty-six inches square. 

The next step is to take the blocks of ice to the 
store houses, at which the ice ships can call. The 
first stage of the journey is simple enough. The ice 
harvesters have already cut a channel in the lake. 
Could anything be easier than pushing the blocks of 
ice along the channel so made? This argues, of 
course, that some of the blocks are first removed from 
one end of the channel. They are taken to the head 
of the Slipway, from which point they are in position 
tor thé final journey overland. 

These slipways reminds one irresistibly of the mod- 
“ern switchback railways. The ice blocks are allowed 
to slide along a set of very rough and ready wooden 
lines hemmed in with wooden railings so that the ice 
blocks shall not slip away and be lost. Some of these 
silpways have to be carried round corners and in or- 
der to minimize the risk of blocks running off the line 
a series of very primitive brakes has been devised. 
At one point a long plank will be suspended over the 
track in such a way that its center, bending by its 
own weight, nearly touches the rail. The ice bloc 
passes under the plank and its speed is checked con- 
siderably when it reaches the center of the plank, but 
it is not stopped entirely, and it goes on its journey at 
a much slower speed. In spite of the use of these 
brakes, however, the end of the journey is generally 
reached very quickly, and means have to be devised 
for stopping the blocks at convenient places. One 
plan is to put some inclined planks at the end of the 
slipway and a rough and ready kind of “buffei 
of a trunk of a tree, at the top of the planks, The 
ice blocks come rushing down the slipway and up the 
yanks. A man standing at this point prevents the 
blocks from slipping back onto the line and thus get- 
ting in the way of the oncoming train. He then 
guides the ice blocks to a place of safety from which 
they are passed on to the store house by the mere act 
of pushing them there. 

’ Does Electricity Help Plants? 

New experiments in forcing plant growth by elec- 
tric light were tried abroad recently. The experiments 
are a little unusual in that they were tried indoors 
in two exactly similar houses, one lighted naturally 
and the other having in addition to its natural light- 
ing facilities an ordinary mercury are lamp, which 
was placed in use about an hour before sunset and 
Kept in service for approximately four ond a half 
hours. The exposure and temperature of the two 
houses were alike, so that the results appear to have 
been strictly comparable. 

It is reported tht seeds of ordinary vegetables ger- 
minated considerably earlier in the electrically lighted 
house than in the other. This is one of those extra- 
ordinary results which have sometimes turned up be- 
fore in similar sorts of experimentation, but for which 

no rational explanation can be offered) It 1s highly 
probable at least that the seeds were buried and it is 
highly improbable that any light rays reached them. 
Certainly the mercury are gives no radiation except 
a certain amount of heat radiation, which can pene- 
trate carth even to a very small distance. 

It is possible that in this case the heat radiation 
of the lamp, which is considerable, undoubtedly might 
produce at least a small effect on lightly buried seed, 
Certainly one cannot fairly ascribe this particular ef- 
fect to the light received, of which the character is 
perfectly well known. 

In the case of the growing plants the various flow- 
ering specimens could be directly affected by the 
light and are reported as actually showing considerable 
increase in growth and much freer flowering than the 
similar plants in the unlighted house. A similar re- 
sult reported for a strawberry bed which showed an 
increase of crop of 25 per cent is equally understanda- 
ble and quite in line with some previous experiments. 

Perhaps one may hardly expect the process to be 
an economical one in ordinary agricultural operations, 
but it certainly might be well worth trying in floral 
culture where, on account of the ordinary effect of the 
Seasons, a little additional forcing may lead to a mate- 
rially better price for the product. The experiments 
ought to be carefully repeated at some of our agricul- 
tural experiment Stations, so as to get, if possible, 
some quantitative results sufficient to settle the eco+ 
nomics of the matter.—Electrical World.

BOLL WORM CIFFERENT 
FROM THE BOLL WEEVIL 

Department of Agriculture Cor- 
rects Erroneous Impression 

Prevalent in South 

(BY RALPH SMITH.) 
WASHINGTON, D. C., Oct. %.—The 

federal department of agriculture has 
discovered that in many sections of the 
south the cotton boll weevil is being con- 
fused with the cotton boll worm. It ia 
regarded as important to to the cotton 
Planters that bis erroneous impression 
should be dissipated. if the farmers are 
to combat intéiligently the ravages of 
the pests. 
“The boll.worm is the larva of a moth, 

and is only distantly related to the wev- 
vil,” the department explains in a bulle- 
tin. “The weevil belongs to the large 
natural group of beetles. The worm, 
when hatched, is very tiny, but grows 
rapidly, becoming finally a Uttle more 
than an inch long, and greenish or brown- 
ish in color, The weevil grub is white 
and found only within the cotton square 
or boll. It never exceeds one-half inch 
fn length.” 
The department advises that a farmer 

can insure a future cotton crop againat 
injury from the boll worm with. compar- 
atively little trouble and expense, if he 
will pick his cotton as quickly as possible 
and immediately thereafter ploy under 
and harrow the fields.

CURRENCY LEGISLATION 

Florida Statesman Says Wil- 
san's Plans Ought To Be 
Adopted at an Early Date

WASHINGTON, D. C., Oct. 23.—Be- 

fore leaving for. Mobile, where, as pres- 
ident of the organization, he premdea 
over the fifth annual convention ot 
the Southern Commercial Congress, Sen- 
ator Fietcher, of Florida, gave out a 
ringing interview endorsing the admin: 
istration currency legislation. 

“lam earnestly in favor of prompt, 
eurly action,” said Mr. Fletcher. “1 
think delay is most unfortunate trom 
every standpoint. 

“The president was absolutely right 
in counseling the two messurea at the 
very beginning of this long-drawn-out, 
extraordmary (in more ways than one} 
session, He had good reason to antici- 
pate much quicker action on the tariff 
bill, and that the banking and currency 
Lill would be ready tor immediate ac- 
tion after the tariff bill passed. He 
Know the business interests of the 
country and the people generally need- 
ed both measures and needed them now 

“The reduction of duties and © other 
reforme in the tariff bill have not, pro- 
duced the depression predicted by 6ppo- 
nents of the measure. But the banks 
have exercised a caution regarding cred- 
its, giving as a reason the necessity 
for readjustments following the bank- 
ing and currency legislation, which has 
affected, more or less, all monetary 
transactions, as if there were a scarcity 
of money and reason for unwillingness 
to grant accommodations. This situa- 
tion ought to be improved and the strain 
relieved by passing the pending bill, 
either as it came from the house, or 
with amendments which it is thought 
will make it better, promptly. 

It is conceded by the bankers, the 
experts, the business people and quite 
universally that our present reserve sys- 
tem is antiquated and full of vices. 
SOME PERTINENT QUESTIONS. 
“Why should a bad system be con- 

tinued for a day longer than the time 
necessarily required to remedy it? 

“It is admitted that the country 
wants the present system changed and 
is waiting in uncertainty and hesita- 
tion. 
“Why prolong the suspense 

unforgiving hour? 
“Why play into the hands of those 

who would make capital out of our fal- 
ure to act? 

“The overwhelming weight of the 
most trustworthy opinion and judg- 
ment is the general principles of the 
pending bill are sound and ought to be 
written into law. Surely the differ- 
ence as to details ought to be composea 
and settled upon without such delay as 
tends to give the impression that there 
is a fixed purpose to defeat any legis- 
lation on the subject. I do not mean to 
criticise any one. I speak more from 
what I believe to be the viewpoint of 
tne private citizen, 

“It appears the bankers object prin- 
cipally to the constitution of the fed- 
eral reserve board. They complain 
about the proposed government control. 
They seem to lose sight of thefact that 
under the present laws there is super- 
vision of the banks first through the 
directors and then through the comp- 
troller of the currency and the secre- 
tary of the treasury.
