ing and emphatic. Indeed, it would not be too much
to say that medical inspection marks the most pro-
gressive and the most fruitful step ever taken by the
public school system in America. It 18 no less im-
portant to the home and the community than to the
individual pupil. It is a long stride in social and
civic effeiency; it s the omen of a stronger and hap-
pier people.

The ideal of education has always been the round-
ed development of human resources. This concep-
tion, far from being modern, is as old as ancient
Athens; and to a greater or less degree it has always
guided the world’s true teachers. It is within years
comparatively recent, however, that the school sys-
tem of the United States has come to apply this
great principle in its full breadth and practical
meaning.

Time was when the chief, if not only end, of the
common school was to impart certain facts and ad-
minister a certain kind of mental training. The
child’s physical welfare was virtually ignored. De-
fective eyes, defective teeth, weak lungs, impaired
hearing and other such deficiencles were considered
entirely without the province of the school. The fact
that they interfered with the pupil’s progress and
stood as a detriment to his future usefulness was
passively accepted s being among necessary evil
the fact that they might be corrected by a little
timely attention was overlooked or certainly not ap-
preciated.

_fow vastly different and better is the attitude
of the really modern school! Every city that is alert
and responsive to the educational spirit of the day
provides 1ts school system with medical inspection,
and those that are:doing their full duty have inay-
gurated dental inspection as well. The result is
that scores and hundreds of children who otherwise
would probably go through life handicapped with
defects which would impair, if not ruin, their health
are relieved at a time when relief is easy and per-
manent. They become better students, more teach-
able, more obedient and more efficient in character
as well as in mind.

Medical inspection, however, is but one phase of
what Dr, Claxton refers to as “the hygienic” of this
time, It is not enough to remedy the ills of defective
children. The progressive. school sees to it
above all else that the normal health interests of its
pupils are conserved. Provision is thus made for an |
abundance of fresh alr and for adequate periods of
School buildings are constructed pri-
marily with a view to comfort and sanitation. Com-
petently directed systems of physical culture are es-
tablished; and it should be said that no part of a
school curriculum is more importarnt. The tremen-
dous value of play as an educational agency is more
and more clearly understood.

The working out of these ideas will make the
school what it should be—a truly vital force for
individual usefulness and for socfal strength.
